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Introduction. One of the famous personalities in the history of Kazakhstan is a prominent
educator and thinker, collector of folklore, poet and publicist Mashkhur-Zhussip Kopeyuly. Already
in his lifetime, he had a reputation as a revered seer and “aulie” in the Steppe. M.-Zh. Kopeyuly was
born in 1858 in an area called Ashamay tasy, located between the Bayanaul and Kyzyltau mountains,
in the Bayanaul outer district of the Semipalatinsk region. At birth, he received the name Adam
Zhussip, but from a young age he was nicknamed “Mashkhur”, which in Arabic means “Famous”
(Pazylov, 2006: 174). Mashkhur-Zhussip completed a course of study at the Bayanaul madrasah
under the mullah Nazhmeddin, famous throughout the district. He studied very diligently and soon,
thanks to his extraordinary natural intelligence and phenomenal memory, he attracted the special
attention of his teachers. It is known that in 1868—1872 his teacher was Hamerreddin Khazret
(Zhusipov, 1998: 16), and in 1872—-1874 — in the Bukhara madrasah Kokiltash, widely known in
Central Asia, where he mastered Arabic, Chagatai (Turkic) and Persian languages. Even at a young
age, Mashkhur-Zhussip was carried away by the ideas of education and improving the well-being of
the people. In his native Kyzyltau, he taught the youth the basics of Arabic writing, nurtured in them
a love of knowledge and science. In addition, he called on his fellow tribesmen to diligent and
productive engagement in arable farming and gardening, crafts, trade and cattle breeding. In an effort
to set a personal example, he and his children cultivated the land in the Eskeldy area. In his opinion,
getting an education and acquiring vital skills and abilities is the only way for the people to prosper.
He actively corresponded with the famous writer F. M. Dostoevsky on various issues of culture and
education. He translated a number of poems by A. S. Pushkin into Kazakh and widely popularized
them among his fellow tribesmen. Among the local Russian population, he had many Tamyr friends,
was in close contact with representatives of the Alash intelligentsia, and the famous wrestler
Hadzhimukan came to him for advice. Many of his works are full of didactic instructions, calling for
the performance of useful and moral deeds. Thus, he instructed his fellow tribesmen to spend their
days in diligent work, and never indulge in deception and slander (Kanapyanov, 2008: 3—4).
His fables and poems reflect deep concern for his people and call for the development of education
and the achievement of social well-being.

Materials and methods. The manuscript heritage of Mashkhur Zhussip Kopeyev is a valuable
source reflecting the history and culture of the Kazakh people. For a complete and objective
understanding of the personality and his cultural and educational activities, both general and special
methods of historical research were used, aimed at analyzing biographical data and their influence on
history, where the main methods are historical-genetic, comparative, systemic, as well as methods of
document analysis, the biographical method.

Discussion. The cultural and educational activities of Mashkhur-Zhussip Kopeyuly represent
an important aspect of Kazakh history, which requires deep analysis and understanding. In the context
of rapid changes in society and culture, the legacy of Kopeyuly becomes especially relevant, as it
reflects the desire for education and the development of national identity. Only those specialists who
had the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the author's handwritten works were aware of the
versatility of the legacy of this scientist. In the post-Soviet period, the main researchers of the
manuscripts were such scientists as M.O. Auezov (Auezov, 1985), M. Bojeev (Bozheev, 1974),
D. Abilev (Abilev, 1985), S. Dauitov (Dauitov, 1990). All the studied materials were collected since
1946 under the guidance of academician A.Kh. Marghulan “Turkic epics in the heritage of Mashkhur
Zhussup” and E. Bekmakhanov. After our country gained independence, within the framework of the
programs “Cultural Heritage” and “Spiritual Revival” with the assistance of scholars from the
Toraigyrov University, a multi-volume work (20 volumes) of Mashkhur Zhussup Kopeyuly was
published. In addition, the works of scientists (Zhussipov, 1998) and (Pazylov, 2006) have been
published, based on the ideas of philosophy, morality, humanism, and enlightenment, dedicated to
the work of M.-Zh. Kopeyuly.
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Results. The collection of unique oral folklore is an invaluable contribution of the scientist and
poet to the study of the history and culture of Kazakhstan. M.-Zh. Kopeyuly was already interested
in collecting folklore in his youth; in 1865, he first recorded the epic “Er Olzhabay Batyr”.
Subsequently, he recorded oral evidence of folk memory about Ablai Khan, Kazybek-bi, Bogenbay-
batyr and other historical figures. Close communication with the prominent Russian orientalist and
Turkologist V.V. Radlov influenced the formation of his interests as one of the largest collectors of
Kazakh folklore. During trips to the Steppe to collect new material, he recorded a large number of
works of the 18th-19th centuries: poems, aityses, historical legends, legends. The researcher visited
many Kazakh villages in the northern and central regions located near Omsk, Petropavlovsk,
Pavlodar, Semipalatinsk, Atbasar, Akmola and other cities of the region, and visited the territory of
Southern and Western Kazakhstan. During his trips, he met such famous personalities in the Steppe
as Meiram-kazhy Zhanaidaruly, descendants of Khan Kenessary, as well as poets Akan Sery and
Sakkulak-bi. In 1889—-1891, he traveled through the western part of the Steppe Region, where he
recorded data on outstanding historical figures of this region: Zhangir Khan, Isatay, Sherniyaz, Tama
Sarybas-mergen (Zhusipov, 1998). Here he also collected and analyzed unique sources — tamgas,
battle cries-urans and shezhire of tribal associations of the Junior Zhuz (Manuscript collection of the
Central Scientific Library “Gylym Ordasy”. Copy of the manuscript by M.-Zh. Kopeyev. Folder
No. 378. Pp. 1-2). A feature of the manuscript heritage of Mashkhur-Zhussip is a detailed description
of the lives of many Kazakh rulers based on historical facts: khans Kassym, Yessim, Tauke, Abylai,
Kenessary and others. For example, his folklore records reveal unknown facts about the life and work
of Tauke Khan. The scientist claimed that his real name was Muhammad-batyr and he was the son of
Salkam Zhangir and the daughter of the Khoshout taisha Kundelen. After the death of Khan Zhangir,
due to Tauke's minority, the Kazakh Khanate was ruled by sultans-regents (Pazylov, 2007: 51-52).
Much attention is also paid to the personalities of the Khans Abylai and Kenessary, thanks
to his asceticism, valuable folk tales about these rulers have survived to this day (Maskhur-Zhussip,
2005: 299-300).

A significant part of the works collected by M.-Zh. Kopeyuly relates to the activities of famous
biys in the Steppe, such as Kazybek, Baidaly, Edige, Boltirik, Taykeltir, Tateke, etc. The folklorist
paid great attention to collecting materials about Genghis Khan, Zhoshy Khan, Sheibani Khan,
Hulagu, etc. Of particular interest is his view on the time of the unification of the Kazakhs into three
zhuzes: he dates their appearance to the era of Maiky-biy (a legendary contemporary of Genghis
Khan. — editor's note) (Mashyur-Zhussip, 2006: 145—-159). He established the burial place of one of
the great national zhyrau Bukhar Kalkamanuly, an adviser to Khan Abylai. Thanks to him, many
poetic works by such authors as Bukhar-zhyrau, Zhanak Sagyndykuly, Sherniyaz Zharylkasuly,
Madeli Zhussipkozhauly, Shortanbay Kanaiuly, Birzhan Kozhagululy, Akan sery Koramsauly,
Abai Qunanbaiuly and others have survived to this day (Mashkhur-Zhussip, 2006: 392).
Philosophical-didactic, religious and historical themes prevail in the works of Mashkhur-Zhussip. In
1880—-1895, his articles were published in the pages of the newspaper “Dala ualayaty”, in 1887 — in
Tashkent publications, in 1911-1912 — in the magazine “Aikap”. In them, he touched upon social,
economic problems and historical issues. Due to the fact that the tsarist authorities persecuted the
scientist and educator, he used the pseudonym Muhammad Yusuf in this magazine.

He carefully studied medieval historical sources, on the basis of which he put forward several
assumptions regarding the possible time of the formation of the Kazakh Khanate and the genealogical
trees of the dynasties of the khans and sultans who ruled the Kazakhs. Mashkhur-Zhussip paid
primary attention to studying the biographies of outstanding historical figures, through the prism of
which he illuminated the history of the Kazakh people. He assessed Khan Abylai as the most
outstanding and authoritative ruler of his time.

Excellent command of oriental languages allowed him to immerse himself deeply
in Arabic and Persian poetry. Based on the works of Eastern authors, he created the dastans
“Gulshat-Sheri-zdat”, “Gibrat-nama” and others. He also wrote such poetic works as the zhoktau
(lament) “Issabek Ishan”, “Mussa Shormanuly” and others. A significant part of the poetry is devoted
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to religious themes, for example, “Suleimen and Iblis”, “Sura Ikhlas”, “On the Seven Circles of Hell”,
“Hadiths of the Prophet”, etc. (Mashkhur-Zhussip, 2005). In 1919, in the magazine “Labor Siberia”
a young activist of the Alash movement S. Saduakasuly published an article “Kirghiz Literature”,
where the role of Mashkhur-Zhussip in the creation of Kazakh written literature was noted.

Socio-political, moral views of M.-Zh. Kopeyuly. The poet and thinker was actively involved
in socio-political activities, openly expressed his protest against colonialism. In 1893, a cycle of his
poems and articles was published, directed against the abuses of the autocracy. The events
of “Bloody Sunday” on January 9, 1905 in St. Petersburg also did not leave the steppe tribune
indifferent. The poet was outraged by the process of mass confiscation of fertile lands in favor of
peasants moving from the European part of Russia. In one of the books published in 1907 in Kazan,
entitled “About who owns Sary Arka”, the author, using historical materials, proved the actual
belonging of the steppe to its autochthonous inhabitants — the Kazakhs. In this work, he wrote: “The
Kazakhs won their land with the tips of spears and the strength of their hands, sacrificing themselves.
Just recently, Karakerey Kabanbay, Kanzhygaly Bogenbay, Kazdauysty Kazybek, Shakshakuly
Zhanibek entered into a fierce battle with the Kalmyks, giving their lives for this and handing over
these vast spaces to us...” (Mashkhur Zhussip, 2003:220). Almost the entire print run of the book was
then confiscated by the authorities, and the poet himself was added to the list of politically unreliable
persons. A number of his other works raised the issues of achieving universal education and freedom
of speech. The censorship authorities recognized his works as seditious, and the author himself, due
to political persecution, was forced to wander for a long time outside his native Bayanaul region. In
1916, despite his negative attitude towards the imperial decree on the requisition of “foreigners” for
rear work, he did not give his blessing to the rebels, foreseeing great human casualties at the hands
of government troops. The poet met the revolutionary events of October 1917 and the establishment
of Soviet power with great caution. Mistrust of the Bolsheviks increased after they defeated the
government of “Alash Orda”. M.-Zh. Kopeyuly turned out to be a humanist thinker ahead of his time.
In his works, he called: “Even if you feel very bad, talk about the good. If you cry all the time, the
angel will say “amen”, and you will always remain in this state. Speak and strive only for the good,
the righteous”. The thinker also called for asceticism and modesty, as evidenced by his poem
“Kanagat turaly zhumbaq oleng” (“Riddle-poem about contentment”) (Mashkhur Zhussip, 2003: 56).

He was a deeply religious man. Uncompromisingly denouncing the hypocrisy of semi-literate
mullahs in his works, he at the same time actively preached Islam among his fellow tribesmen. He
dedicated a number of poems to famous clergymen who served the faith and made pilgrimages to
Mecca and Medina (“Shontybay kazhy”, “Zhantemir kazhy”) (Mashkhur Zhussip, 2005). He
collected a lot of information about the lives of saints, historical religious figures (“Asan Kaigy”),
prophets (“Solomon and the Ant”, “Prophet Noah and the Old Woman”), etc. Pilgrimages were made
to him from afar as a sage and seer, and fellow countrymen turned to him. There are known cases
when he distributed cattle to poor steppe dwellers (Pazylov, 2007: 240). The great poet Abai
considered Mashkhur-Zhussip a saint. Folk legends say that when they met, Abai asked him: “If you
are a genius, tell me where God is?” “God is in the heart!” was the instant answer of the people's
favorite. Until his death on November 27, 1931, M.-Zh. Kopeyuly lived in the winter hut of Yeskeldy
in the Bayanaul district of the Pavlodar region, where he was buried (Pazylov, 2005: 26). Thanks to
his ascetic work, the spiritual heritage of the Kazakh people has been largely preserved to this day.
The materials he left behind have become the subject of research by modern folklorists, historians
and philologists. Currently, 20 volumes of his works have been published, written in Chagatai,
Arabic, Kazakh, Farsi and Russian. Currently, this priceless heritage is kept in 3,000 folders of
manuscript collections of the Central Scientific Library of Almaty, the M. Auezov Institute of
Literature and Art, and the Mashkhur-Zhussip Museum (Zhinak, 1975: 6). For many generations of
Kazakhstanis, he is the personification of true wisdom, holiness, and nobility.

Conclusion. Thus, the cultural and educational activities of Mashkhur-Zhussip Kopeyuly
represent an important aspect of the formation of Kazakh identity and cultural heritage. In the course
of the work, it was analyzed how his ideas and approaches contributed to the development of national
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self-awareness and cultural originality. The historical context in which Kopeyuly acted allowed him
to become not only an outstanding poet, but also an active figure contributing to the education of his
people. The main areas of his work, including literature, folklore, and educational initiatives, were
considered in the context of their impact on public consciousness. Kopeyuly not only preserved
traditions, but also adapted them to new conditions, which made his legacy relevant in the modern
world. In the context of globalization, his approaches to cultural education are becoming especially
significant, as they help preserve the uniqueness of Kazakh culture and identity. The cultural and
educational activities of Mashkhur-Zhussip Kopeyuly not only left a significant mark on the history
of Kazakhstan, but also continue to influence modern society. It is important to recognize and apply
his ideas to shape the future, in which cultural heritage will serve as the basis for further development
and prosperity.

PI'MA — Poccuiickuii ToCyJapCTBEHHBIA HCTOPUYECKHUN apXUB
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Abstract. Introduction. In the worldview of the Turkic peoples, the belief in the afterlife held a
significant place and was clearly reflected in the architectural construction and artistic decoration of
mausoleums. The ancient Turks believed in life after death, and this belief was embodied in their
burial rituals and tomb-building traditions. With the spread of Islam, these concepts were enriched
with new religious notions and found expression in mausoleum architecture and epitaph inscriptions.
Research objectives and tasks. The main objective of the study is to analyze the reflections of the
afterlife belief among the Turks in mausoleum architecture and decorative elements. The tasks are:
to identify pre-Islamic Turkic burial traditions; to determine the influence of Islam on mausoleum
architecture; to examine the religious-symbolic meanings of epitaph inscriptions and ornamental
patterns; and to reveal the religious, social, and cultural functions of mausoleums. Results. Based on
archaeological evidence and written monuments, the study analyzes the manifestations of the belief
in life after death in the mausoleum construction of the ancient Turks. The structural solutions and
decorative elements of mausoleums were directly linked to eschatological beliefs. During the Islamic
period, mausoleums fulfilled not only religious but also socio-cultural functions. Inscriptions and
ornaments on gravestones reflected the synthesis of Islamic principles and folk beliefs. Conclusion.
The afterlife belief of the Turkic peoples occupied an important place in their mausoleum architecture
and artistic traditions. This phenomenon demonstrates the continuity between the pre-Islamic and
Islamic periods and contributed to the formation of the cultural heritage of the Turkic-Islamic
civilization.

Introduction. D.A. Kunaev is one of the most important figures in the history of Soviet
Kazakhstan. Having first assumed a responsible political position as Deputy Chairman of the Council
of People’s Commissars during the most difficult years of the Great Patriotic War, he remained at the
pinnacle of political, economic, and scientific leadership of the Kazakh SSR until the end of 1986,
retaining his leadership role literally “from Stalin to Gorbachev.” The time of his constructive activity
and work in various responsible positions within the republic and the Soviet state became an entire
“epoch” in the history of Kazakhstan. Studying and researching this period is one of the most
important tasks for modern Kazakhstani historians.

In this study, we focus on one — yet very significant — aspect of Kunaev’s long-standing activity:
his contribution to the industrial and economic development of Kazakhstan.

The profession of a mining engineer, a specialist in gold and non-ferrous metals, was by no
means chosen by chance by the young Dimash Kunaev as his life’s work. This choice not only
reflected the personal inclinations and ambitions of a young man, but also corresponded to the level
of economic development in the region and the recently discovered wealth and resources, which still
had to be properly exploited. Kounrad, Balkhash, Ust-Kamenogorsk, Ridder (Leninogorsk) — these
were the milestones of Kunaev’s professional career as a mining engineer and production worker, a
path that lasted for nearly six years. When, in early June 1942, he became Deputy Chairman of the
Council of People’s Commissars of the Kazakh SSR, from the very first days in this position he
supervised not only the activities of the Kounrad deposit and Ridder enterprises, but also the entire
industrial sector of the republic, including non-ferrous metallurgy, coal and oil industries, power
plants, railways, and transport systems.

Kunaev accomplished especially much in the sphere of industrial development, with all its
subsequent consequences, during his long period of uninterrupted leadership of the republic as First
Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan (1964—1986). This period,
often called the “Kunaev era”, is remembered for its achievements, of which modern Kazakhstan is
proud and which it continues to build upon successfully. Within the framework of this study,
we proceed from the understanding of Kunaev as a prominent Kazakhstani politician and Soviet
party-state leader, who was one among many builders of the socialist motherland, a product of his
time, characterized by the coexistence of the most contradictory processes and events in the life of
both his native republic and the Soviet Union as a whole — of which he was himself a significant
representative and leader.

One of the objectives of this research is to demonstrate that it was precisely the federal structure
of the Soviet state — even if largely formal in nature — that gave it stability and became the source of
its successes and short-lived triumphs. It was representatives of the Soviet Union’s republican party-
state elite, such as D.A. Kunaev, who ensured its development and stable existence, while
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simultaneously laying the productive foundation for the future existence and growth of the country
during the period of independence.

Materials and Methods. In the course of this study, both the historical-genetic and historical-
comparative methods were actively applied. The historical-genetic method played an important role
in explaining facts, identifying the reasons for their sequence, and helped reveal and interpret the
peculiarities of the republic’s industrial-resource development depending on the events and processes
unfolding in the Soviet Union.

The historical-comparative method made it possible to determine both the common and the
distinctive features in Kunaev’s style of managing the republic’s industrial development during his
long tenure at the head of the Communist Party of the Kazakh SSR. Application of this method also
helped to identify the levels of interaction between Kazakhstan’s leadership and Moscow, the stages
of raising the republic’s status within the Soviet economy, and its role in the military-strategic plans
of the Soviet state.

The researcher also gave due attention to the concept of ethnic mobilization, which takes into
account the presence of representatives of a particular ethnic group within the leadership of a structure
dependent on an external center. This factor played a considerable role in the productive mobilization
of the local population. On the one hand, this was a means of achieving the principle of ethnic
representation and the practical embodiment of Soviet nationality policy; on the other, it was a way
to encourage cooperation between the indigenous population and the authorities.

In addition, methods of qualitative sociology were employed: discourse analysis of texts and
speeches of leaders of the USSR and the Kazakh SSR, as well as personal sources — memoirs,
autobiographical materials, and interviews with D.A. Kunaev and his contemporaries.

The study also relied on materials from the Archive of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan (AP RK) and the State Archives of the Russian Federation (GA RF, RGANI). Many
documents related to the life and activity of D.A. Kunaev were discovered and processed within the
framework of the research project “The Contribution of D.A. Kunaev to the Socio-Economic
Development of Kazakhstan and the Preservation of Its Territorial Integrity”, and were used here for
the first time in the preparation of this article.

The largest body of documentary evidence concerning the activities of D.A. Kunaev as a party
and state leader of Soviet Kazakhstan is preserved in the Archive of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, in Fond 708, “Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan.” Extremely
informative and substantial in this regard are the archival units under the following headings:
“Correspondence with the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the USSR, the Council of
Ministers of the USSR, and the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR on key issues of state,
economic, and cultural development”; “Correspondence with ministries, departments, and institutions
of the USSR on key issues of state, economic, and cultural development”; “Resolutions of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan and the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR”;
stenographic records of various congresses of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan and plenums of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan; as well as minutes of meetings of the
Bureau of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan.

The documents extracted from these archival units are directly related to issues of state,
military-strategic, and socio-economic character, and to varying degrees reflect the role, participation,
and position of D.A. Kunaev in their formulation and resolution.

Discussion. The long career of D.A. Kunaev, as one of the leaders of the Soviet state, is,
according to the British scholar Bhavna Dave, an excellent example of the preservation (or revival)
of national identity in connection with the internationalist character of the Soviet system (Bhavna
Dave, 2007). The phenomenon of the formation, strengthening, and institutionalization of national
elites and their transformation into ruling strata in the national republics of the Soviet Union did not
escape the attention of foreign, particularly Western, researchers. Interest in the national construction
of the Soviet state was demonstrated at different times by G. Hodnett (Hodnett, 1975; 1978),
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W. Cleary (Cleary, 1967), and especially T.H. Rigby, in a whole series of publications (Rigby,
1968; 1970-1971; 1980; 1983; 1988). The judgments expressed by these scholars, despite their
ambiguity, contribute both to the understanding of the very phenomenon of the “party-state leader of
a Soviet national republic” and to the understanding of the personality of the Kazakhstani leader as
well as the assessment of the scope of his activities. Among the more recent works by foreign authors,
one should mention those by S. Keller (Keller, 2020) and A. Khalid (Khalid, 2021). Despite the
importance of assessments of Kunaev’s personality and his role as the head of Soviet Kazakhstan, as
well as analyses of the republic’s socio-political development during his rule, the degree of scholarly
interest remains insufficient, and consequently, the study of his industrial policy and personal
contribution to the industrial transformations of the republic remains underdeveloped.

Among the works of Kazakhstani researchers on the “Kunaev era,” special mention should be
made of studies on the evolution and continuity of political leadership by N.A. Abueva
(Abueva, 2007), D. Ashimbayev and V. Khlyupin (Ashimbayev, Khlyupin, 2008), D.B. Kasymova
(Kasymova, 2022), and K.V. Cherepanov (Cherepanov, 2023). However, these works do not provide
substantial, scientifically grounded information on the issue of Kazakhstan’s industrial development
in 1964-1986. To this day, the most comprehensive study dedicated to the results
of Kunaev’s activities remains the monograph by B.A. Tulepbayev and K.U. Tulepbayeva “D.A.
Kunaev — An Outstanding Statesman and Political Figure” (Tulepbayev, Tulepbayeva, 2006). This
work, of course, relies on a wide range of sources as well as on Kunaev’s own memoirs and those of
his associates, yet information about Kazakhstan’s industrial development and the role of the
republic’s leader in this process requires significant additions, especially given the possibilities of
broader use of archival material. The monographs of Z.G. Saktaganova (Saktaganova, 2017) and
Zh.B. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin, 1997; 2019), besides providing substantial statistical and
economic material, also contain profound conclusions and assessments of both the nature and results
of Kazakhstan’s economic and political development and the role of Kunaev’s activity as head of one
of the largest Soviet republics. However, in the first case, the research ends in 1970, almost at the
very beginning of the historical period of interest to us, and in the second, we note an excessively
critical character, in our view, in the assessments and conclusions concerning the subject of our study.

In Russian academic literature, a significant body of research has been developed on the party
nomenklatura (Golovinova, 2011). There are also general works revealing the nature of political
processes in the USSR that led to its collapse (Filippov, 2021; Cheshko, 2000), as well
as studies on the specifics of regional governance processes (Kishchenkov et al., 2021). However,
these works are only indirectly related to the topic of our research, and Russian studies
of socio-economic policy in Kazakhstan during the “Kunaev period” are practically absent. As a
specific work touching upon the creation of the foundations of the military-industrial complex,
reference should be made to the publication by G.G. Tishchenko, A.G. Onopko, A.A. Makunin, and
A.T. Volkov (Tishchenko, et al., 1995).

Relying on the works of our predecessors, and giving due credit to the facts, documentary
evidence, and conclusions presented therein, we aim to demonstrate how D.A. Kunaev’s long-term
constructive activity contributed to the industrial development of the republic and to its
transformation into one of the most important industrial and resource bases of the USSR.

Industrial Development of Kazakhstan in 1964—-1986 and lIts Transformation into
an Industrial-Resource Base of the USSR

The first industrial projects, carried out during the pre-war Five-Year Plans, predetermined the
raw-material orientation of the republic’s industry. These included the Balkhash Copper Smelting
Plant, the Chimkent Lead Plant, the Zyryanovsk Lead Plant, the Aktobe Chemical Plant, and the
Achisai and Leninogorsk Polymetallic Combines. Such a structure of Kazakhstan’s developing
industry is only partly explained by today’s fashionable colonial or post-colonial discourse. The
republic’s main wealth — its mineral resources — made it simultaneously a beneficiary and a hostage
of this “gift of fate.” While the exploitation of the riches of Rudny Altai had begun in the imperial
period, the exploration and development of copper ore, iron-bearing minerals, and other rare and
valuable resources in the central, western, and southern regions of Kazakhstan began only with the
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establishment of Soviet power. An outstanding role in transforming, above all, the central regions of
Kazakhstan into a powerful industrial and raw-material base of the republic — and in essence, of the
entire Soviet Union — was played by K.I. Satpayev.

A significant share of large enterprises (including defense-related ones) was evacuated during
the Great Patriotic War from territories seized by the Nazis to Kazakhstan. Their relocation was also
overseen by the thirty-year-old D.A. Kunaev, then Deputy Head of the republican government.
Enterprises were moved to Alma-Ata, Balkhash, Petropavlovsk, Akmolinsk, Uralsk, and Aktobe.
Thus, already during the war years, and largely thanks to Kunaev’s efforts, the productive base of
Kazakhstan’s industry was being laid, main transport corridors were being formed, and logistics and
infrastructure were being developed.

When, in December 1964, Kunaev once again assumed leadership of the republican party
organization, he naturally continued the course of developing those industries that had already
become traditional for Kazakhstan’s economic structure. Perhaps no one else knew so thoroughly and
in such detail the state of domestic industry, its needs, and its degree of integration into the all-Union
industrial system. And the level of integration of the republic’s industry into inter-Union economic
ties was enormous. Having himself been an active organizer of large-scale industrial production in
previous decades—production largely driven by wartime imperatives — Kunaev could not change the
structural basis of the republic’s industrial development, but he could significantly strengthen and
expand it, while also encouraging the emergence of fundamentally new sectors that had not previously
existed.

Throughout his leadership, Kunaev managed to successfully combine the implementation of
the large-scale plans and giant projects outlined by the Union leadership with equally significant
achievements in the socio-economic development of the republic and in improving the living
standards of all peoples residing in Kazakhstan.

Kunaev’s return as First Secretary of the republican party organization coincided with the start
of the famous “Kosygin reform,” of which he was an active supporter. The key years of this most
ambitious reform in the history of the Soviet economy were those of the Eighth Five-Year Plan
(1966-1970). This plan would later be called “golden,” not only because of the stable economic
growth it produced, but also because of the profound results that fundamentally transformed the way
of life for the majority of Soviet citizens.

Unlike the previous “Stalinist” Five-Year Plans or Khrushchev’s Seven-Year Plan, during the
first Brezhnev—Kosygin Five-Year Plan, growing production was oriented not simply toward volume,
but toward sales, profit, and budgetary revenues. Soviet economist E.G. Liberman, who laid the
theoretical foundations for the reform, emphasized the need for the Soviet economy to reorient itself
to precisely these intensive, qualitative indicators. Kunaev’s prior experience — both as head of the
republic’s government and as First Secretary — confirmed for him the correctness of these principles
in managing the national economy.

In the report delivered by the First Secretary of the Central Committee to the XII Congress of
the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, attention was drawn to the commissioning of the first stage of
the Alma-Ata Cotton Combine, the cotton-spinning factory in Chimkent, the initial phases of the
Dzhambul Leather and Footwear Combine and the Karaganda Shoe Factory (with a total capacity of
4 million pairs per year). Light industry enterprises also appeared in Taldy-Kurgan, Tekeli,
Lenger, Serebryanka (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 11. L. 37).

Attention was also paid to further development of the food industry. Meat-packing plants were
put into operation in Aktobe, Chimkent, Dzhambul, and Temirtau; 15 dairy plants and 22 bakeries
were built, along with the Chu Sugar Plant and the Alma-Ata Margarine Plant. In 1965 alone, more
than 80 large enterprises of light and food industry were commissioned. At the same time, it was
noted that a major shortcoming remained the uneven distribution of industries, namely the absence
of light and food industry enterprises in areas with highly developed heavy industry — Karaganda and
East Kazakhstan regions (APRK. F.708. Op.40. D.11. L.38). Thus, a further development vector was
determined for these two sectors, most essential to the population’s daily needs.
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A document dated August 22, 1966, “On the Draft Five-Year Plan for the Development of the
National Economy of the Kazakh SSR for 1966—-1970”, addressed to the CPSU Central Committee
and the Council of Ministers of the USSR and signed by Kunaev and Beisebaev, reflects
Kunaev’s characteristic traits as a responsible, meticulous, and decisive leader who spoke not only of
victories and achievements but also of problems and difficulties.

In the introductory part of the document, attention was drawn to the fact that “in the new five-
year period, sectors of the national economy ensuring technological progress will develop at higher
rates” (APRK. F.708. Op.40. D.232. L.137). Yet, the leaders of the republic expressed doubts about
the feasibility of meeting the set tasks. On behalf of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Kazakhstan and the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR, it was reported that the capital
investments allocated by Gosplan of the USSR and union-republic ministries did not ensure the
commissioning of production capacities as set by the Directives of the XXIII CPSU Congress, nor
the planned growth of industrial production. The inconsistency between the planned commissioning
of enterprises and production growth in certain sectors and the actual resources allocated from the
Union budget was emphasized.

Further analysis was carried out regarding the state of all sectors and major industries of the
republic’s national economy at that time. According to the document, insufficient funds were
allocated to the power industry, oil and gas exploratory drilling, the construction of mines and
open-pit operations, and the commissioning of capacities in ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy.
The development of light, meat, and dairy industries was not fully ensured. Problems of the
construction materials industry and the building sector remained unresolved. The union authorities
were alerted that “...to a significant degree, extremely urgent tasks of providing water to industry and
the national economy of the republic are not being addressed. The capital investments allocated for
housing construction do not meet the requirements of population growth in the republic, nor the
planned commissioning of housing. The needs of the republic for general education schools,
preschool institutions, and hospitals are also not being met” (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 232. L. 139).

Finally, according to the authors of the memorandum, insufficient capital investments were
allocated for the development of transportation, the construction of distribution refrigerators, and
warehouse facilities. No funds at all were provided for the development of local industry enterprises.
Issues of improving the use of the employable population also remained unresolved, even though its
growth was projected to reach 10% by 1970 compared to an average of 5.5% across the USSR
(APRK. F.708. Op.40. D.232. L.140). Intensive production methods, in the long run, left hundreds of
thousands of people without work — something for which the Soviet command economy was utterly
unprepared, but which the most competent and thoughtful Soviet leaders had to take into account.

In addition to the memorandum analyzed above, an “Appendix” was attached listing the issues
that the republic requested to be reconsidered in the framework of the Five-Year Plan for the
development of the national economy of the Kazakh SSR for 1966—1970. This section of the message
from the leadership of the Kazakh SSR to the Union center contained figures for additional funds
needed to accomplish the tasks set by the Party. Each figure was justified by the necessity and volume
of work required to fulfill the planned assignments.

D.A. Kunaev did not simply act as an obedient executor of instructions from the Union center
or as a supplicant ingratiatingly requesting another ‘“handout” from Moscow. He was often the
initiator of large-scale projects. He believed that the creation of a diversified industrial and raw-
material complex would yield concrete positive results not only for the entire Union but also bring
significant benefits to the republic’s economy, solving many socio-economic problems, strengthening
its industrial and productive potential, and laying the foundation for stable and sustainable economic
development.

As the previous document shows, great importance was attached to the development of
chemical production in the republic, given its inexhaustible reserves of mineral raw materials.
In an informational memorandum to the CPSU Central Committee dated July 5, 1966,
“On the Implementation of the Resolution of the CPSU Secretariat of December 9, 1965 ‘On the
Progress of Implementing the Decisions of the CPSU Central Committee and the Council of Ministers
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of the USSR on the Creation of a Second Phosphate Raw Material Base in the Country in Southern
Kazakhstan and Capacities for the Production of Mineral Fertilizers’”, it was reported that the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan and the Council of Ministers of the republic had
already adopted a resolution in August 1965 “On Measures to Ensure the Commissioning and
Development of New Capacities of the Chemical Industry Based on the Phosphorites of the
Karatau Basin” (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 232. L. 115).

D.A. Kunaev was one of those Soviet leaders who, while giving considerable attention to the
development of key strategic branches of Soviet industry, also sought to focus on the growth of
sectors that directly met the urgent and everyday needs of ordinary Soviet citizens — understanding
that the fate of the socialist state as a whole depended on this.

In an informational letter to the CPSU Central Committee and the Council of Ministers of the
USSR dated October 25, 1966, “On the Progress of Implementing the Resolution of the CPSU Central
Committee and the Council of Ministers of the USSR ‘On the Improvement of the Construction of
Light, Food, Meat and Dairy Industry Enterprises’ of June 24, 1966 No. 482,” the degree of Kunaev’s
attention to the problems and needs of industries producing consumer goods was fully reflected.

In the message addressed to the supreme Soviet authorities, detailed information was given
about the new capacities already commissioned at the time of the report: spinning spindles and looms
at the Alma-Ata Cotton Combine; underwear knitwear at the Dzhezkazgan Knitting Factory; millions
of pairs of shoes at the Karaganda Shoe Factory and the Dzhambul Leather and Footwear Combine;
thousands of tons of processed grapes at the primary winemaking plant in the Michurin State Farm;
a 2,000-ton refrigerator in Atbasar; dozens of tons of meat and sausages per shift at the meat-packing
plants in Kzyl-Orda, Dzhetygara, and Dzhambul; and dozens of tons of milk per shift at the Tayincha
Dairy Plant and the meat-and-dairy plant at Emba station (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 232. L. 223).

In the final section of the document, the Kazakh leadership requested that the USSR
Construction Bank (Stroybank) and the USSR State Construction Committee (Gosstroy) extend
preferential financing for a number of vital public and economic facilities in the republic, and that the
USSR State Committee for Material and Technical Supply take measures to provide equipment for
the start-up facilities (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 232. L. 224).

Overall, this is a fairly typical example of an informational memorandum from republican
leaders to the highest party-state authorities of the Union. Alongside information about the
achievements in the field of industrial development, it included an analysis of the current situation in
this sector of the economy, mentioned existing problems and difficulties, outlined the necessary
measures for overcoming them, and presented specific demands to the Union leadership — usually in
exchange for loyalty and active participation in the implementation of the large-scale industrial and
military-strategic projects of the central authorities.

An important addition to this informational message is a document dated January 27,
1966, addressed to the USSR Council of Ministers and the CPSU Central Committee. In it, the leaders
of the Kazakh SSR — D.A. Kunaev and M.B. Beisebaev — asked the Union authorities to assist in
establishing new higher educational institutions in the republic to train specialists for light and food
industry enterprises. From this letter to Moscow, it is clear that the Kazakh leadership not only did
much to build new factories and plants but also understood the necessity of training their own
professional specialists for them, since without this, equipping workshops and machinery would make
no sense (APRK. F. 708. Op. 40. D. 232. L. 32-34).

The First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan attached
enormous importance to the development of the republic’s oil industry. Fully aware of the
significance of “black gold” both for the entire Soviet Union and for the future of Kazakhstan, Kunaev
closely monitored the successes of Kazakh oil workers and sought the support of the Union center in
his plans to transform the Mangyshlak Peninsula into a major new oil-producing base of the USSR.

The appeal to the CPSU Central Committee and the USSR Council of Ministers dated August
10, 1967, “On Ensuring the Fulfillment of Oil Production Targets in Mangyshlak”, appears as a
blueprint for the large-scale transformation of a formerly deserted area into a powerful resource base
for the entire Soviet Union. Pointing to the successes already achieved in developing the barren desert
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through the efforts of oil workers, geologists, and builders, Kunaev raised issues of a production-
technological nature, capital construction of industrial and housing facilities, further improvement of
extraction technologies and external oil transportation, as well as the organization of design and
research work (APRK. F. 708. Op. 42. D. 201. L. 93-94).

At the XIII Congress of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan (February 24-26, 1971),
in his report, Kunaev emphasized the reconstruction and technical re-equipment of enterprises, the
wide introduction of new technology, advanced methods, and, on this basis, the growth of industrial
output (APRK. F. 708. Op. 51. D. 2. L. 37-39). During the Eighth Five-Year Plan (1965-1970), the
formation and development of new industrial regions continued, newly discovered mineral reserves
were brought into economic circulation, and fixed industrial assets expanded and modernized. As a
result, Kazakhstan’s role as one of the largest economic regions of the USSR increased. A total of
445 large enterprises and workshops were commissioned (Tulepbayev, Tulepbayeva, 2006: 96).

As before, the republic’s energy sector, as well as ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy,
developed at an accelerated pace. Kazakhstan’s Magnitka supplied pig iron and steel not only to the
republic but also to Central Asia and the Far East. The Ermak (Aksu) and Aktobe ferroalloy plants
reached full capacity. The Sokolov-Sarbai and Lisakovsk mining and processing complexes became
the largest resource bases for the Soviet Union’s ferrous metallurgy.

The chemical and oil industries, along with the production of building materials, acquired
all-Union significance. In 1970, 34.6 billion kWh of electricity was generated; non-ferrous metallurgy
production increased 1.5 times; steel output doubled; rolled ferrous metal output rose 6.3 times; and
iron ore concentrate output grew 2.3 times (APRK. F. 708. Op. 51. D. 2. L. 21).

Coal production in the Karaganda and Ekibastuz basins reached 61 million tons per year, with
41% of this figure produced by the cheaper and more efficient open-pit method. Kazakhstan became
the country’s third-largest coal base after Donbass and Kuzbass. Output in the oil and gas industry
increased sevenfold. Chemical industry production grew 2.3 times. Thanks to intensive exploitation
of the Karatau phosphorite basin, Kazakhstan became the leading producer of yellow phosphorus in
the USSR - and the largest in the world. The republic produced mineral fertilizers, chemical fibers,
and sulfuric acid on an industrial scale.

Engineering and metalworking also developed. The Pavlodar—Ekibastuz industrial region
expanded rapidly. A tractor plant was launched, producing the “Kazakhstan” tractor. Output
in this sector grew 1.6 times, while agricultural machinery production doubled. Light, food, and
meat-and-dairy industries also did not go unnoticed. The production of consumer goods increased
sharply. According to Kunaev’s report, the share of these industries in total industrial output of the
republic reached 40 % (APRK. F. 708. Op. 51. D. 2. L. 22).

Delivering his report at the XIV Congress of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, the First
Secretary of the Central Committee had every reason to be proud of the party he led, the people of
Kazakhstan, and the republic as a whole. During the reporting period, 365 new workshops and
enterprises were commissioned, with a colossal sum of 10 billion rubles invested in industry,
which made it possible to increase industrial production volumes by 42.2 % during the past five years
(APRK. F. 708. Op. 65. D. 1. L. 18).

The oil and gas industry, which had emerged in the west of the republic on the Mangyshlak
Peninsula less than a decade earlier, continued its confident development. In that short period, at least
100 million tons of oil had already been extracted. The Kazakh Gas Processing Plant began
operations. Development of the Pavlodar—Ekibastuz region continued apace: the capacities of the
unique coal pits doubled, the ferroalloy plant operated steadily, the 100,000th Kazakh tractor rolled
off the assembly line, and the Pavlodar Cardboard and Roofing Felt Plant was commissioned.

The positions of Central Kazakhstan continued to strengthen, above all in ferrous and
non-ferrous metallurgy, coal mining, and the chemical industry. Temirtau and Dzhezkazgan
consolidated their roles in production and extraction, while in Karaganda new coal mining capacities
were commissioned, the first stage of the rubber products plant went into operation, and
the Novo-Karaganda Cement Plant began production. In Kostanay region, the Sokolov-Sarbai and
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Lisakovsk mining and processing plants, along with the Dzhetygara Asbestos Plant, expanded their
capacities, and construction began on the massive Kachar Mining and Processing Complex.

Particularly significant changes occurred in the south of the republic, where the Jambyl and
Chimkent plants were completed, and construction began on the Novo-Jambyl and Karatau phosphate
plants. This sharp increase in the number of factories was accompanied by a growth in electricity
generation: the largest thermal power plant in the Union — the Ermak GRES — was launched, as well
as the Kapchagai Hydroelectric Power Plant, which substantially improved electricity supply to the
republic’s capital. The world’s largest fast-neutron reactor was commissioned at the Shevchenko
Nuclear Power Plant (APRK. F. 708. Op. 65. D. 1. L. 19-20). A long-awaited achievement was the
arrival of Irtysh water to Karaganda via a 500-kilometer canal, fulfilling the dream of three
academicians: Sh. Chokin, K. Satpayev, and D. Kunaev.

By the end of the Ninth Five-Year Plan, Kazakhstan, in terms of economic potential,
development of major industries, and its place in the all-Union division of labor, had firmly entered
the top three Soviet republics — behind only the RSFSR and Ukraine — and would never again
relinquish this place, only reinforcing its position within the Union’s economic system.

The rapid industrial growth of the 1960s—1980s also affected previously sparsely populated
areas, where new industrial hubs emerged and entire sectors of production appeared. Often, these
were barren, inhospitable places unsuitable for human habitation, but rich in mineral resources. The
capabilities of the socialist system under Kunaev’s leadership, combined with his own persistent
efforts, played a crucial role in mobilizing resources, addressing problems of material-technical
supply, and expanding transport and communications.

This process led to the creation of new centers of production and civilization in the form of
workers’ settlements, many of which grew into towns. Of nearly ninety modern cities of Kazakhstan,
forty-three were founded during Kunaev’s leadership. Among them are Rudny, Temirtau, Ekibastuz,
Kentau, Zhanatas, Karatau, Arkalyk, Derzhavinsk, Stepnogorsk, Aktau, Aksu, Serebryansk,
Kurchatov, and others.

For the Kazakh SSR, the final “Kunaev decade” proved to be the most productive and
harmonious. All the large plants and combines built earlier reached full capacity, consumer goods
industries developed into independent branches of the economy with their own resources, production
capacities, and stable markets, and the needs of the population became an institutionalized priority.

In his final report to the XVI Congress — his last as leader of the republican organization and as
a member of the Communist Party — Dinmukhamed Akhmedovich stressed that the Party had,
throughout the previous decade, consistently worked to bring the republic to new heights
of economic and social development. Over the course of two Five-Year Plans, 650 new industrial
enterprises were constructed, and new sub-sectors were created: bearings, batteries, porcelain and
faience, refractories, plastics, chemical fibers, and rubber products (APRK. F. 708. Op. 95.
D. 1. L. 18; Kunaev, 2022: 237).

The Pavlodar—Ekibastuz territorial-industrial complex assumed even greater significance by the
mid-1980s. Concentrated here were an aluminum plant, chemical plant, tractor plant, oil refinery, a
major GRES, a ferroalloy plant, and coal mines with an annual output of tens of millions of tons.

The Mangyshlak oil and gas complex also expanded with the development of rich deposits on
the Buzachi Peninsula. Exploration began of promising hydrocarbon reserves in the
Caspian Depression. The first billions of cubic meters of gas were extracted from the giant
Karachaganak gas-condensate field (APRK. F. 708. Op. 127. D. 30. L. 9).

A new and growing branch of the republic’s industry was oil refining. In 1985,
the Chimkent Oil Refinery was commissioned, while the Pavlodar Refinery, built in 1978, increased
its depth of processing.

By the mid-1980s, engineering and metalworking reached new levels. Enterprises in this sector
mastered the production of more than 300 types of new machinery, equipment, tools, and instruments
(Tulepbayev, Tulepbayeva, 2006: 111).

The constantly growing production capacities required large amounts of electricity, and the
republic not only met its own needs but also became a powerful center of the fuel and energy industry
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within the unified all-Union energy system. Major generating stations such as the Karaganda and
Alma-Ata thermal power plants (GRES), the Ermak (Aksu) and Jambyl GRES, and the
Kapchagai Hydroelectric Plant were in operation. In just the first half of the 1980s, more than 3
million kWh of new capacities were commissioned at these and other power stations.
The development of power grids and the further growth of electricity generation were based on the
relatively inexpensive coal of the Ekibastuz basin. In 1986, the republic’s energy sector
produced 97.9 billion kWh of electricity, which was 1.6 times more than in 1980 (Tulepbayev,
Tulepbayeva, 2006: 114).

In one of his last “programmatic” speeches, delivered at the ceremonial meeting on the occasion
of the 30th anniversary of the Virgin Lands Campaign, D.A. Kunaev essentially summed up the
results of his activity, emphasizing the following achievements:

“Kazakhstan has become one of the country’s major fuel and energy bases, a land of large-scale
chemical production, developed machine building and metalworking, and mass consumer goods
manufacturing. Entirely transformed were industries such as ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy, coal
mining, petrochemistry, and others. <...>

Within the framework of the unified national economic complex of the country,
inter-republican economic ties have become increasingly diverse and richer.” (APRK. F. 708.
Op. 127.D. 13. L. 14)

Conclusion. It was precisely D.A. Kunaev to whom Kazakhstan owes its modern, multi-tiered,
and multi-component industrial structure. As a politician and statesman of all-Union stature, while
remaining the long-standing leader of his native Kazakhstan, he did everything within his power
under the given circumstances to ensure the republic’s socio-economic development. A central
component of this development was industrial growth, aimed at the most effective use of the
republic’s vast natural resources for the benefit of the entire national economic complex of the Soviet
Union, while at the same time not neglecting the vital interests and everyday needs of the people of
Kazakhstan.

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Abstract. This article examines two major enlightenment movements — Jadidism in Central Asia and
the Meirokusha society in Japan, focusing on their historical background, objectives, and methods of
influencing society. The research aims to identify the similarities and differences between these
movements, as well as their impact on national identity and educational reforms. Both movements
sought to modernize society through education; however, their approaches were shaped by different
cultural and political contexts. The article analyzes the influence of Jadidism and Meirokusha on
social processes, their role in shaping national consciousness, and their contribution
to the development of enlightenment ideas. The methodological basis of the study includes a
comparative-historical analysis. The study's findings indicate that despite differences in geographical
location and cultural traditions, both movements shared common goals — the dissemination of
scientific knowledge, educational reform, and societal adaptation to contemporary challenges.
However, while Jadidism was closely tied to Islamic traditions and emphasized the preservation of
religious and cultural heritage, Meirokusha focused on Western concepts and the democratization of
knowledge. A key factor that distinguished their development was their attitude towards colonialism:
Jadidism fought for national independence, whereas Japanese reformers sought a harmonious blend
of Western and traditional values. The practical significance of the study lies in its potential
application for developing educational programs that consider cultural and historical regional
specifics, as well as in analyzing the role of the intelligentsia in shaping national consciousness. The
findings may also be useful for studying modernization processes in Eastern countries and their
interaction with Western civilization.

The chronology of the rehabilitation of literary heritage of the Alash
galaxy is traced. The historical importance to rehabilitate national eliteis noted. It is important to
consider bright reformers of liberationsuch as A. Bukeihan, A. Baitursunuly, Sh. Kosshygul,
M. Dulatuly, H. Dosmukhameduly, G. Karash, M. Zhumabay, Zh. Aymautuly. The Kazakh
intelligentsia, who entered the political and spiritual arena rallied the people to realize sacred ideas of
Alash. The literary heritage of the Alash movement is relevant to this day, contributing to the
formation of political culture of Kazakhstani society. It is concluded that multifaceted philological
heritage of Alash was the result of a historical breakthrough in the pursuit of updating literary genres.
The return of the literary and scientific heritage of the innocently convicted reformers of literary
criticism will make it possible to assess development of national literature in terms of historical
continuity. These foundations contributed to the development of Kazakh literature.

Introduction. Understanding the issues of Kazakhstan’s history in the early 20th century
remains one of the most pressing and, in many cases, controversial topics in modern historical
scholarship. The beginning of the last century occupies a special place in the history of the Kazakhs.

One of the most notable positive outcomes of the 1905-1907 revolution in Russia was the
emergence and development of a new political tradition — Russian parliamentarism. The revolutionary
upheavals of that period compelled Emperor Nicholas II to sign, on October 17, 1905, the Manifesto
on the Improvement of State Order, which essentially marked the decline of the absolute monarchy
and the transition to a constitutional monarchy. This manifesto, in turn, stimulated the growth of
ethnic consciousness among the peoples of the empire and contributed to the emergence of national,
social, and political associations. In the early 20th century, this led to the formation in the State
Duma — a newly emerged political arena and an institution that played a significant role in the
socio-political life of the Russian Empire — of structures organized on ethno-territorial or
ethno-confessional grounds. One such structure was the Muslim Faction, which included deputies
from the Steppe Region and Turkestan.

The role and activities of the Muslim Faction in the State Duma, as well as in the socio-political
life of the Muslim peoples within the empire, were particularly significant. Therefore, studying the
history of the Muslim Faction — which included Sh. Kosshygul and T. Nurekenov, who defended the
interests of the Steppe Region — and its activities in the First and Second Dumas is of great scholarly
interest.

During the work of the First and Second Dumas, the Steppe Region and Turkestan also faced
the challenge of regulating interethnic relations and socio-political instability. These issues
manifested themselves in land ownership and land use, in organizing governance and self-government
both at the central and local levels, as well as in the fields of education, culture, and religion. The
Muslim Faction, which sought to address such issues and played an important role in the First and
Second Dumas, is a subject of research that holds not only theoretical and scholarly significance but
also cognitive and applied political relevance.

Research Methods. The methodological basis of the article is formed by the general scientific
principles of cognition, which make it possible to study the development of historical phenomena,
including the principle of historicism. In the course of researching the topic, chronological and
historical-comparative methods were applied. The chronological method made it possible to examine
the dynamics of the Muslim Faction’s activities in the First and Second State Dumas, while the
historical-comparative method allowed for the study of commonalities and distinctive features of
historical phenomena in the Steppe Region.

Discussion. The elections to the First State Duma in the Steppe Region were held under difficult
circumstances. The Steppe Region was included in the list of localities under martial law, which
provided the administration with significant opportunities for arbitrariness. For example, according
to a decree issued on January 24, 1906, by the military governor of Akmola Region, assemblies,
demonstrations, and other mass events were prohibited.

During the Duma elections, the progressive Kazakh democratic intelligentsia intensified their
activities, calling for the use of the Duma as a means to protect the rights of nomads. Despite the
discrimination against the local population of the Steppe Region, this phenomenon marked the
beginning of the formation of parliamentarism in Russia and its peripheries.
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The election campaign for the First Duma in the Kazakh Steppe began at the end of April 1906.
At that time, the State Duma had already commenced its work, while in the volosts of Semipalatinsk
Region, officials had only managed to verify voter lists (Bukturgutova, 2007: 40). The pre-election
struggle took place in Omsk, Akmola, Semipalatinsk, Petropavlovsk, and Ust-Kamenogorsk, where
the Social Democrats showed considerable activity. They regarded the tactic of boycotting the Duma
as a mistake and urged local Social Democrats to participate in the campaign. Alongside the Social
Democrats, supporters of the Constitutional Democrats (Cadets) were also active in Omsk,
Semipalatinsk, and Ust-Kamenogorsk.

In general, despite some revival in public life, pre-election agitation was not widely carried out,
either in rural areas or in the towns of the Steppe Region. A significant portion of the urban population
ignored the elections, which was largely due to the punitive policies of the local administration.

In June 1906, elections to the First State Duma were held among the peoples of the Steppe
Region. As a result of the meeting of voters from Akmola Region held in Kokshetau, Sh. Kosshygul,
a mullah from Kokshetau, was elected as a representative of the Kazakh people in the Duma. From
the Russian population of Semipalatinsk Region, physician and Social Democrat V.I. Ishchersky was
elected.

In total, during the pre-revolutionary period, 79 Muslim deputies were elected to the Duma:
25 to the First Duma, 37 to the Second Duma, and 7 to the Third Duma (Usmanova, 2005:
146-179). Among them, four deputies from the Steppe Region and Turkestan were elected to the First
Duma: A. Birimzhanov, A. Kalmenov, Sh. Kosshygul, and A. Bukeikhanov. To the Second Duma, ten
deputies were elected: T. Abdukhalilov, T. Allabergenov, M. Nurbardyhanov, M.T. Tynyshpaev,
S.A. Mukhamedzhanov, A. Kariev, Sh. Kosshygul, T. Nurekenov, S.B. Karataev, and
A K. Beremzhanov (Yamaeva, 1998: 276-314).

Overall, in the course of two months, the First Duma did not manage to adopt a single bill. Its
main activities consisted of criticizing the policies of the government and its individual members,
electing commissions, preparing responses to the tsarist government, and, above all, focusing on
issues closely related to the agrarian sector.

As early as May, information began to circulate among the Duma deputies that “if tensions
around the agrarian question escalate, the government will dissolve the Duma.” The tsarist authorities
took advantage of this situation and, under the pretext that “deputies elected by the people are engaged
in matters beyond their competence instead of legislative work,” dissolved the First Duma. Due to its
premature dissolution, the formation process of the Muslim Faction was left incomplete, and it was
not officially registered.

Despite the fact that the First Duma functioned for only a short period — from April to July
1906 — its activities became an important factor in the political development of the Russian Empire
and influenced many areas of public life. The Duma included prominent representatives of various
political parties and peoples, who demonstrated their skills in creating factions, drafting the chamber’s
regulations, sending parliamentary inquiries to the government, and other important work. They paid
considerable attention to education, the development of cultural and national autonomy, and the
protection of national minorities. Although the First Duma’s work was short-lived, the idea of
parliamentarism received support from the intelligentsia.

At the same time, despite its dissolution, public unrest in the Kazakh Steppe did not cease,
which was linked to the beginning of preparations for the elections to the Second Duma.

In January—February 1907, elections to the Second State Duma were held in the Steppe Region.
On the eve of the elections, the situation in the country had changed due to the decline of the
revolution. As a result, the pre-election campaign involved not only the Social Democrats but also
the Socialist Revolutionaries (SRs). Despite repressive measures by the authorities, and compared to
the elections to the First Duma, the Social Democrats showed greater activity in both legal and illegal
forms of agitation. For example, in Akmola Region, they not only distributed leaflets but also
conducted pre-election campaigning to promote their tactics regarding the Duma.

Overall, as a result of the elections in the Steppe Region, the following were elected to the
Second Duma: from Akmola Region — Sh. Kosshygul; from Semipalatinsk Region — T. Nurekenov;
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from the Russian population of Semipalatinsk Region — N.Ya. Konshin; from the Siberian Cossack
Host — L.P. Laptev; and from the Russian population of Akmola Region — the Social Democrat
A K. Vinogradov (Bukturgutova, 2007: 41).

Thus, we can see that the Second State Duma also included deputies who had been elected to
the First Duma and who enjoyed authority among the people for supporting the reorganization of the
socio-political system of tsarist Russia.

As noted above, the Muslim Faction in the Second Duma included Sh. Kosshygul and
T. Nurekenov. The faction’s aim was to defend the rights and interests of Russia’s peripheral Muslim
regions. The Muslim Faction’s deputies also took an active part in drafting the bill on the agrarian
question.

It should be noted that among the many issues discussed in the Russian parliament, the
following were of particular importance:

— religious legislation (implementation of the proclaimed “freedom of conscience,”
reorganization of religious administrative bodies);

— education (the right to instruction in the mother tongue);

— resettlement policy and the condition of the national peripheries;

— judicial reform (conduct of court proceedings in the mother tongue);

— the question of public holidays (recognition of Muslim holidays as non-working days)
(Usmanova, n.d.).

During the work of the commissions and in general debates, members of the Muslim Faction
showed noticeable activity on the above issues.

The deputies of the Muslim Faction were especially active in drafting the bill on the agrarian
question. At their request, the Agrarian Commission — created in the First Duma and consisting of
101 members, including 10 from the Steppe Region and Siberia — continued in the Second Duma to
devote much attention to agrarian matters (Usmanova, n.d.).

Basing themselves on the program of the Ittifaq al-Muslimin party, the Muslim deputies
proposed their own approach to solving the agrarian question. Their first proposal called for
transferring land to the ownership of individual provinces, followed by fair redistribution not only
among farmers but also among those engaged in nomadic livestock raising. At the same time, the
Muslim deputies demanded a complete halt to the influx of Russian settlers into the Steppe Region.
After submitting these documents to the Duma, the Muslim deputies addressed a parliamentary
inquiry to the highest authority regarding the illegal actions of the resettlement commission in Kazakh
lands.

Deputies elected on behalf of the Kazakh people were not given the opportunity to speak from
the rostrum of the Duma, so they resorted to other means to fulfill the wishes of their constituents.
For example, during the period of the Second Duma, deputies Sh. Kosshygul and T. Nurekenov visited
Prince Vasilchikov, the head of the Main Administration for Land Settlement and Agriculture, to share
their views on the situation of the Kazakh people and to draw the government’s attention to the need
to halt settlement in the Steppe provinces (Ozganbai, 1996: 85).

During the Second Duma’s term, under the influence of the deputies, a Government Council
was convened to address the issue of resettlement of Kazakhs. Deputies from the Steppe Region —
B.B. Karataev, A.K. Beremzhanov, T. Nurekenov, and Sh. Kosshygul — took part in its work.
However, despite the demands of Sh. Kosshygul and T. Nurekenov for an immediate halt to the
establishment of settlement plots in the Turgay, Akmola, and Semipalatinsk provinces, the convened
Government Council decided that it was impossible to meet these demands (Lysenko, 2017).

Muslim deputies also contributed to the Duma’s legislative initiatives. In the First Duma,
Muslims were still in the process of organizational consolidation and were limited by the
Constitutional Democrats (Cadets), who held 80% of the submitted initiatives (a total of 15, of which
12 belonged to the Cadets). Therefore, without proposing independent bills, Muslim deputies signed
onto Cadet bills. For example, 18 Muslim deputies, including Sh. Kosshygul, signed the Cadets’
“Draft Basic Provisions on the Abolition of Restrictions on Political and Civil Rights Based on
Religion and Nationality” (Usmanova, 1999: 67).
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In the Second Duma, various commissions were created to prepare draft laws. The Commission
on the Legal Status of the Individual, composed of 33 members, included A.V. Vinogradov, a Social
Democrat elected from the Russian population of Akmola Region. The Commission on Local Courts
included N.Ya. Konshin, elected from Semipalatinsk Region and possessing legal expertise
(Bukturgutova, 2007).

As we can see, the deputies from the Steppe Region nominated responsible and competent
individuals with legal knowledge who were capable of improving the lives of the people they
represented. However, due to the expulsion of the opposition from the State Duma, the work of the
commissions, which had begun to address reforms to the judicial system and legislation in Russia,
was left unfinished.

In both the First and Second State Dumas, regional deputies were unable, for objective reasons,
to resolve issues of organizing the judicial system and legal framework that were important for the
peoples of the Steppe Region. At the same time, in their petitions to the deputies, the Kazakh people
demanded amendments to the 1891 Steppe Statute. As is well known, after the introduction of the
Steppe Statute in 1891, the government, by limiting the role of popular courts and the customary
rights of the Kazakhs, strengthened the role of imperial law and the judicial system.

Having reviewed the activities of the First and Second State Dumas with the participation of
Steppe Region deputies, it becomes clear that not a single law aimed at alleviating the conditions of
the Steppe Region was adopted. Of course, this was not due to a lack of initiative on the part of the
deputies. The real reason was that the state administrative system was not prepared to accept a
parliamentary form of government.

On all major issues, contradictions between the Second Duma and the government took on an
acute nature. The criminal prosecution of Social Democratic faction deputies, accused of organizing
a military conspiracy, became the immediate reason for the dissolution of the Second Duma. Thus,
on June 3, 1907, the Second State Duma was dissolved.

After the dissolution of the Second Duma, the government actively moved to political measures,
primarily introducing amendments to the electoral law that restricted the rights of the population. The
number of representatives from the national borderlands was reduced, and the peoples of Kazakhstan
and Turkestan (with the exception of the Ural Cossack Host, which retained the right to propose one
deputy) were completely deprived of voting rights.

Undoubtedly, among the members of the Muslim Faction elected to the State Duma from the
Steppe Region, the role of Sh. Kosshygul and T. Nurekenov was especially significant.

Kosshygul Shaimerden (1869/1874—1932) was a public figure. He was born in the village of
Qogham, Yengbekshilder district, present-day Akmola Region. He studied under Nauran Hazret and
later at the Bukhara madrasa. In 1903, for distributing leaflets in Kokshetau Uezd calling for
resistance to Russian colonial policy, he was exiled to Siberia, returning in 1905 amid the upheaval
of the First Russian Revolution. In January 1906, he was a delegate to the All-Muslim Congress held
in St. Petersburg. At the congress, he supported the need to create a national political party for
Muslims and was included in the commission to draft the party’s program. In 19061907, he was
elected as a deputy to the First State Duma from Akmola Region.

He became a
member of the Central Committee of the “Union of Russian Muslims” formed at the congress. He
was also elected to the Second State Duma and joined the Muslim Faction (Inform.kz, n.d.).

T. Nurekenov, a compatriot of A. Bokeikhanov, was born in 1859 in a nomadic family and
completed a Kazakh primary school. Later, he served as volost (district) head in Seytenov Volost of
present-day Pavlodar Region. In addition, he engaged in livestock breeding and trade. Nurekenov
was one of five candidates who had the opportunity to replace A. Bokeikhanov, who had been
deprived of the right to run for the Second Duma due to his participation in the “Vyborg Appeal.” On
February 12, 1907, T. Nurekenov was accepted into the Second Duma, joined the Muslim Faction
and the Siberian Group, and participated in debates on assistance for the unemployed. Unfortunately,
after the dissolution of the Second Duma, his fate remained unknown (E-history.kz, n.d.).
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The results of elections to the First and Second State Dumas clearly demonstrated that the
peoples of the Steppe Region had an interest in democratic reforms. For this reason, despite the
restriction of voting rights, individuals who enjoyed public respect and supported the reorganization
of the socio-political structure—such as the Muslim Faction members Sh. Kosshygul and T.
Nurekenov—were elected to the Second Duma. They sought to fulfill the wishes of their constituents
and remained faithful to their duties and actions.

Although the First Russian Revolution of 1905-1907 ended in defeat, it had a
significant impact on the development of the self-awareness of traditional Kazakh society. Under the
influence of revolutionary events in Russia, outstanding figures of the Kazakh people emerged onto
the political stage.

The participation of the best representatives of the Kazakh people in the work of the State
Dumas of the Russian Empire played an important and decisive role in the history of the Steppe
Region. In particular, the finest sons of the Great Steppe took the floor in the State Duma to declare
their positions on crucial issues, first and foremost on the land question.

Overall, the effectiveness of the State Duma was rather low. This was due, of course, to the lack
of established traditions, the negative attitude of the supreme authorities towards the deputies, and
the skeptical perception by a large part of the population.

Nevertheless, it was an important stage of development and an essential element of the political
life of society. The participation of representatives of the Steppe Region in the work of the First and
Second State Dumas demonstrated the growth of civic activity among the local population.

The slogan, preserved in the historical
memory of the nation, went to the level of the nature of the concept that awakened the country, United
it, called for political struggle. He brought the consciousness of the Kazakh community to the national
level, which led a nomadic lifestyle, lived in a tribal and tribal understanding. The path of Alash is a
spiritual heritage, a sacred force that serves the independence of modern Kazakhstan. It is a spiritual
value that strengthens the country, leads young people to creativity, initiates solidarity, multiplies
morality in the people, encourages respect for sacred concepts such as native land, native language,
customs and traditions, the way of ancestors, inspires patriotic feelings called my state-pride, fosters
such noble qualities as charity, brotherhood, friendship. The article analyzes the historical origins of
the Alash national liberation movement before the Kazakh revolution of 1917, its renaissance
character, and its impact on the awakening of the Kazakh nation. The tendency of the Kazakh people
to concentrate on the Alash archetype, the desire for statehood is considered.

Introduction. There are a number of opinions about the historical and etymological meaning
of the word Alash. Among them, we consider the version associated with The Legend of Sultan Ahmet
Khan (1465/66-1503/04), the ruler of Mogulistan, who became alasha Khan. We read the opinion
about where the concept of Alash originates in the work of the founder of Kazakh written literature,
poet, thinker Abay Kunanbayuly (1845-1904) «a little word about where the Kazakh bottom came
from»: «...Akhmet Khan killed many Kalmyks,killed many. The Kalmyk, according to His Grace,
said: «this one was a Alash», instead of saying that he was a recipient of Souls. Therefore, he became
alasha Khan. This is how it is written in «Babur Namay. Then the Khan put this horse because of the
fear of Kalmyk, and now he ordered you to put the motto «Alash-Alash» in the time you rode, and
when you shouted at them, he said «Alash-Alash» with the cries of many souls. Therefore, when
«Alash-Alash», when Alash Khan, what we did not do to Kalmyk, that is why Alash Chantan became
Kazakh» (Abay, 1995: 224).

The word Alash is not widely used in the artistic works of Abay Kunanbayev, who lived in the
second half of the XIX century. In the poems of the poet, such words as Kazakh, zhurtym, Elim were
used a lot. This example shows us that until the beginning of the twentieth century, when the National
Liberation Movement Alash was born, the word Alash was not an asset in the public lexicon. The
leaders of the Alash movement were imbued with Abay's heritage. There is reason to believe that in
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the cognitive work of the poet «a little word about where the Kazakh bottom came from» he used the
legend that the concept of Alash was a slogan for the name of the future party and movement.

Materials and methods. Materials from the collection of the historical archive of the Omsk
region of the Russian Federation, the library of the Omsk Museum of local lore of the Russian
Federation, the Omsk State Regional Scientific Library named after A.S. Pushkin of the Russian
Federation, the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the National Academic Library
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the National Library of the Republic of Kazakhstan were used to write
the article.

The methodological basis of the study was the principles of dialectical logic, objectivity,
historicity, and systematic approaches. Specific historical conditions that took place in Kazakh
society, their certain causal relationships were considered. Critical analysis of archival and library
materials, chronological, historical-systemic, as well as comparative historical analysis were
identified as a feature of social ethno-cultural models. The author's materials from the periodical of
the early twentieth century were taken as a basis.

Discussion. The historical, linguistic and literary meaning of the concept of Alash is analyzed
by the Kazakh researcher A. Sharip in his scientific monograph (Sharip, 2013: 123-130). The Book
Of Ulugbek («Tarikh Ulys arbiya, Nasab namen kazak»), Kadyrgali Zhalayyr («Jamiat-tauarih»),
Shokan Ualikhanov, Kurbangali Khalid («Tawarih Hamsa»), Shakarim Kudaiberdiuly («Turik,
Kyrgyz-Kazakh ham khandar shezhiresi»), Alikhan Bukeikhan («Kazakh» newspaper, 1913, Ne 12),
Khalel Dosmukhameduly («Alash» ne soz?». «Kazakh» newspaper, 1913, Ne 25), etc. in the works
of Alash pen figures, as well as scientists of this day, the concept of Alash is revealed. The word
«Alash» was given to the name of the party in the National Liberation Movement Alash, the secret of
becoming a slogan, its reflection in fiction was studied.

The key to revealing the mental and symbolic meaning of the concept of Alash is found in the
work of the Alash figure firewood Alzhanuly (1872-1918). In 1897, the figure published several
legends about alasha Khan in the newspaper of the Steppe Walayat. The heritage, which has a
philological and historical and ethnographic character, «Alasha Khan and his son Jochi Khany, was
published in the issues of the newspaper No. 13, 14, 18 of 1897 (Alzhanuly, 2004: 395-400). The
work, based on the legend, began as follows: «according to the genealogy and the country, the first
Kazakh Khan was Alasha Khan. It is a ritual that all the Turkic people call after their heroes or Khans.
For this reason, Kazakhs called themselves «Alashy, or «people of Alash» (Dala ualayat newspaper,
1990: 118). Having studied why the Kazakh calls himself Alash, where is the ultimate meaning of
this concept, the educator gave an example of the popular proverb among the Kazakhs «Alash Alash,
alasha Khany.

Educator-teacher, collector of National Antiquities, statistician, translator, one of the first
professional journalists of Kazakh origin, member of the government of Alashorda and organizer of
the Alash creation Otynshinshi Alzhanuly was born on August 12, 1873 in the sixth village of Naryn
volost (now Tarbagatai District of East Kazakhstan region), in the Zaisan District of the former
Semipalatinsk region. In 1882, he entered the Russian-Kazakh primary school for boys in Zaisan,
from which he graduated with honors in 1887 (TGA RK. F.491. Op.1. D.13). Then the young Talap
graduated from the District School (1890), The Teachers ' Seminary (1894) in Omsk, the center of
the Akmola region and the Steppe region (IAOO. F.115 Op.49 D.74). He was a teacher at the
Russian-Kazakh school in Omsk, since 1895 he worked as a linguist in the Akmola regional court.
He helped the Kazakhs, who came in search of help, and defended their interests before
the Russian uluses.

In the Year of publication of O. Alashanuly's work «Alasha Khan and his son Jochi Khany, the
first census of the population was carried out in the Russian Empire. The figure took part in the census
and went on a campaign in the Atbasar region of Akmola region. During the visit, he collected and
published legends about Alasha Khan and Jochi Khan from Atbasar, Ulytau regions. In his work, the
educator calls the peoples who unite within the Turkic community «our Alash child» and wear the
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Alash motto. Among them first points to the Nogai peoples of Siberia. In this regard, we know that
Nogai — the Turkic peoples of Siberia. The article used the word Nogai in the meaning of the Turkic
word. It is known that at the end of the XIX century, at the beginning of the XX century,
Kazakhs also called Tatar Nogai. The reason for all this was that Once Upon a time Nogai was a
named Ulus, separated from the Golden Horde, the Nogai Khanate lived a separate life, and the title
spread far away. It should be noted that the article was not written when the word Nogai was not
included in a wide range of Turkic peoples, as it is today, only one people with a small number. And
among the Siberian Turks, among the peoples with the same Kazakh roots, we can first mention the
peoples of today's Altai, Khakas, Tuva, Shor. «Judging by these words, one might think that one day
the Nogai people and the Kazakh people were one Khan. At the time of trouble, the Kazakh and
Nogai say to each other: are we not citizens of Alash!» (O.Alzhanuly, 2004: 118). According
to the study of O.Alzhanuly, the roots of the word «Kazakh» and «Nogai» in the era of one Khan are
drawn to ancient history.

There is a deep meaning in the words of O. Alzhanuly, referring to the free time of the Turkic
peoples, who did not fall under the colonial yoke, and the Dauren, who created a Khanate in his own
right. The figure, referring to the era of Genghis Khan, the Ulus of Jochi, said that all the
Alash-chanted Turks were one country in the Golden Horde state, and also did not hide his longing
for the past. In his expert analysis, which sought to study the roots of the word Alash, the surname of
alasha Khan, the writer set several goals. First, they tried to explain the content of some Kazakh
words, to determine the meaning they expressed in ancient times. Seeking to reveal the etymology of
the word. For example, he analyzed what the word Alash means, where its origin comes from.
Secondly, a number of legends about Alasha Khan and Jochi Khan were brought together and
conducted an cognitive study on the question of whether people were in history. In addition, he gave
information about the ancient history of the Kazakh people. Thirdly, the article cites the names of
Kazakh lands and waters, focusing on the reason why they are called so. He noted that the ancient
owner of the country and land is the Kazakh people, whose name is mentioned in the legend.

In comparison with the three legends about alasha Khan published by O.Alzhanuly, it can be
seen that they have similar sides. In all three legends, alasha Khan is the son of Bukhar Khan. In
different ways, alasha Khan is elected Khan of the Kazakh people. In one case, the father allowed
him to go, and in the other, he expelled his son from the country of Bukhar. In the third legend, Alasha
Khan is appointed by himself to the Kazakh people. The only son of alasha Khan, Jochi Khan, died
while hunting. It is delivered by the Ketbuk poet dombra to alasha Khan. The Legend of Jochi Khan,
widely known on this day, says that the Khan was killed by an ass kick. And in the version
of O. Alzhanuly, Jochi Khan, when a crowd pulls a bow to the kulan, the kulans do not run away, but
crush it and bite it to death. Only one glass leaves.

The second version of the legend tells about the giant slave of Alasha Khan named Dombaul.
He saddles two horses, Kabankulak, Aunkey, and goes to Betpakdala, hoping to kill all the kulan. He
kills all of the asses who flee towards the noise, leaving only five. The place where five kulans crossed
the Chu river is called "Five kulans" on this day. «I don't know», he said. He calls the Bee a «boar».
About five kilometers from the same mountain, the horse Aunkey dies. The people call this place
«Aunkey».

The work of O. Alzhanuly, who left a valuable source of knowledge about deep historical
figures, and at the same time relied on Legends and sought to reveal the secrets of toponymic names,
does not lose its significance for today's reader. It is especially valuable for us: it provides information
about the etymological secret of the word Alash, gives information about the ancient Kazakh name
Alash, once the Turkic peoples of Siberia United, were part of a single Khanate. At the end of the
XIX century, in the official publication of the Governor — General of the Steppe — «newspaper of the
Steppe ualayat», we know that the article of the Otyrar Alzhanuly about the concept of Alash and
alasha Khan is of a research nature.

And one of the prominent figures of the Alash movement, Zh. Akbayuly, wrote in his report «on
the origin of the Kazakh people»: «....Akhmet Khan of the Chagatai Ulus in Tashkent, a ruler known
as «Alashy for his severity, made a bloodthirsty resistance against the Kalmyks, whose motto was not
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to take any prisoners, but to support his opponent on the battlefield. Therefore, if the Kalmyks lost
the battle, they ran away, shouting «Alashy, so as not to be captured. It is from this time that the motto
«Kazakh» changed to «Alash» (Kul-Muhammad, 1995: 161-185),- emphasizes the subsequent
transformation of the cherished concept.

In the late XIX — early XX centuries, steppe Kazakhs sought to the cities of the Russian Empire
in search of Education. Among them were many Kazakh students who gathered in Omsk.
A. Bokeikhan, A. Turlybayuly, A. Baitursynuly, M. Dulatuly, E. Itbayuly, Zh. Akbayuly, M. Aytenuly,
R. Duysenbayuly, K. Togysuly, R. Marsekuly, M. Zhumabayuly, Zh. Saduakasuly, S. Seifollayuly,
N. Nurmakuly, A. Dosuly, after that, many public and cultural figures whose names are recognized
in the thick Kazakhs can be named.

At the time of the publication of O. Alashanuly's work «alasha Khan and his son Jochi Khany,
the Aryans, led by the leader of the Alash national liberation movement Alikhan Bukeikhan, were
concentrated in Omsk. Although the official origin of the Alash movement is considered to be the
writing of the karkaraly competence in 1905, we can say that its ideological basis was laid in Omsk.
A. Bukeikhan, A. Turlybayuly, O. Alzhanovuly, Zh.Akpayuly were elected to the council
(government) of the nation in Alashorda in 1917, and E.Itbayuly, S.Zhanaydaruly were elected as
candidates for its members.

Early Kazakh readers thought about the ideological justification of the National Liberation
Movement Alash, that the word Alash would become a slogan for the national movement. There is
reason to believe that if in the same difficult historical period the party was given a different name,
and not Alash, the movement would not have acquired a nationwide character. Figures led
by A. Bukeikhan, H. Dosmukhameduly, Zh. Akpayuly, M. Tynyshbayuly, M. Dulatuly wrote Special
Research articles that reveal the meaning of the word Alash. Poets of such nationalities
as Sh. Kudaiberdiuly, N. Ormanbetuly, A. Baitursynuly, Zh. Aimauytuly, G. Karash, N. Nausabayuly,
A. Mametuly, S. Toraigyruly, M. Zhumabayuly wrote poems that glorify the spirit of the country,
remind of the feat of warrior ancestors, warm the hot blood in them, and often used the word Alash.

«The idea of Alash formed a common channel of poems, which embodied the country's noble
qualities of the Kazakhs, boundless love for the nation. Nurzhan Nausabayuly (1858-1919)
«Alashordaga», Gumar Karashuly (1875-1921) «Alashka», «Alashtyn azamattarynay,
Sultanmakhmut Toraigyruly (1893-1920) «Alash urany», Sabit Donentayuly (1893-1933) «Kauli»,
«Saryarka anamyzga», «Adaspaspyz», Beimbet Maylin (1894-1938) «Bul turdi kun bar eken
koretin», Akhmet Mametuly (1895-1938) «Alashka salem», Zhusupbek Aimauytuly (1889-1931)
«Asker Marseillaise», «Urany», Asset Naimanbayuly (1867-1923) «Alashkay, in addition In the poems
of the author «dicated to the thirteenth day of December», published under the pseudonym
«M.N.» in the issue No. 17 of the newspaper «Zhas Azamat» dated December 26, 1918, the ideas of
liberation and national unity were promoted, the political equality of the Kazakh people, spiritual
perfection, the child of Azamat er wedge were taken as the basis of the tasks performed in the
historical period. These literary works, which were happy and encouraged by the creation of the Alash
party, Alashorda, were based on Sublime pathos, on a nationalist ideay, and studies of young scientists
like S. Zhumatay (Zhumatay et al, 2024).

These works became the motto of that era, made a great contribution to raising the morale of
the people and increasing confidence in the future of the country. The word Alash is perceived as the
same as the word liberty, and the concept of Alash has become a temirkazyk star, which leads the
Kazakh people to unity, suffering in the cradle of citizenship. Kazakh readers widely popularized the
concept of Alash in the press, giving it political and ideological significance.

Results. The process of conducting comprehensive research to recognize the Alash truth is not
going to stop. First, we will get acquainted with the heritage written in the Alash period, and then we
will be guided by it. We attribute to this heritage the material of the Alash press, scientific and
educational work, epistolary writing, artistic work and rely on it as the most basic source material.
Secondly, we will consider a monograph, an article of domestic scientists who studied Alash, and get
acquainted with their views on the Alash period. Thirdly, we analyze the scientific work, subjective
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opinions of foreign scientists written on the topic and keep them in mind. Fourth, we study the
historical and cognitive memory of the Alash generation, manuscripts. Thus, after analyzing various
factual and archival material, we will try to understand the reality of the National Liberation
Movement of Alash. Another point to take into account is that we will analyze the data on the Alash
movement under tsarist Russia and the material under Soviet rule separately and look at them
critically.

We are looking for answers to the questions of how the Alash Lions understood, dreamed of,
imagined in scientific works, articles, works of art, whether their desires were fully realized.

For example, from the fiery poems of the famous Alash poet Magzhan Zhumabayuly, whose
creative heritage is an artistic embodiment of the idea of Alash as a whole in the first collection
«Sholpany, published in Kazan in 1912, we believe that we should still study the longing of the
Kazakh people, the good dreams that we expect from the next day, the beating heart, and look deeply
into the background of writing each poem. In the poem «Yesimde tek tan atsyn», published in the
newspaper «Kazakh» in 1915, the poet artistically depicts that the Kazakh people were once free, and
on this day they are humiliated, unable to achieve equality. In the poem, he repeats the word Alash
several times. The poet deliberately adds the word Alash, which he used as an equivalent of the
Kazakh concept. In this way, it seeks to convey to the reader the mental meaning behind this word,
which was like a symbol of freedom and freedom.

Kun altyn zhan-jagyna saule shashty,

Zharyk pen karangylyk aralasts.

Saulesi kyzyl altyn — salemi edi,

«Korgensh kosh, alash!» - he said (Zhumabayuly, 2005: 36).

The sun, rising above the Kazakh steppe, mixes darkness and light and greets Alash with its
red-gold light.

The poet uses the words Alash and Kazakh in a synonymous sense. We understand such high-
spirited works as the dream of a poet who wished to become a country, the best wishes of the people.

The first All-Kazakh party, which was held in the city of Orenburg from June 21 to 26, 1917,
was created in order to preserve the integrity of the Kazakh land of atakonys, which aroused national
consciousness. We perceive the historical role of the party, the selfless activity of the figures of the
turbulent period, hard work in the field of education, the press, culture, art, literature, science as the
immortal preservation of the spirit of Alash, the revival of the idea of Alash in a new content, the
dream and great mission to turn into a socio-political force and bring the Kazakh nation to
independence.

Alash leader Alikhan Bukeikhan: «if we are alive, we have a big wedding. Alash's son, if not
this time, will soon have his own separate state» (Alash kozgalysy, 2004: 356), — what historical and
social situation caused him to say? Press materials, telegrams, archival documents from the period of
Tsarist Russia prove that the Alash grayds longed to become an independent state, and the main goal
of the Alash movement was to achieve the country. On this day, we know that there is a discussion
among the researchers of the Alash topic about whether the Alash autonomy was declared or not. In
our opinion, when studying the history of the Alash movement, first of all, it is important to pay
attention to the desire of the Alash Aryans to become a separate country, to achieve statehood, what
they did on this path, what they thought about the future independent Kazakh country should be, and
to study the evolutionary path of the idea of Alash.

In the documents of Alash, the future Azat is associated with the principles of national values
and universal humanistic principles, such as the structural system of the Kazakh country, democratic
principles in the form of government, the order of internal and external communication, educational
and Religious Affairs, the system of organizing social life, such as the army, the court, taxes.

If we study the reason for the emergence of thoughts about becoming an independent country
in Kazakh society, we will see that since the death of Kenesary, the last Khan of the Kazakh people,
not a single good Ansar has been lost. The sacrifice of Khan Kene for independence, the fact that
National Liberation uprisings did not stop in every region of the Kazakh steppe until the end of the
XIX century, all of which are depicted in folk legends and historical songs, sagas in a sublime
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romantic style, testify to the desire of the Kazakh people to be a separate country, a state of their own
free will. At the end of the XIX-beginning of the XX centuries, a Kazakh boy who was late for
Civilization due to various political, economic, social and domestic conditions, striving to reach the
number of cultured people, was asked the question of preserving or not preserving Atameken in his
native land. Aktaban experienced the Times of shubyryn, fought for two centuries against colonialism,
and did not give his head to the reins of slavery. In such a difficult historical period, the eyes of the
creator were straight, and the National Liberation Movement Alash was born to preserve the Kazakh
child on earth.

The reason for the sacred struggle that the Alash grayds began for the well-being of the country
and the integrity of the land arose from the policy of bloody colonization of the Tsarist Russian
authorities. The educated elite of the Kazakh people was forced to wage a political struggle with the
colonial authorities. Alash figures, who understood that according to the law of struggle, it is
necessary to lose or win, knew that the path chosen was sacred, their deeds were positive, their
intentions were right, and they put their heads in the race. He believed that even if he became a victim
on this path, the bottom would bear fruit of this sacred struggle, it would not be wasted, the idea of
Alash would be revived and the Kazakh country would gain independence.

The official beginning of the Alash kogaly started with the writing of the karkaraly competence
in 1905. In the historical competence, it was established that the metropolis showed the character of
the Empire, changed the tactics of the struggle of the Kazakhs, not as in the XIX century. Not a single
karkaraly competence, but the beginning of writing petitions from everywhere, from different regions
of the Kazakh steppe, raising the rights and freedoms of citizens, demanding democratic principles
from the authorities, holding siezes in regional centers, the birth of the National Press, the selfless
work of the Kazakh newspaper, the increase in youth organizations that set cultural and political goals,
the educational and civic activity of national literature, the awakening of the general population-
showed that the National Liberation Alash movement has become a socio-political force, the Tsarist
authorities cannot control the Kazakh people as before. In the 19th century, the Kazakh people were
imprisoned, exiled, and tried to keep one from the other, when the government began to wake up,
crushing the spirit of liberation of the country. At the beginning of the century, Kazakh students,
concentrated in the Central Steppe City of Omsk, were deported to different regions, which for some
time slowed down the pace of the liberation struggle. For example, the leaders of Alash, who once
lived together in Omsk, A.Bukeikhan was exiled to Samara in 1909, O. Alzhanuly — to Lepsy uyezd,
A. Baitursynuly in 1910, M.Dulatuly in 1912 — to Orenburg, Zh. Akbayuly — to Zhetysu euz in 1908.
However, the revival of the spirit of Alash, the popular awakening of faith in the slogan of Alash, the
underground struggle of the leaders of the national movement, the desire of Kazakh youth to study
began to bear fruit.

No one brought the movement, which arose from the goal of self-preservation, to the Kazakhs
from the outside. The military-monarchical authorities of Tsarist Russia did not want the Kazakh
people to think of Virtue and flourish their steppes in a cultured way. After the nationalization of the
Kazakh steppe, he took up the planned resettlement of karachekpendis from inner Russia.

The resolution of the military governor of the Zhetysu region, which explained the policy of
the Tsarist administration about the Kazakh people, reads as follows: «...Russian Russians should
always be especially firm in their relations with the natives, remembering that the Russian name and
Russian interests should always prevail in everything. In the region, we should have Cossacks in the
foreground and peasants and burghers with them, and natives in the background, because although
they are all equal as members of one great family, there are older and younger brothers in the family.
Russian russians should take the simple view that we do not live in Asia, where the Russian element
is still weak and is just beginning to establish itself, but in the Russian region, where the old Asian
customs and mores are still temporarily surviving, the fate of which can be only one: either merge
with the general imperial citizenship or disappear. We should be interested in the natives only as the
material from which ordinary Russian peasants, albeit of Muslim faith, should be developed in the
near future. Therefore, they must be introduced into the spirit of the strictest respect for all Russian.
Those of them who decide not to obey this will undoubtedly experience a sad fate: they will either
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remain landless beggars and die, or Russia will part with them. All this must be kept in mind, but
without unnecessary conversations on this topic» (Alash kozgalysy, 2004: 98-99).

This resolution, which was seen by the Kazakh people of the second category, explains why the
National Liberation Movement Alash came to life. In 1911, a collection of poems by A. Baitursynov
«Masa» was published, which contained the resolution of the military governor of the semirechye
region. The poet Alash wanted to awaken the Kazakh people there and touched them like this:

«Kazagym, elim,

Kaykayyp belin,

Sonuga turtayanip.

Talaud malyn,

Kamauda zhanyn,

Ash, kozindi oyanip!» (Baitursynuly, 2013: 101).

The tyrannical policy of the Tsarist government in relation to the Kazakhs was written by Alash
bilimp K. Kemengeruly in his book " former oppressed nations: «the Russian government had the
following bloody policy about the Kazakhs: 1.sucking Kazakh wealth like a leech. 2.sweep the
Kazakhs out of the soup and drive the Kazakhs into the desert. 3. Aulnay, power, volost party, blowing
firewood, throwing oil, hand-whipping Kazakhs with each other, not cultivating a sense of national
citizenship. 4. baptism of the Kazakhs» (Kemengeruly, 2005: 85). The figure of Alash Kalam believed
that the essence of the Tsarist government's «locust-like encroachment» of aliens into the Kazakh
steppe was to involve monetary landlords in the colonial policy, bring Russian rich people who raised
livestock and planted crops to the Kazakh steppes. Since the landowner needed a worker, the
karachekkpendis were delivered to the Kazakh land in a planned manner. The Alash scholar revealed
that the colonial authorities had such a cunning goal behind the policy of resettling karashekpendis in
the Kazakh steppes.

Such a colonial policy prompted the Kazakhs to move away from their land, or, as the
government suggested, to give in to fifteen decibels to replace the profession of ancestors, animal
husbandry, land cultivation. The leaders of Alash, led by A.Bukeikhan, understood that the evil plan
of power, that is, the Kazakh will become poor, the poor Kazakh will be hired by the Russian rich,
and all this will leave the Kazakh land and lose their former Free character and free spirit, and showed
the people the right choice in a narrow age.

Kazagym, zherin kaida atameken,

Kazakh Kazakh bolgaly meken etken.

Kazirde barinizdi kuyp shygyp,

Ornyna kala salyp khokhol zhetken (Dulatuly, 1996: 33), — Mirzhakyp Dulatuly said: «Oyan,
Kazakh!» in his book, he openly wrote that the times have narrowed, and the son of Alash atakonys
is losing his best places. The poem, which raised the spirit of the Kazakh people, was waiting for the
figures who read it from within themselves, where the citizens who would take refuge in the country
in such difficult conditions.

The traditional Kazakh economy suffered greatly from the mixing of the two peoples as a result
of the policy of resettlement of the karachekpendis. The Kazakh country, which for centuries had a
nomadic life and was mainly engaged only in animal husbandry, in a short time was forced to adapt
to settlement and master new types of professions. It is known that if we understand this relationship
only as a connection between Kazakh and Russian, or as a conflict between karachekpendis and local
Kazakhs, we will not be able to get to the root of the problem. In fact, behind the colonial policy of
Tsarist Russia against the Kazakhs in the XIX century, we also see the struggle between two
civilizations, between a settled and a nomadic civilization.

Conclusion. In the period before the October Revolution, especially in 1917, in the press
materials, there was a lot of desire to become a people of the Kazakh people, to forget about Discord,
to unite. For example, articles in the newspaper «Kazakh» ended like this: «Keyingi urim-butak is
not algys, not kargys bere zhuretin aldymyzda zor sharttar bar! Osyny aghar, zhurtym kazak!»
(04.07.1917), «Zhurttyk kylandar, tiyndamandar!» (17.07.1917), «Zhastar, zhurtshyldar, oz beinmen
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iske kiris!» (17.07.1917), «Alashtyn ar-namysyn gibermeyin desek, zhurt, zhurtyk kyl» (31.07.1917),
«Alash tuyn koteretin, zhurttygymyzdy korsetetin, tengimizdi alatyn, uranymyzdy shakyratyn kun
tudy.Alash! Alash!» (19.10.1917).

Alash figures, who understood national liberation as a choice of fate, turned the idea of Alash
into a life ideal, put the interests of the nation above personal concerns, aroused the honor of the entire
Kazakh community in a difficult political and social situation, fixed the seed of the thought of freedom
in their minds and convinced them that they could become a country.

Comparing the nature of European Enlightenment and enlightenment on Kazakh soil, Alash
scientist M. Koigeldiev expresses the following opinion: «from a comparative point of view, for
example, European Enlightenment went freely through all stages of formation and development
without any external intervention. And its representatives were not victims of any repression. And the
Kazakh enlighteners, as a full-fledged holistic social process with all its signs, developed intensively
at the beginning of the twentieth century, but did not last long. It lasted only less than 20 years. And
almost all the persons who started it and determined their direction became victims of repression. And
no European nation has experienced such a tragedy» (Koigeldiev, 2019: 4).

The independence of our country has opened up a wide range of opportunities for taking stock
of our history and integrating our spiritual essence. The study of the nature of the historical milestone
defined on the path of formation as a creative nation requires the most deep scientific research.
Obviously, this is also directly related to the study of the Alash movement. In this regard, the
assessment of the national liberation movement is limited only from a political and social point of
view. It should be noted that the movement of the beginning of the twentieth century should be based
on the spiritual nature, cultural and philosophical aspect, defining its historical essence from the
height of today. We consider the movement as the largest spiritual and cultural phenomenon that took
place on the Kazakh land. The phenomenon had a great influence on the individual, on the community,
on the people as a whole. The Alash movement, which has a renaissance character, had a great impact
on the National qualitative development of the Kazakh people.

Abstract. Introduction. The history of repression in Soviet Kazakhstan contains "white spots",
especially when carefully considering the role of individuals of non-Kazakh nationality in joint
creative work with the Alash. Goals and objectives. To restore the specific biography of the Polish
composer, teacher, choirmaster, who worked in the Kazakh and Kyrgyz Republics to create a national
choir and opera theater, and also to identify the category of cultural figures of non—Kazakh ethnicity
who were included in the list of repeatedly arrested, convicted and victims of repression precisely
"for their connection" with Alash figures. Materials and methods. The sources for the study were
materials from the archives of Kazakhstan, Russia, as well as memoirs, periodical press, photographic
documents. The research methodology is based on the laws of dialectical logic and the principles of
the humanities and social sciences. Results. Unknown stages of Kotsyk's biography and work have
been reconstructed. Kazakh song and choral art were the object of professional analysis and synthesis
of the Polish composer. Conclusion. The younger generation of the Kazakhstan should appreciate the
civic feat of Kotsyk, who processed the melodies of nuggets, in particular from the northern regions.
He appreciated Alash figures, which was twice the reason for his arrest and exile in the camp.

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Abstract. Introduction. This article examines the spiritual practices of the Orthodox community in
Kyrgyzstan and their influence on the religious identity and daily life of believers. As a multi-ethnic
and multi-confessional state, Kyrgyzstan presents particular interest for studying interactions between
religious traditions. Despite its minority status, the Orthodox community remains a significant
element of the country's cultural and spiritual landscape, especially for the Russian-speaking
population. The study aims to analyze: 1) the role of spiritual practices in forming religious identity,
2) their adaptation to local conditions, and 3) their functions during social transformations. The
research objectives include: 1) providing a historical overview of Christianity in Kyrgyzstan,
2) identifying the community's key spiritual practices, 3) examining their impact on believers'
psycho-emotional well-being, and 4) assessing interfaith interactions. The research results are based
on qualitative methods (interviews, observations, and analysis of liturgical texts) and data from
pastoral consultations conducted between 2014 and 2024. The study reveals that spiritual practices
(prayer, fasting, catechesis) serve as identity preservation mechanisms within the Islamic majority
context. Key concerns among believers include: spiritual life (524 consultations), matters of faith
(300), family values (158), and interfaith relations (169). Notably, the adaptation of practices to local
contexts involves integrating Orthodox traditions with regional cultural norms. The conclusion
emphasizes that Kyrgyzstan's Orthodox community maintains stability through spiritual practices,
despite the challenges of globalization and its minority status. These practices fulfill not only religious
but also social functions: strengthening community bonds, facilitating interfaith dialogue, and
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ensuring psychological stability. Further research should focus on Orthodoxy's role in Central Asia's
socio-cultural space.

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Abstract. After the final victory of the Soviet power, namely in the twenties, the attempt to achieve
the liberation of a Unified Turkestan continued within the framework of the Soviet power from the
part of the intellectuals of the nation. The Soviet government, which came to power after the victory
in the October Revolution, declared that it would grant the Kazakh people the right
to self-government, equality of nations, political and socio-economic independence. The people of
the region began to look at this situation from the point of view of their freedom and create autonomy.
While, the question of national-state structure was increasingly discussed, and the Bolshevik Party
proclaimed the equality and sovereignty of the peoples who inhabited Russia, as well as their right to
create an independent state and secede from Russia, as the main principles of national policy.
However, this action had a declarative character to the creation of Soviet national republics.
A convincing proof of this was that the participants of the Alash, who came up with the idea of
national statehood, rejected the October Revolution and the creation of the Kazakh statehood on the
Soviet basis, were subjected to resistance from the Soviet government. At the same time, in such a
political environment, the struggle of leading figures continued in the name of national interests.
Serving the Soviet government, they sought to turn it into the power of the local people. The struggle
against the idea of national statehood started in the early twentieth century by A. Bukeikhanov,
M. Shokai, and A. Baitursynov yielded results. Since the establishment of Soviet power, the struggle
of T. Ryskulov, I. Mustanbayev, S. Saduakasov, S. Kozhanov, Zh. Mynbayev is considered as an
activity aimed at ensuring the integrity of the Kazakh land.

Introduction. The establishment of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the rank of a National
secular and legal state recognized by the international community was the result of the national
liberation struggle of the Kazakh people against colonialism and the totalitarian system for centuries,
the struggle aimed at national statehood. In connection with the independence of Kazakhstan, it
became possible to rethink and study historical events in the direction of new historical knowledge
and on the basis of new data. Self-knowledge of the people in the national history is carried out in the
course of studying complex state processes. As you know, this happens through the activities of the
national intellectuals, which explores and illuminates the historical reality. Representatives of the
advanced intellectuals have always been leaders in saving the Kazakh people from colonial
oppression, in the struggle for the national liberation movement, in the struggle for independence.
One of the main goals set by the Kazakh intellectuals was the issue of statehood.

Were there methods of struggle for statehood in the activities of the nation's public intellectuals,
or were there methods of a different approach used by political groups in the struggle for patriotism,
the national liberation movement? Finding answers to such questions is necessary for a full
understanding and comprehension of the tasks facing us at the present stage, in the historical period
in which we live. Such intellectuals of the nation as T. Ryskulov, S. Kozhanov, S. Saduakasov, and
S. Korzhanov considered the ways of implementing the National State Idea, which ensures the
civilizational development of the nation in the system of Bolshevism. Mendeshev, Zh. Mynbayev.

The main part. After the final victory of the Soviet power, namely in the twenties, the attempt
to achieve the liberation of a Single Turkestan continued within the framework of the Soviet power.

The Soviet government, which came to power after the victory in the October Revolution,
declared that it would grant the Kazakh people the right to self-government, equality of nations,
political and socio-economic independence. The people of the region began to look at this situation
from the point of view of their freedom and create autonomy. While, the question of national-state
structure was increasingly discussed, and the Bolshevik Party proclaimed the equality and sovereignty
of the peoples who inhabited Russia, as well as their right to create an independent state and secede
from Russia, as the main principles of national policy. However, this action had a declarative
character to the creation of Soviet national republics.

A convincing proof of this was that the participants of the Alash, who came up with the idea of
national statehood, rejected the October Revolution and the creation of the Kazakh statehood on the
Soviet basis, were subjected to resistance from the Soviet government. At the same time, in such a
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political environment, the struggle of leading figures continued in the name of national interests.
Serving the Soviet government, they sought to turn it into the power of the local people.

On the eve of the October Revolution, most of the Kazakh-Kyrgyz peoples who inhabited the
Syrdarya, Zhetysu, Ferghana, Samarkand and Transcaspian regions were part of the Turkestan
Region. The newly formed government-the Turkestan Council of People's Commissars - did not take
into account the interests of local peoples, did not try to solve the problem of statehood, which had
worsened in the country. In connection with this issue, G. Safarov made a report “The Colonial
Revolution. (The experience of Turkestan): Already in the first days of the revolution, the Soviet
power in Turkestan was established as the power of the Russian workers. The view that the only
bearer of the dictatorship of the proletariat in Turkestan can only be Russian, there is still a national
inequality between Europeans and Muslims” (Safarov, 1996).

Speaking at the extraordinary VIIIth Congress of Soviets of the Turkestan Republic, held in
March 1919 on the national question, Extraordinary Commissioner P. A. Kobozev said: “... in the
context of autonomy, 95 percent of the population here are Muslims, but the majority in the authorities
are Russians”, as well as in the summer of 1919, the plenipotentiary representative of the CEC of the
RSFSR U. Shakirov in a letter to the Deputy People's Commissar of the RSFSR for Nationalities S.
S. Pestkovsky pointed out: “the current government of Turkestan, as a result of its criminal actions
against the Crimeans, subjected them to complete poverty and brought them to 60% death, which had
not been heard of before” (PA RK. F. 140. Op. 1. D. 9. L. 30).

Therefore, depending on the political situation on the ground, it was necessary to create a
political and state structure that protects the national interests of the peoples, there was a fair action
on the part of the national elite.

In the 20-30s of the twentieth century, one of the political figures was T. Ryskulov, who became
a person of the highest level in the history of the peoples of Kazakhstan and Central Asia. In the
twenties, he fought for the political independence of the Turkic peoples. The activity of T. Ryskulov
in the Turkestan Republic is mainly a period of the embodiment of the Turkic idea and the struggle
for its implementation.

“According to the decision adopted by the First Congress of Communist organizations of the
Peoples of the East and approved by the VIIIth Congress of the RCP (b), the second Conference of
the RCP, held in Tashkent from March 14 to 31, 1919, decided to establish a Muslim bureau under
the Central Committee of the RCP, T. Ryskulov was elected Chairman" (Nurpeisov, 1995).

The Muslim Bureau was the active supreme governing body of the Muslim organizations of the
RCP (b) in the Turkestan Region. During this period, local organizations of the Musbureau were
esteablished in all regions, counties and cities of the Turkestan Republic. Along with organizing the
activities of the Musbureau, T. Ryskulov was engaged in solving socio-political, socio-economic,
cultural and everyday problems of the Turkestan Republic.

In the spring of 1919, in the Ferghana region of the Turkestan Republic, the solution of the
national question became more complicated. This was facilitated by the fact that the Soviet
government in the winter of 1918 defeated the "Kokand Autonomy" with its armed forces and those
who supported it were subjected to mass brutal destruction (Izvestija TurkCIKa, 1920). After this
situation, the local population, dissatisfied with the criminal actions of the new government, began to
unite in the Basmach movement, which began to develop in the country. Over time, the number of
participants in the movement grew, it turned into an armed army, and the movement acquired a
nationwide, national liberation character.

T. Ryskulov deeply understood the essence of the Basmach movement in Ferghana. He
organized a meeting at which the political and social status of the Ferghana region was discussed.
T. Ryskulov visited many cities and settlements of the region, where he told the local population
about the activities of the Musbureau. At the insistence of the Musbureau, on April 29, 1919, the
Turkatcom appointed a new commission related to the Ferghana region and approved its composition.
The commission consisted of the Chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the Turkestan
Republic K. S. Sorokin, the chairman of the Musbureau T. Ryskulov, chairman of the Turkatkom of
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the People's Commissariat for Ethnic Affairs and several representatives of the regional party
committee (PA RK. F. 140. Op. 1. D. 9. L. 30).

Based on the actions of the Ferghana Commission, the city-county executive committees were
abolished, and revkoms were organized instead. Muslim organizations have appeared in the Ferghana
region.

T. Ryskulov, persistently defending the issues of freedom of the nation, self-flagellation,
conducted propaganda work among the local Muslim peoples. He was also busy attracting their
representatives to political activities, to the management of the country in the new conditions. The
section in which the Musbureau united the Muslim members of the Turkestan Communist Party, by
the end of 1919, began to gradually turn into a state structure. In the construction of the state, the
proportion of representatives of the nation has increased.

On October 8, 1919, the central authorities, fearing the political authority of T. Ryskulov and
the Musbureau headed by him, created a commission on Turkestan affairs in Turkestan to implement
the great Russian chauvinist policy. It consisted of Sh.Z. Eliava, M.V. Frunze, V.V. Kuibyshev,
F.M. Goloshchekin and Ya.E. Rudzutak (Izvestija TurkCIKa, 1920).

The main task of the Turkestan commission was to establish the principles of communism in
Turkestan, which, regardless of the peculiarities of the living conditions of the indigenous peoples,
tried to forcibly impose on the Turkestan people the communist measures carried out in Central
Russia. In the question of the nation, there was no confidence in the self-determination of the
representatives of the local nationality.

Under these conditions, the Musbureau headed by T. Ryskulov, in order to exercise the
sovereignty of the local peoples of the Turkestan Republic, due to the fact that the majority of the
population are Turkic-speaking peoples, established itself in the creation of the national state
"Republic of the Turkic Peoples". At this time, T. Ryskulov considered the "Turkic idea" and fought
for its concrete implementation.

On January 17, 1920, at a joint meeting of the members of the regional committee of the party,
the Muslim Bureau and the Committee of Foreign Communists and the Turkcomission, a demand
was put forward that the upcoming V Conference of the Communist Party and the conference of the
Musbureau should resolve two main issues about the fate of the national sections of the Turkestan
Autonomy and the Communist Party (Koigeldiev, 1997).

The proposal of T. Ryskulov was adopted by a majority of votes at the V Conference of the
TCP and the III extraordinary conference of the Musbureau, which was held in Tashkent from January
20 to 26, 1920. The Turkestan Republic was renamed the "Turkic Soviet Republic", and political
power was concentrated in the hands of the Communist Party, the only political party in the republic,
but after the party was renamed the"Communist Party of the Turkic Peoples". But, although the idea
of T. Ryskulov on the national question was supported by the delegates of the conference, he met
with opposition from the Turkic Commission of the Central Committee of the RCP (b). At the meeting
of the Turkic Commission, which was held on February 23, 1920 in full, the decisions of the
V Conference of the RCP M. V. Frunze and the III Moscow Conference are considered as decisions
of "pan-Turkism", "pan-Islamism" and "bourgeois nationalism" (Qongyratbaev, 1994). As a result,
Turar Ryskulov's proposal to resolve the national issue was rejected.

The persistent struggle of the Turkestan Republic for the creation of a national state of the
Turkic-speaking peoples and for the political and state sovereignty of the Turkestan Republic did not
stop there. Turar Ryskulov continued to struggle with national problems, which became the main goal
of his socio-political and state activities. He made an effort to democratically embody the party slogan
of "the right of nations to self-government".

On June 29, 1920, the Politbureau of the Central Committee of the RCP(b), guided by the
instructions of V. L. Lenin, adopted resolutions "on our duties in Turkestan", "on the organization of
power in Turkestan, on the party structure in Turkestan" and approved the instructions of the Turkic
Commission (CSA RU. F. 17. Op. 1. D. 277. L. 81).

These resolutions of the committee became known as "on the main tasks of the RCP(b) in
Turkestan". In it, the delegation of the Turkestan Republic put forward the following demands: the
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abolition of the Turkic Commission, the transfer of power in Turkestan to the congress of regional
Councils, the Turkish CEC and the Council of People's Commissars, the sovereignty of the Turkestan
Republic, the restoration of the statehood of the Turkic-speaking peoples of Turkestan, the
recruitment of the national armed force by the local population, the presence of representatives of the
Turkestan Republic in the government of the RSFSR.

In June 1920, Turar Ryskulov demanded the political independence of the Turkic peoples. June
16, 1920 in connection with the "initial essay of theses on the nation and colonies", dedicated to the
IT Congress of the Communist International of V. I. Lenin (Lenin, 1970), national figures of the
Bashkir, Tatar and Kyrgyz (Kazakh) republics send a letter to V. 1. Lenin, based on his proposals and
comments (Lenin, 1970).

The original letter contains the signatures of T. Ryskulov and N. Khodzhaev from the Turkestan
Republic, A. Baitursynov and A. Ermekov from Kazakhstan, Z. Validov and H. Yumagulov from
Bashkortostan. In this document, signed by T. Ryskulov, national figures emphasize: "all this tragedy
can be solved only in one case: if the workers of these puppet republics created in the east of Russia
are given the opportunity to show their initiative in the party, economic and military spheres. We
need help, but let there be no violence" (Lenin, 1970).

We can say that these questions raised by T. Ryskulov in 1920 echo the demands of the leaders
of the Alash party and M. Shokai. He intended to create a political-state sovereign republic in
Turkestan and develop a separate Basic Law of the Republic - the Constitution.

In addition, he said that all laws in the state are made on the basis of the Constitution. It was
proposed to trust the representatives of the local nation, transfer the levers of power to the local
population, form national armed forces that protect independence, and train national specialists. The
central authorities, seeing in such proposals of T. Ryskulov "bourgeois nationalism", did not allow it
to be realized. Turar Ryskulov, who failed to convey his point of view on national issues to the Central
Committee of the RCP(b), relinquished all his powers on July 22, 1920. The Turkkommission, which
has become the center and its issuing body, passes directly to the Administration of the Turkestan
Republic. The political activities of Turar Ryskulov were accused of "nationalism", "pan-Turkism",
"ryskulovism", and his views and proposals were criticized with distortion.

Events in this direction both in the Turkestan ASSR (1918) and in the Kazakh ASSR (1920)
explained that the demand for the unification of the Kazakhs into a single state was the main issue on
the agenda. In the source of the Central Committee of the RCP(b)On March 8, 1920, it was established
that Soviet Turkestan is an autonomous republic of the main indigenous peoples: Turkmens, Uzbeks,
and Kirghiz, divided into regions according to modern national groupings (Izvestija TurkCIKa, 1920).

At that time, Kazakhs made up 19.3% of the local population of the Turkestan ASSR (Aq Zhol,
1922). Many of them settled in Zhetysu and Syrdarya regions.

On June 13, 1920, V. L. Lenin presented his comments on the draft decision on the tasks of the
Central Committee of the RCP (b) in Turkestan, in which he proposed, firstly, to draw up a
differentiated map of Turkestan into Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkmenistan; secondly, to more
fully define the conditions for including or excluding these three parts (Lenin, 1970). In addition, he
later stressed that it should not be decided in advance whether to divide the republic into three parts”
(Aq Zhol, 1922).

Also in the report on the “project of the Orenburg province of the RSFSR” according to the
documents stored in the archival funds, the Akbulak, Sazdinsky, Astrakhan, Novo-Aleksevsky,
Lunacharsky, Ashysaysky, Ileksky, Markutsky uyezds of the Aktobe province and Antonovsky,
Zhitikarinsky, Adamovsky, etc. were to be included on the issue under consideration. counties of
Kostanay province. Aitiev's report related to the Omsk Uyezd states that "the borders established by
the Siberian chairman for the Omsk Uyezd grossly violate the establishment of borders built on the
territorial principle of the KSSR" (QROrMA, F. 5, Op. 6, D. 14, L. 12).

The national political elite appreciated the approach in this direction as a way to create a
national unified state. Therefore, the first conditions began to be created between Kazakhstan and the
Turkestan republics in order to come to an agreement, to unity. At the end of 1917 and the beginning
of 1918, the problem of statehood resumed in the renewed historical conditions. The search and study
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of archival materials and data about this complex process, which has not yet been studied in depth
and systematically, is the duty of historians in the future.

Along with archival documents of the period, articles published in the press can serve as a
valuable source. For example, Sultanbek Kozhanov's article "Kyrgyz-Kazakh unity and politicism"
states: "In 1920, a meeting of the Kyrgyz-Kazakh poor was held in Aulieata on the issue of individual
unification and, taking into account the final unification of the Kyrgyz-Kazakh people on both sides,
the Kyrgyz-Kazakh peasantry should conduct their respective peasant affairs in the same way; Let
the Turkestan Kyrgyz-Kazakhs join Kazakhstan, but until the land reform is carried out, so that there
is no unrest, the time of joining will not be openly discussed, and its decision is again published by
the resolution of the general meeting of the Central Executive Committee of Kazakhstan " (Aq Zhol,
1922).

The document, which considered ways to solve this problem at that time, noted that "the
division of one territory into two parts from the point of view of the common economy and industrial
relations between the modern KSSR and the TSR, which divided the Single national body of the
Kyrgyz (Kazakh) people, does not allow creating normal conditions for cultural and economic
development" (QROrMA, F. 5, Op. 6, D. 14, L. 12).

In fact, this issue, initiated in Aulieata, was included in the agenda of the General Meeting of
the Central Executive Committee of Kazakhstan, opened at the end of February 1922, and proved the
need for another issue of joining the two regions to Kazakhstan. Well aware of the difficulty of this
work, Sultanbek Kozhanov discusses this issue in detail in his article "Kyrgyz-Kazakh unity". "It
makes no sense to talk for a long time and talk all the time about whether the two Kyrgyz-Kazakh
regions should finally connect with Kazakhstan. There is a lot of evidence that the Kyrgyz-Kazakh
people should unite, become one republic and enter the Russian Federation among other national
states, both in terms of life, culture, language, and market. No one is arguing with this, and there is
no room for excitement, (Aq Zhol, 1924) - the questions that really stand behind this: when to unite?
how to unite?

One of the actual problems that worried the Kazakh intellectuals of that time. The land question
and politics. Because at that time, colonialism in Kazakhstan was of an exploitative nature, and in the
propaganda of the destruction of the Kazakhs, unusual methods of disguise began to be created.
Mustafa Shokai, a representative of the Kazakh political elite, proved this far-sighted in his time.

In the critical analysis of large-scale socio-economic practices, such as land and water reform,
localization of the state apparatus and other issues implemented by the Soviet government in
Turkestan in the 20-30s, Mustafa Shokai and his publications played the most active role, as
evidenced by the famous historian M. Koigeldiev in his works (Koigeldiev, 1997). This served as the
basis for new research directions, as a new approach in the history of Kazakhstan.

By the decision of the Bureau of the Kazakh Regional Committee of the Party of June 10, 1925,
following the instructions of I. Stalin and the Central Committee of the RCP (b), letters were sent to
the provincial committees about the leadership of the national press and the procedure for using the
intellectuals in it, which was absent from the National Party. Local party organizations were
instructed to strengthen the activities of the propaganda departments to manage the local press.

As a result of these actions, the policy of displacement the most experienced and patriotic
groups of the intellectuals from active socio-political activity, their conscious opposition to the
people, and involving only those who are ready or internally willing to serve in accordance with the
instructions of the center in the highest level of party and state power has intensified. This was a new
stage of delusion from the historical path of the Kazakh people. Previously, the intelligentsia
represented the national, general democratic interests, now this right has passed to the party,
nomenklatura intellectuals, which has taken the position of the central bodies. It was at this critical
hour for the fate of the republic that F. I. Goloshchekin was appointed the first head.

The appointment of F. Goloshchekin as the first secretary of the Kazakh regional party
committee was not accidental. He showed in himself the highest model of the Stalinist understanding
of the national question, adhering to two mutually exclusive principles: the individual division of
peoples and the idea of a centralized state. The first head of Kazakhstan, who meets all the
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requirements of the unified statehood being created, was tasked with creating a state apparatus in the
republic that is able to promptly and strictly fulfill the wishes of the center.

On the way to this goal, the groups led by F. Goloshchekin the national intellectuals, especially
those who were not members of the party and were internally opposed to it, tried to restrain their
resistance. I. Stalin, often meeting with the Kazakh intellectuals, realizing its requirements for
building a national state, saw in the actions of some national figures a split of the "bourgeois"
intellectuals. Therefore, Stalin, believing that these "bourgeois intellectuals" should not contribute to
the development of Kazakh society, set Goloshchekin the task of fighting against them. He began a
campaign of mass punishment of the Kazakh intellectuals under the leadership of the party, using a
hypocritical slanderous approach to finally consolidate the power of the Soviets and thereby isolate
the Kazakh masses from the influence of the Alash intellectuals, to achieve this goal "sparing no
effort and not stopping before the victims" (Aq Zhol, 1922).

The documentary evidence of the time clearly proves this political process. For example, the
charges of the NKVD officers against national figures were as follows:" S. Mendeshov
from 1918 participated in the bourgeois-nationalist organization called Alash-Orda, actively fought
against the Soviet government, participated in the armed uprising on the Bukeev steppe, then joined
the bourgeois-nationalist organization. The purpose of this organization is to separate Kazakhstan
from the USSR".

And the accusation against Turar Ryskulov was brought in 1919 against an anti-Soviet Turkish
organization called "it is It-Va-Tarraki". This organization aimed to create a bourgeois-nationalist
state, separating the Turkestan region from the Soviet power.

Even worse was the accusation against I. Mustambayev: "In 1932, in Almaty, together
with D. Abikeyev, who was opposed to the Soviet government, an" initiative group "of
counter-revolutionary-nationalist youth (the"Initiative Group") was formed. This group, fighting
against the Soviet government, set itself the task of creating an independent Kazakh democratic
republic and saving the Kazakh people from the blockade by the Bolsheviks and Moscow" (QR UQK
DA, D. 010237).

From the following such document follows the accusation against Oraz Zhandosov: “since
1928, the counter-revolutionary bourgeois-nationalist KazSSR overthrew the Soviet government and
separated from the USSR and became part of the Japanese state. At the same time, in order to achieve
these actions in the Chui region, he led an organization against the heads of the CPSU(b) and the
Soviet government” (QR UQK DA, D. 04657).

It is easy to guess that F. I. Goloshchekin intended to change the "international" composition of
the people of Kazakhstan. The policy of settlement of Stolypin Russia, which continued in the Soviet
era, had a result. Kazakhs with a specific weight of 81.7 percent in 1897 declined to 58 percent in
1925. The backward feudal patriarchy, under the guise of an economic region, began to implement
the principle of internationalism about the need for Proletarian leadership. This ideology was the basis
for the promotion of the position on the Soviet Union at the legislative level in Kazakhstan of the
party and Soviet leadership and representatives of other nationalities. Thus, according to incomplete
data in 1925, the number of Kazakhs in the ranks of the RCP(b) was 9462 people (according to other
data-6645 people), or only 34 percent of the total number of Communists in the republic
(Kommunisticheskaja partija Kazahstana, 1990).

During this period, some methods of work were developed among Kazakh activists. For the
head of the center, the most correct method was to ignite butt quarrels and use them logically.
The inability to foresee the remoteness and weakness of the consolidating factors within the nation,
the concentration of real power in the central bodies of Moscow created favorable conditions for the
escalation of such a negative phenomenon.

Sultanbek Kozhanov, pointing to these circumstances, writes in his letter to Stalin:
"the objective situation when a regional worker comes makes him an ordinary, heartless colonial
official, and he feels himself the will of the entire center, considers himself above criticism, and also
slanders, complains about higher bodies and persons, that is, in the hierarchy of leadership, so as not
to hinder his "creation".
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To descend from the height of one's position, to reckon with the lower organizations,
the masses, to periodically check one's "presence of sin" in life, within the fundamentally permissible
limits, does not even think about it" (Qongyratbaev, 1994).

Sultanbek Kozhanov showed that under these conditions, support for the escalation of the split
became a legitimate approach to party work in Kazakhstan:" comrade Yezhov and Naneishvili
would have talked a lot about this, because at that time all their leading influence was based primarily
on taking into account the differentiation of groups and the ability to logically "unite groups"
(QRPA. F. 141. Op. 1. D. 1129. L. 85-86).

Goloshchekin, although he spoke in his speeches about the need to suppress the group struggle,
actually provoked it, and its outcome, firstly, for the benefit of himself and the weakening of the
positions of patriotic forces against the center; secondly, as T. Ryskulov noted at the time, for pressure
on any self-criticism and diverting public attention from the disclosure of numerous mistakes in
politics by party organizations (QRPA. F. 141. Op. 1. D. 5792. L. 282).

The reliability of this opinion is also evidenced by historical data. From the first day of his
tenure as the first head of Kazakhstan until his departure, Goloshchekin fought against the national
intellectuals, primarily against its individuals, relying on this method of work.

Upon arrival in Kyzylorda in September 1928, Goloshchekin announced the existence of a
group opposing him, which opposes his appointment as the head of the Kazakh regional party
committee, which is headed by the second secretary of the party organization of the Republic
S. Kozhanov and includes the editor-in-chief of "Enbekshi-Kazakh" Smagul Saduakasov and the
chairman of the KazCEC Zhalau Mynbayev. But in fact, there was not a single opposing group of
Goloshchekin among the national intelligentsia. The spread of such rumors was necessary for him,
first of all, to persecute the most influential and capable figures in the leadership of the republic: with
this approach, it was clear that he was using a slanderous approach to Sultanbek Kozhanov, a true
supporter of the fight against colonialism, widely recognized during the land and water reform in
Turkestan in 1921-1923.

F. Goloshchekin, who later arrived in Moscow as the first secretary of the Kazakh regional
party committee, dismissed S. Kozhanov from his post and sent him to Moscow at the disposal
of the Central Committee. Yezhov came in his place, and before moving to work in Moscow, he was
the chief adviser to his first secretary. S. Kozhanov himself understood perfectly well what was
hidden behind such substitutions. This was one of the methods of combating nationalist figures in the
republic at that time.

From the point of view of historical justice: first, with the appointment of the first head of the
representative of another nation of the Kazakh autonomy, proclaimed in the concept of the
intelligentsia, this appointment was made by methods characteristic of the power order, in particular,
without consent in the center and comprehensive, democratic discussion on the ground.

When he was informed about the decision of the Central Committee at a meeting of the bureau
of the Kazakh Regional Party Committee, he said without turning around: "Moscow invited me, of
course, not for business, but for dissolution" (QRPA, F. 141, Op. 1, D. 231, L. 231).

F. 1. Goloshchekin, unaware of his violence against the Kazakh state, sent a request to
Kazakhstan to send "several responsible employees for party-administrative and economic purposes".
He said this at a meeting of the bureau of the Kazakh regional party committee: "One comrade has
been sent for our consideration. The comrade Vakhlamov, who headed the Organizational
Department in Nizhny Novgorod. I asked again to send a couple of people. However, this problem
has not yet been resolved. The type of resolution adopted on this issue was as follows:

- the question of sending the remaining staff (Lurie, Pyatkin and Smirnov) to Kazakhstan should
be sent to the secretariat for consideration, and the Secretariat should resolve this issue no later than
within a week;

- Recommend that the Moscow Committee allocate at least three responsible party workers for
Kazakhstan (QRPA, F. 141, Op. 1, D. 18, L. 230).
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All these proposals were resolved at a meeting of the Politbureau of the Central Committee of
the RCP (b) in mid-October 1925, about which an operational letter was sent to the Kazakh Regional
Committee of the party.

Thus, the Central Committee of the RCP(b) took on such an inspector as S. Kozhanov, and sent
in his place several responsible employees of the "Proletarian" center. This was not an isolated
incident.

In the 1920s, such figures as T. Ryskulov, A. Dosov, S. Asfendiyarov, and N. Nurmakov were
sent to Moscow in various directions. And their place was taken by dozens of "responsible
employees" from Russia. This form of personnel exchange, conducted under the egis of
"internationalization", "strengthening" of responsible personnel, actually pursued the goal of
"nationalistic" distancing among the local energetic intellectuals.

For F. Goloshchekin, a collaborator of the center, who aspired to unlimited power in
Kazakhstan, the concept of the "Kazakh state" was completely absent. As the first head of the Kazakh
regional party organization, he established himself as a strict executor of the instructions and
decisions of the center, its general secretary. For example, commenting on the political course
approved at the meeting of the Kazakh regional committee of the party, where the draft resolution of
the fifth regional conference of the party was discussed, he noted: "I protest against this
proposal by raising both hands. Usually, when there are no words, they say that the political course
is correct, the political course is approved. I believe that the political course is the direction of the
Central Committee of the party. We have no other political course than this " (QRPA. F. 141. Op. 1.
D. 18. L. 532).

Of course, this was not an accidental speech, but the principled position of a political worker
dependent on the party leadership in Moscow. It would also be wrong to say that during this period
there was a special position of the Kazakh regional party committee on any major issue. The Kazakh
regional party organization after Goloshchekin came to the leadership, becoming "reliable", not
leaving the said RCP (b), became a state structure and took over all other types of state administration.

The stubborn attitude of F. Goloshchekin to the interests of the Kazakh Republic was also
manifested in the territorial issue. So, in 1925, the Presidium of the RCEC, without the consent of the
Kaztsik, decided to transfer the Ilek district of the Aktobe province to the Orenburg province of the
RSFSR. The discussion of this issue at the meeting of the Bureau of the Committee of the Kazakh
regional party organization caused a heated discussion. The decision of the RCEC was sharply
criticized by the chairman of the SNC of the KASSR N. Nurmakov, the chairman of the KazCEC
Zh. Mynbayev, a member of the bureau of the Kazakh regional committee of the party of S. Kozhanov
and others. Thus, N. Nurmakov noted that this decision is connected with the liquidation of the
Kazakh Republic, taking into account its national composition, which at the current rate of settlement
is not far off, when the share of the European population will reach 70%.

Responding to Goloshchekin's remark about the need to take into account not only national
motives, but also economic reasons in solving this issue, S. Kozhanov said: "Here we cannot move
away from the point of view that national interests do not have any weight. In the conditions of our
republic, the national cuisine is of particular importance... Now, it seems, there is a course to
strengthen the settlement. The mass migration to Siberia became formal. Siberian settlers flock to our
country, not stopping there. 12,000 settlers are registered. I believe that this issue should be
considered from the point of view of preserving and further strengthening the Kazakh Republic as a
state, and not as a region, as part of Russia... Therefore, I believed that this issue could not be worked
out in detail from the point of view of preserving the Kazakh Republic as a viable state and putting
its fate in the cold hands of some comrades.

Summing up the discussion, Goloshchekin condemned the Chechens for their disagreement
with the party's policy, and, focusing on the issue of Ilek, noted: "If you are not satisfied with
questions on certain issues, for example, on the division of the Orenburg province, etc., then this is
important from the point of view of Kazakhstan. Let me remind you that it is decided from the point
of view of the interests of the USSR... " (QRPA. F. 141. Op. 1. D. 18. L. 234-251).
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In general, all these data indicate that Goloshchekin, as a leader, attached special importance to
the interests of the center, Russia and had nothing to do with understanding the suffering of the
Kazakh people on the eve of great changes in their lives. Therefore, even a simple disagreement with
the center and its positions was perceived by it as a manifestation of nationalism.

F. Goloshchekin's political illiteracy was explained by ignorance of the history, culture and life
of the Kazakh people, so he could not and did not want to understand the specifics of the historical
period experienced by the Kazakh people. He understood his task in Kazakhstan as the establishment
of mutual understanding between its peoples. However, he did not understand that this opportunity
could be only as a result of meeting the natural, elementary needs of the Kazakh people (land, equality
in all spheres of life, etc.), which were drowned on a colonial scale.

At the same time, it should be noted that one of the main misconceptions of the
Central Committee of the party as the body that develops the strategy of national policy,
Goloshchekin as the chairman of the Central Committee, was that they could not correctly understand
the nature of nationalism, regarded it as a one-sided reactionary negative phenomenon and limited
themselves to a crude opposition to class interests. Of course, all this is now understood as the Russian
imperial, national policy.

Putting the political, ideological approach above all else, they underestimated the economic,
social, psychological and other foundations of the emergence of this historical period. Speaking at
the IV meeting of the Central Committee of the RCP(b) (June 9-12, 1923) with the responsible
employees of the national republics and regions, T. Ryskulov emphasized the truth: "the destruction
of the deviations as chauvinism and local nationalism is simply mechanically impossible, it can be
done only by eliminating economic and other contradictions in the composition of the population
itself. While the Kyrgyz poor in Semirechye have their own land, and the Russian kulak with
125 tithe lands and 15 heroes has split, no matter how you understand that Kyrgyz internationalism
is a good world and it is necessary to obey the Soviet power, it does not understand this and represents
the Soviet power only in the form of a fist." From this it is clear that only a great-power-minded
person, relying on the strength of the colonial power, can neither see nor understand the state of the
indigenous people's intellectuals. Pointing to this, vol. Ryskulov noted that "a communist from this
environment will undoubtedly sympathize with this batyr, and if he says this, he will easily put a
nationalist yoke on him" (Kazahstan oblasnyh, 1981).

Without taking effective measures to finally destroy the colonial order, the RCP (b) did not
notice that the settlers were trapped in the colonial network, retreating from their previous principles
and falling into the trap of imperial politics. At the same time, it should be noted that the main weapon
of the center is still the slogan of the fight against nationalism.

Proclaiming the right of nations to self-determination, the apparatus of the Central Committee
of the party, as a leading and directing force, formed mainly of representatives of the Great Russian
persuasion, without regard to anyone with the rights of the chief arbiter, determining the level and
content of this freedom in the national republics, understood Kazakhstan as otar, bodan. Therefore,
in practice, it quickly turned into a state political structure that forcibly and deliberately imposed the
policy of internationalism on the peoples under the yoke of the former tsarist empire. Over time, it
became clear that this policy is a new cover for the policy of the old Russification.

The principle of true national freedom as the basis of true internationalism was implemented
only on paper.

Only Mustafa Shokai in exile had the opportunity to make frank conclusions about
the Soviet government and the Soviet Union.

On March 22, 1922, a meeting of the Kazakh-Kyrgyz department under the Turkestan Central
Executive Committee was held in Tashkent with the participation of the Kazakh intellectuals. The
report of the representative of the Turkestan Central Executive Committee and the Turkestan
Committee of People's Commissars in Kazakhstan, Isa Toktybayev, was heard at the meeting. The
resolution adopted on the basis of the report indicated the reasons for the delay in joining the Zhetysu
and Syrdarya regions to Kazakhstan. These are: 1) the completion of the land reform in Turkestan; 2)
the transfer of the capital of Kazakhstan from Orenburg; 3) to achieve in Kazakhstan the broad
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involvement of the local population in the work of the Council and the destruction of the remnants of
colonialism (Chetvyortoe soveshchanie RKP(b) OK, 1923). It was shown that the accession of the
Turkestan Kazakhs to Kazakhstan is beneficial only if such conditions are met.

While these requirements were not fully implemented, in 1924, the national - territorial division
of the Central Asian republics was carried out, the Semirechensk and Syrdarya regions were
converted to Kazakhstan. This situation, which led to changes in the Turkic world, was also full of
disputes and contradictions. The processes of separation and merger went in different directions. On
March 10, 1924, at a meeting in Tashkent, the secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Turkestan, A. Rakhimbayev, made a report on the topic: "On the National territorial division
of Turkestan". He assessed the classification of Central Asia into national republics as the right way.
He was supported by such figures as N. Aitakov, S. Asfendiyarov, K. Atabayev. And the chairman
of the Central Asian Economic Council, M. S. Paskutsky and S. Kozhanov, did not agree to the land
survey. They advocated the creation of a single Central Asian Federation in economic, political and
administrative terms. At the plenum of the territorial commission for the surveying of the Central
Asian Republics on August 17, 1924, and then at the joint Plenum of the leading organizations of the
Turkestan Republic, held on September 14, 1924, S. Kozhanov reflected the requirements for a
Central Asian Federation. The complexity of the problem that plagued the Kazakh intellectuals of
that time was the premature readiness of the Kazakhs to border division. S. Kozhanov's article
"let the dispute stop and the case will be opened" can be considered as proof of this situation. It says
that " Turkestan, which until now was one that was not established on the peasant side, is now wearing
out and makes up four or five states. While others created a Central Asian peasant unity, not dividing
immediately, but conducting peasant affairs in unity, the Kazakh regions emerged from Central Asia.
"Semirechye and Syr Darya are still connected with the states of Central Asia, and not with
Kazakhstan" (Aq Zhol, 1924).

The archival documents show that at that time an important issue was the national-territorial
division of the republics of Central Asia. As actual data for that period, you can see the document "on
the unification of the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) territory into the Turkestan KSSR and the unification of
Central Asia on the basis of the state-national question". In the data of the document specified in it:

1. despite the fact that the surveying of the territory of Central Asia on the national principle
should have led to a conflict, the inclusion in the KSSR, which was unified with the division of the
lands occupied by the Kirghiz in the territory of the then multi-ethnic SSR, Bukhara and Khorezm,
especially at a time when the unification of the Turkish Republic, now the Kyrgyz (Kazakh) region
in the KSSR, was a timely, urgent and state necessity and previously required its implementation,
without waiting for a decision

2. when determining the boundaries of the future USSR, three principles were obtained in
accordance with the practice established in the USSR:

I. uniformity of the natural and historical conditions of the area.

II. uniformity of its economic specifics.

III. uniformity of the national-cultural and living conditions of the population. The latter
principle played a leading role here.

At the same time, the first two questions when registering the national-state structure are usually
considered as additional and can be of decisive importance only in the presence of extreme
exceptions" (QROrMA. F. 5. Op. 6. D. 14. L. 12.).

The Kazakh intellectuals, having comprehensively analyzed the internal capabilities of
Turkestan and the Republic of Kazakhstan, was looking for an answer to the question, in what
conditions the Kazakh people can find a suitable way to divide Central Asia. First of all, the need to
move the capital from Orenburg to the Kazakh environment was touched upon. Because "if the state
does not rely on the public of the capital, then the case of the Main Department will not be in order"
(QROrMA. F. 5. Op. 6. D. 14. L. 12.).

Based on the question of the capital, among the candidate cities were Aktobe, Akmola,
Akmeshit, Aulieata, Semey, Shymkent. As a result, the CEC adopted a resolution on the transfer of
the capital from Orenburg to Akmeshit.
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The immediate management of the evacuation of the capital was carried out by S. Kozhanov
himself. In April 1925, the V Extraordinary Congress of the Kazakh Central Executive Committee
was held. The main agenda of the congress included the first of the most important issues for
Kazakhstan at that time - the abolition of the name of the Kyrgyz, in subsequent documents-only
Kazakhs, and secondly, the renaming of the capital of Akmeshit to Kyzylorda.

Thus, the territory, borders and capital of the state of Kazakhstan were determined, and the
people experienced terrible suffering, but did not have their own power, and historically won a huge
victory. It was in the category of countries that legally received the name of a republic with a capital,
with specified borders, with a designated single territory. This was the result of the struggle of the
Kazakh intellectuals of the early twentieth century, led by M. Shokai, A. Bukeikhanov,
A. Baitursynov, B. Karataev, and since the establishment of Soviet power-the result of the activities
of T. Ryskulov, S. Saduakasov, S. Kozhanov, Zh.Mynbayev. The foundation of the modern statehood
of the independent Republic of Kazakhstan was laid in the early twentieth century.

Conclusion. The attempts of the Bolshevik leadership to create a unified state on the territory
of the entire Russian Empire, designed to make small peoples economically and politically dependent,
or, if necessary, to eliminate them, were opposed by the national intellectuals, which adhered to the
anti-colonial ideology. The possibilities of creating a Kazakh statehood have narrowed, and this idea
has acquired a completely different character. Because, having come to power, the Bolshevik party
of V. 1. Lenin, openly adhering to the policy of destroying small nationalities, set a course for turning
Kazakhstan into one of the regions of Russia, raising the slogan of internationalism. Over time, the
fact that the Soviet leaders openly suppressed national interests became more acute.

As a result, the Bolshevik ideology clearly believed that the solution of national problems
follows from the solution of class problems. It could not be otherwise in the conditions of the political
power of the party. The sponsor of this path was I. V. Stalin himself. In 1923, at a meeting of the
Central Committee of the RCP(b) with the responsible employees of the national republics and
regions, M. Sultangaliyev set the task of "turning Turkestan into a model republic" and intensified
the fight against "Kyrgyz (Kazakh) nationalism".

The issue of national autonomy of the Kazakh intellectuals during the Soviet period was a
demand of that time. The activities of the Kazakh intellectuals aimed at creating a national state, the
activities aimed at restoring national independence based on the analysis of the pages of history paved
the way for the independence that the national ideas of that time experience today.

At the end of the twentieth century, it became clear that Kazakhstan had become an independent
state. In the course of the study, we were convinced that today, in solving such urgent problems as
the land, the state language, the national state ideology, the national mentality, the formation of
national consciousness, national democracy, the works and views of the Kazakh intelligentsia, who
fought for the independence of the Kazakh statehood of the last century, are of great importance.

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Abstract. The territory of Central Asia has long been located at the junction of West and East, in the
center of the most active part of the Great Silk Road.

Introduction. Throughout all periods of human history, various methods and approaches have
been used to resolve disputes and conflicts. One such method is mediation. Like other methods of
conflict resolution (negotiations, dialogue, arbitration, courts, etc.), mediation has its own specific
features at the social and political levels and is currently widely applied in the practice of managing
social processes. Mediation is a negotiation process carried out with the involvement of a third party,
which has its origins in the history of human relations, but was institutionalized in modern practice
in the second half of the 20th century. Today, in countries with developed legal systems, mediation is
broadly used in resolving different types of conflicts, and citizens frequently seek the help of
mediators. Therefore, the necessity of scientifically studying the formation and development history
of the institution of mediation in Kazakhstan is linked both to the novelty of this institution for our
country and to the growing interest from society and the academic community.

Research Methods. The methodological basis of the research is formed by general scientific
and specific methods of cognition. In studying the formation and development history of the
institution of mediation in Kazakhstan, as well as the development of mediation abroad, comparative
analysis, dialectical, and historical-systematic methods were applied. In addition, based on the
historical-legal method, normative data were analyzed, the historical regularities of the mediation
institution were identified, and its future development issues were explored.
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Discussion of the Problem. At present, disputes and conflicts of various types — including
social, political, economic, cultural, religious, and others — are widespread in society. This is a
natural phenomenon, since with the passage of time, conflict situations inevitably arise within any
social structure due to scarcity of resources or other reasons. Mediation plays an important role in
resolving such tense disputes. The term “mediation” derives from the Latin word mediare, meaning
“to mediate.” Mediation is considered an alternative method of resolving any conflict or dispute with
the involvement of a neutral third party who has no vested interest in the conflict. As a mediator, this
third party facilitates the disputing or litigating sides in reaching a certain agreement. However,
researchers define the concept of “mediation” differently. For example, A. Rau, T. Sherman, and
S. Peppet, in studying alternative dispute resolution methods, describe mediation as a process in
which a neutral third party helps disputants identify their mistakes and different viewpoints, explore
alternative opportunities for conflict resolution, and seek compromise to achieve agreement (Rau, et
al., 2002: 26). According to Moore, mediation is the intervention of a third party who has no authority
to impose decisions but helps the parties voluntarily resolve their conflict (Moore, 2003). Other
researchers such as P.S. Pributko, Yu.V. Mikhaylenko, and L.M. Dubchak describe mediation as the
use of a mediator, either individually or confidentially, to resolve a conflict situation. In their view,
mediation has several advantages as an alternative to judicial proceedings and other coercive
procedures. The most significant of these advantages is that mediation aims to resolve disputes
through a voluntary and fair process, equally satisfying the interests of the involved parties

Of course, the history of mediation dates back to ancient times. As we know, in every historical
period various forms of dispute resolution emerged, which included a set of methods allowing the
parties to settle conflicts either temporarily or permanently. Therefore, several stages in the formation
and development of mediation can be distinguished.

According to the Russian researcher V.V. Kolomytseva, the first stage of the development of
mediation is associated with the need to resolve disputes between tribes and communities during the
primitive communal system and the ancient era, and later between city-states (Kolomyttseva, 2013:
268). At that time, of course, the concept of “mediation” was not formally used. Nevertheless, in
regions where mutual trade was developed, mediation practices can be observed. Historians trace the
origins of modern mediation to the Phoenician civilization, where maritime trade was widespread,
and to Ancient Babylon. Later, the institution of mediation developed in Greece and Ancient Rome.
For example, in Ancient Rome, starting from the Digest of Justinian, the rules of mediators were
enshrined in law, and mediation was referred to by various terms in Roman law (Allakhverdova,
Ivanova, 2007: 16). Apart from these civilizations, reconciliation procedures were also present in
Africa. In many African countries, the institution of public assemblies that resolve disputes through
a trusted third party has survived to this day.

In Ancient Rus, attempts were also made to resolve princely disputes, as well as interstate
conflicts, through mediation. In the early 19th century, a system of commercial courts was established
in the Russian Empire and functioned effectively. Records from that time indicate the use of the term
“mediator,” noting the effectiveness of resolving trade-related disputes with the help of mediators
(Kniazev, 2004: 9).

Kazakhstan also has its own history of applying alternative methods of conflict resolution. As
is well known, the nomadic Kazakh tribes widely used the biys’ courts. Given that the biys were
recognized as representatives of the people who took part in governance, the Kazakh system of rule
can be considered a model of steppe democracy. The institution of biys emerged long ago and went
through certain stages of development in our history. Biys were recognized as judges who carried out
judicial authority. Therefore, a biy had to possess deep knowledge of customary law and the ability
to apply it when necessary, and only with these qualities could he exercise judicial authority among
the people.

Shokan Ualikhanov, in his work “The Court of Biys of the Ancient Popular Model”’, emphasized
the role of biys, writing: “In the Kazakh steppe, the honorable title of biy was not conferred through
any election or by the government in power, but was given only to a Kazakh who thoroughly knew
the court procedure and mastered the art of eloquence. To earn the title of biy, one had to engage in
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several eloquence contests before the people and prove his knowledge and oratory skills”
(Valikhanov, 1984: 39).

One of the main goals of a biy elected by the community was to reconcile the disputing parties.
However, the biys’ courts did not consider cases outside their jurisdiction, that is, they did not
intervene in the affairs of other villages or tribes. State-level issues and disputes between clans or
tribes were resolved by the council of sultans and the eminent biys at the khan’s court. Thus, the
institution of biys played a key role in the development of Kazakh society and remains part of the
nation’s heritage today. Modern mediation is in some respects similar to the institution of biys, but
there are notable differences: first, biys resolved disputes publicly, whereas modern mediation is
usually conducted confidentially; second, biys made binding decisions, while mediators, relying on
their professional skills, only assist the parties in reaching an agreement.

During the Middle Ages and the early modern period, the second stage of the development of
mediation began. At this stage, the history of mediation was closely linked to the need to end
prolonged wars between states. A landmark event was the adoption in 1803 of the first mediation-
related legal document in human history — the Act of Mediation. Therefore, this period can be
considered the starting point of mediation’s institutional development. At the crossroads of medieval
and modern history, one of the longest and most destructive conflicts in Europe — the Thirty Years’
War — ended in 1648 through peace treaties achieved with the help of reconciliation processes,
1.e., mediation.

In the modern period, Napoleon Bonaparte played a mediating role in the conflict between
Switzerland, Germany, and France. In 1803, Napoleon approved the Act of Mediation, which restored
Switzerland’s independence and its former state system.

The third stage in the development of mediation is characterized by its widespread necessity,
legal institutionalization, and application in various spheres of activity. This stage is marked by the
rapid growth of mediation in the second half of the 20th century in common law countries — the
USA, Austria, and the United Kingdom — followed by continental Europe, where the modern concept
of “mediation” became widely used.

For example, in the early 20th century, the American economy faced a new type of
conflict — the struggle between trade unions and employers over working conditions and wages. As
aresult, strikes, mass dismissals, and the threat of factory closures emerged. To address these disputes,
the U.S. government proposed using the Department of Labor as a neutral mediator. To carry out this
function, in 1947 the U.S. Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service was created. From the 1970s
onward, mediation became an independent procedure in the United States, attracting increasing
interest. During this period, local non-governmental organizations began to provide free or low-cost
mediation services in cases of tenant-landlord disputes and family conflicts.

From the 1980s, the mediation institution expanded geographically: reconciliation practices
spread from America to England, Ireland, Canada, India, Australia, and later throughout Europe. In
1999, an international conference on mediation was held in Vienna, and from that point the
international community officially recognized mediation. Since 2000, mediation has become an
established part of international law and international relations, actively used in resolving
intercultural, interethnic, civilizational, economic, trade, and military disputes (Akhmedinova, 2019).

On January 29, 2011, the Law “On Mediation”, essential for contemporary Kazakhstani society,
was signed. This law established the legal foundation for the use and development of mediation as a
tool for resolving disputes and conflicts in Kazakhstan. At the same time, the institution of mediation
has found wide application not only within the territory of Kazakhstan but also at the international
level. In particular, on March 26, 2012, the Supreme Court of the Republic of Kazakhstan signed an
agreement with the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) for 2012-2014 within the
framework of the project “Introduction of the Institution of Mediation in the Republic of Kazakhstan.”
Following this agreement, Kazakhstan began to regularly host international conferences,
informational seminars, training programs, and round tables with the participation of experts from
Germany, Slovenia, Switzerland, Belarus, and EU countries.
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Currently, Kazakhstan’s strategy to join the ranks of the world’s most developed countries and
its active integration processes require that judicial proceedings meet the challenges of modern times.
In this respect, a new model of civil proceedings is being built upon pragmatic approaches that ensure
a balance of interests between the parties.

However, despite the adoption of the “Law on Mediation,” mediation in Kazakhstan has not yet
acquired a widespread character. This is because the mediation institution in Kazakhstan is still going
through its formative stage. Nevertheless, there are several important factors contributing to the
development of this socially significant dispute-resolution technology. These factors include: the
revival of the historical tradition of peaceful dispute settlement (the practice of biys) supported by
regional executive bodies; state programs allocating financial support; the absence of licensing
requirements for training mediators; the simplified accreditation process for specialists trained
abroad; the uncomplicated procedure for establishing mediator organizations; and the recognition of
previously obtained international certificates of mediators.

In addition, under the Law “On Amendments and Additions to Certain Legislative Acts of the
Republic of Kazakhstan on Mediation Issues,” changes were introduced into the Civil and Criminal
Codes of Kazakhstan, as well as the Code on Administrative Offenses. These amendments more
closely connected the former legal system with the new legal institution. On July 3, 2011, by decree
of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the procedure for mediator training was approved,
regulating professional mediator education and ensuring a three-tier training system. Thus, today we
can observe the formation of a unified legislative framework that regulates mediation as a legal
institution and ensures its effective application.

At the initial stage of its establishment (2011-2012), Kazakhstan had 14 mediator organizations
in operation, and 260 professional mediators were registered in the official roster. During this period,
700 mediation procedures were carried out, 15% of which were within the judicial process. Between
August 2011 and October 1, 2012, the “Unified Mediation Center” and the “Mediation and
Reconciliation Center” conducted 450 mediations, including 39 court mediations (Romanovskaia,
2017: 19). In 2018, 371 professional and 4,465 community mediators were officially registered in
Kazakhstan. According to statistics, 4% of 871,000 civil cases were terminated on the basis of
mediation procedures. According to the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in 2019
there were 126 registered mediator organizations. This means that compared to 2012, the number of
mediation organizations in Kazakhstan increased by 112 by 2019.

The institution of mediation in Kazakhstan has its own characteristics as well as certain
challenges. Among its distinguishing features is the fact that corruption does not play a role in the
process of dispute settlement through mediation. This is because there is no need to favor or support
one of the parties, and an agreement cannot be signed unless it satisfies the interests of both parties.
Furthermore, the aim of mediation is not to determine the guilty or innocent party, but to find mutually
beneficial options for resolving the dispute. Additionally, mediation reduces the number of court
cases, thereby easing the workload of the judicial system. For disputing parties, it is advantageous
because of lower court costs and the opportunity to exercise control over the course of the dispute.

Another unique feature of Kazakhstani mediation is that the “Law on Mediation” explicitly
identifies three situations where mediation is not possible:

I. When the interests of individuals declared legally incapable or partially incapable by
the court are involved.

2. When one of the parties is a state body.

3. When the dispute involves corruption-related crimes.

However, the development of the institution of mediation in Kazakhstan also faces a number of
challenges. Among them are the insufficient dissemination of conciliation procedures in society, as
well as the lack of adequate public information and awareness campaigns regarding the advantages
of mediation and the right of parties to seek the assistance of a mediator in resolving disputes. For
example, according to researcher A.l. Karipov, one reason for the low level of recourse to mediation
among the population is that citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan are not sufficiently aware that
agreements reached through mediation equally satisfy the interests of both parties (whereas in court
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proceedings the decision usually favors only one party) and that mediation reconciles the disputants
(Karipova, 2021).

Researcher [.A. Karatayev, examining the pressing issues of mediation, emphasizes:
“... however, the widespread dissemination of mediation and the improvement of its normative
framework will only be possible if factors such as citizens’ mentality, their level of legal culture, and
legal consciousness are taken into account. In our opinion, solving this problem depends on the active
educational work of state authorities at all levels, including local self-government bodies, the mass
media, and the mediators themselves” (Karataev, 2016: 74).

In addition, Article 9 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Mediation” stipulates that
professional mediators must be at least 25 years old, have a higher education, and hold a certificate
confirming that they have completed the mediator training program approved by the Government of
Kazakhstan. Retired judges may also serve as professional mediators. Non-professional mediators,
however, can be citizens over the age of 40 who have completed a mediation training course. Thus,
it is not mandatory for mediators to have a legal background. Nevertheless, in the context of rapid
social development and globalization, entrusting the resolution of disputes to individuals without
professional legal training or analytical capacity understandably creates a degree of public mistrust,
which negatively affects the development of the institution of mediation in the country.

Conclusion. At present, mediation occupies an important place in the field of dispute and
conflict resolution and, in many cases, proves to be an effective procedure. The institution of
mediation has passed through several stages of its formation and development: from the emergence
of early ideas about mediation and its application in conflict situations to its modern legislative
consolidation. Since 2011, modern mediation has been introduced into Kazakhstan’s legal system. Of
course, mediation in Kazakhstan has its own specific features and challenges.

Foreign experience demonstrates that mediation not only allows for the rapid and efficient
resolution of disputes, but also addresses many issues faced by judicial systems, such as reducing the
number of civil cases, simplifying trial procedures, and shortening case consideration times. Today,
mediation is increasingly applied in resolving intercultural, interethnic, civilizational, economic,
trade, and even military disputes. In foreign practice, alternative dispute resolution institutions are
regarded as effective mechanisms for protecting human and civil rights and freedoms. Therefore, the
positive experience of alternative dispute resolution abroad is highly significant for the Kazakhstani
legal system.

Recommendations. In order to further develop and improve the functioning of mediation in
Kazakhstan, we propose the following:

1. Refine the legal framework: The normative-legal basis of the mediation institution
should be clearly and systematically revised or supplemented. A more comprehensive and consistent
approach to the mediation process and its actors is required. Such improvements will strengthen
public trust in mediation and encourage citizens to make greater use of it.

2. Establish a central coordinating body: At present, it is difficult to know the exact
number of mediators and the organizations maintaining mediator registries in Kazakhstan.
Consequently, it is also impossible to accurately determine how many cases and disputes are resolved
annually through mediation, which prevents reliable statistical analysis. Therefore, it is necessary to
establish a specialized national-level body responsible for coordinating all issues related to the
mediation institution and for conducting statistical monitoring and analysis.

A working analytical matrix is proposed along
three axes: “personalities institutions,” “external internal sources,” and “military-frontier socio-
economic angle”. Conclusion. Western European historiography has moved from biographism to a
structural and network understanding of the steppe polity, yet retains gaps in the study of elites,
religious institutions, and everyday practices. Further progress requires prosopographical registers of
Nogai beys/mirzas, systematic integration of scholarship in Eastern languages, and quantitative
analysis of fiscal-legal materials. The proposed matrix provides a methodological foundation for such
a synthesis.
