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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines memoir sources that reflect family histories of survival
among Kazakhs during the years of forced collectivization, famine, and compelled migrations to
neighboring territories. An important place among these materials is occupied by personal documents
from the collections of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, belonging to writers,
Komsomol workers, and participants in the construction of socialism, whose childhood and youth
coincided with this tragic period. The memoirs contain unique information about everyday hardships,
the loss of livestock the main means of subsistence and the destruction of the traditional way of life.

Purpose and objectives of the study. The purpose of the work is to demonstrate the significance of
memoir sources for studying the famine and migrations of the Kazakh population in the early 1930s,
as well as to determine their source-study specificity. The objectives of the research include
identifying the corpus of memoir materials, analyzing their content, determining the features of the
authors’ subjective perspectives, and comparing archival testimonies with published document
collections, studies on the famine, and media materials. Results. The analysis showed that memoirs,
as documents of personal origin, contain valuable retrospective information that allows the tragedy
of the famine to be seen “from within,” through the perception of direct eyewitnesses. The archival
collections of the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan and published sources include
recollections of severe everyday life, the loss of households, mass migrations, and the struggle for
survival. The source-study approach revealed the need for critical evaluation of these materials due
to their subjectivity, yet confirmed their importance for reconstructing the social reality of the period.
Conclusions. Memoir sources represent a vital layer of historical information about the famine and
migrations of Kazakhs, revealing the personal, emotional, and everyday dimensions of these tragic
events. Their use makes it possible to supplement official documents and scholarly research,
reconstruct real human destinies, and gain a deeper understanding of the scale and consequences of
the catastrophe of the early 1930s.

Introduction. On the occasion of the 30th anniversary of the independence of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, historical scholarship faces new challenges related to rethinking the historical past in
light of the current level of methodology and methods of foreign and domestic historical science, new
conceptual approaches, and new sources identified in archives of both near and far abroad during the
implementation of state programs. In addition, there is the growing factor of the politicization of all
spheres of public life, including the humanities, which are often postulated in a manner beneficial to
the ruling elite or certain controversial politicians, with the aim of ideologically justifying proposed
political slogans and messages.

The conflict in Ukraine, in which Russia has been an indirect participant since 2014 following
the occupation of Crimea, has brought to the forefront the issue of the recurrence of famines of the
1920s and 1930s on the territory of the Soviet “breadbasket.” This issue has become an instrument of
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conflict-driven mobilization of the population and the construction of public opinion against the
Russian Federation as the legal successor of the Soviet Union, which, according to some Ukrainian
politicians and historians, carried out the Holodomor against Ukrainians.

Only an appeal to historical sources will allow professional historians — rather than “armchair
experts” who present pseudo-history as truth — to draw correct conclusions regarding the
methodological and factual aspects of this complex and still not fully explored problem. In order to
fill this gap, in 2020, under the scientific supervision of Doctor of Historical Sciences
A.l. Kudaybergenova, the Institute of History and Ethnology named after Ch. Ch. Valikhanov
launched the project “Kazakh Nomadic Migrants in the Republics of Central Asia and Russia during
the Mass Famine of the Early 1930s: Residence and Adaptation.” The project aims to reconstruct an
objective picture of the consequences of the mass famine of the early 1930s by examining the socio-
economic and legal status, as well as the specific features of adaptation, of Kazakh nomadic migrants
in the republics of Central Asia and adjacent territories of Russia.

Materials and methods. The materials used for writing the article consisted primarily of
archival documents of personal origin from the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
In particular, the collections of well-known writers and Komsomol workers of Kazakhstan were
examined, whose childhood and youth coincided with this tragic period in our history. The most
informative proved to be Collection No. 1744 (Inventory 2) of the People’s Poetess of the Kazakh
SSR, Mariam Khakimzhanova (1906—1995), which contains materials on famine and a cholera
epidemic, of which she became an eyewitness at the age of fifteen in her native aul in Kostanay
Region in 1921, as well as on the famine of 1931-1932, whose victims she witnessed while studying
at the Kazakh Pedagogical Institute in Alma-Ata (now Almaty).

These memoirs were published by her in republican journals between 1990 and 1994, that is,
during the period of glasnost in the USSR and the initial stage of independence. Despite the
considerable time that had passed since the events described, the memoirs are striking for the
abundance of details about individual victims of famine, Kazakhs who arrived in Alma-Ata in search
of food and salvation, and the people who surrounded her during that period. Evidently, these horrific
facts were so deeply etched in her memory that even 60—70 years later she was able to describe
everything in detail with literary mastery, vividly visualizing the tragedy of the Kazakh people for
readers. The poetess’s memoirs are permeated with acute pain for the fate of her people, who endured
such disasters and lost the best representatives of the nation. In each recollection, she addresses the
contemporary younger generation, urging them to remember the Holodomor and not to remain
indifferent to national history.

An insight into the harsh everyday life of the early 1930s is also provided by the memoirs of
Honored Artist of the Kazakh SSR and pensioner of republican significance A. Asimzhanov (born
1913), entitled “Qasiretti zhyldar haqayasy” (“The Tale of the Tragic Years”), preserved in his
personal collection No. 2366 (Inventory 1). Between 1930 and 1932, he studied at a construction
vocational school in Semipalatinsk, where starving people were gathering, and also traveled to
Zhanasemey, where mass mortality caused by Stalin’s collectivization was taking place. Valuable
information about the famine is also contained in the manuscript memoirs of the People’s Writer of
the Kazakh SSR, Azilkhan Nurshaikhov (1922-2011), preserved in his personal collection
(Collection 2209. In. 2), in which he described a journey to his native aul of Akbuzak in East
Kazakhstan Region during the famine years.

A significant body of informative material is found in Collection No. 269, “Documents of
Participants in the Construction of Socialism in Kazakhstan. Collection for 1931-1981,” which
includes File No. 4 containing the memoirs of surgeon Tatyana Nevadovskaya. At the age of nineteen,
in 1932-1933, she worked as a laboratory assistant in the phytopathological laboratory of the zonal
station “Soyuz-Sakhar,” headed by her father, Professor G. S. Nevadovsky, who had been exiled to
Kazakhstan. In the same collection, some information was drawn from the memoirs of Makai
Dzhunusovich Dzhunusov, a Komsomol member of the 1920s—-1930s, a party worker, and a
participant in the construction of the Turkestan—Siberian Railway, who worked in the apparatus of
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the Kazkraikom from 1929 and in 1932 became a witness to the flooding of Akmolinsk by starving
people (Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 3: 54-55).

In addition to archival memoir sources, the article also relied on published collections of
documents containing recollections, scholarly studies on famine that include testimonies of
eyewitnesses and their relatives, as well as articles published in mass media, including Internet-based
publications.

To achieve the research objectives, the author relied on the principles of historicism and
objectivity in analyzing eyewitness memoirs, which, due to their nature as personal-origin sources,
are inherently subjective. General scientific methods of logical analysis and synthesis, as well as
systemic-functional, analogy, and abstraction methods, were employed. In addition, problem-
chronological, comparative-historical, historical-typological, and other methods played an important
role in the study of the stated problem.

Results. In contemporary historical scholarship, in connection with the growing trend toward
the study of everyday life, the significance of memoir sources is increasing, as they are capable of
revealing family histories of survival during famine and the migrations of Kazakhs to neighboring
territories. The term “memoir” derives from the Latin word memoria, meaning memory, borrowed
through the French language (Great Soviet Encyclopedia, 1974: 64). Memoirs are understood as
recollections of life events recorded by eyewitnesses many years after their occurrence, often
reconstructed using other sources such as diary entries, documents, accounts of other participants,
photographs, newsreels, and similar materials.

As a type of source, memoirs belong to documents of personal origin and contain unique
retrospective information refracted through the prism of individual perception. They bear the imprint
of the author’s personality and the uniqueness of their inner world. This constitutes the main feature
of memoirs as historical sources—the subjectivity of the data contained in these documentary
materials—a characteristic noted by such prominent Soviet historians as M. N. Chernomorsky
(Memoirs as a Historical Source: A Textbook on Source Studies of the USSR, 1959) and E. V. Tarle
(“The Significance of Archival Documents for History,” Vestnik arkhivovedeniya, 1961, No. 3).
These documents are also of great value for research in the social sciences and humanities, as they
reproduce people’s customs, everyday life, and mentality.

It is necessary to agree with the opinion of the Russian historian N. G. Georgieva that “memoirs
are a valuable historical source with a dualistic nature: on the one hand, they possess a documentary
character as remnants (embodiments of part) of the past, and on the other, they are a narrative source
reflecting certain aspects of the culture of bygone eras” (Georgieva, 2012: 136).

The most widespread type of memoirs consists of autobiographical memoirs, usually intended
for descendants; memoir-histories are also distinguished, in which the memoirist recounts historical
events experienced personally (Source Studies..., 1998: 466). These types of memoirs share a
common feature: they reflect not the author’s attitude toward events at the time they occurred, but
rather the attitude at the moment of writing the memoirs. Thus, a reassessment of facts and events
takes place, which may have occurred under the influence of prevailing ideological conditions.
Academician E. V. Tarle wrote: “The fundamental feature of all memoir literature lies in the author’s
fully conscious intention to show readers people and their actions only in a certain light: to reveal one
aspect, conceal another, and distort a third” (Tarle, 1961: 102).

For this reason, recognizing the value of memoirs as historical sources does not preclude, but
rather requires, thorough source-critical analysis. This involves adherence to the following principles:

— studying the personality of the memoirist: social origin; social status at the time of the
described events and at the time of writing; property status; ideological beliefs and positions;
occupation; nationality and, in the case of Kazakhs, clan and tribal affiliation; attitude toward religion;
family status and presence of children; character traits and personal qualities (where possible);

— analyzing the social environment in which the memoirs were created; determining whether
there was a social demand for their creation; whether they were intended for wide publication and
commercialization; whether they underwent literary or editorial processing that could distort the
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author’s original text; whether they have a propagandistic character; and whether they were published
during the author’s lifetime or posthumously by descendants;

— establishing whether the author was a direct participant in the events described or relied on
the recollections of direct participants and other sources of information;

— drawing conclusions about the memoirist’s self-awareness;

— carefully comparing the information contained in memoirs with other types of sources, since
memoirists often confuse dates, names of actors, attribute the actions of some individuals to others,
and misrepresent the sequence and chronology of events.

With regard to the problem of the famine of the 1930s in the Kazakh ASSR, due to the specific
nature of this topic, only a limited number of memoir testimonies of eyewitnesses to the Great Famine
are available, primarily because discussion of this subject was prohibited in the Soviet Union. During
the period of independence, the scarcity of such sources has also been influenced by demographic
factors, including the declining number of eyewitnesses as a result of natural mortality, the temporal
distance of the events, their short duration, the lack of literary skills or conditions for creative work
among many surviving participants, the limited number of field expeditions conducted by historians
to collect oral testimonies, and other factors.

Nevertheless, recollections of the famine are embedded in many memoirs of prominent
historical figures of Kazakhstan, in particular in the works of D. A. Kunaev, “About My Time” (1992)
and “From Stalin to Gorbachev” (1994). He wrote: “My studies in Moscow coincided with the most
difficult period in the life of the republic and the country—the period of forced collectivization.
Information about the extremely dire situation of the population reached us, Moscow students. |
received letters from my parents describing the immense suffering of the inhabitants of auls and
villages who were starving and dying of hunger. [ was able to judge the scale of the unfolding disaster
myself when I visited my parents during the holidays in the village of Turgen, Enbekshi-Kazakh
District of Alma-Ata Region. Here, in 1932—-1933, many people died of hunger in the villages of
Baltabai and Malovodnoye, as well as in the auls of the district” (Kunaev, 1992: 17).

On March 12, 2021, the Institute of History and Ethnology named after Ch. Ch. Valikhanov
hosted a presentation of the collection of memoirs “Asharshylyk in the Aulie-Ata Region” (Aulie-
Ata eHipinzeri amapbsuibik), prepared by scholars of the Institute under the leadership of the well-
known publicist T. Baikulov. This publication represents a continuation of an earlier volume released
in 2017 (Baikulov, 2017). The book brings together memoirs of descendants of eyewitnesses and
witnesses of the famine of the early 1930s, recorded during field expeditions across districts of
Zhambyl Region, photographs of respondents, and newly identified archival materials.

Individual recollections of victims and eyewitnesses of the famine are also included in a number
of historical studies. Among them is the research by Professor S. Cameron of the University of
Maryland, “The Hungry Steppe: Famine, Violence, and the Making of Soviet Kazakhstan” (2020).
Referring to Mukhamet Shayakhmetov, she notes: “Everyone was now concerned with only one
thing: how to find food for tomorrow—or for today, or immediately, to stave off the pangs of hunger.
Even the kindest people and closest friends and relatives could no longer help one another” (Cameron,
2020: 148). She also cites excerpts from the memoirs of Koken Belgibayev, the renowned Kazakh
writer Zeitin Akishev, Khalim Akhmedov, and Vera Richter, which confirm instances of cannibalism
among starving Kazakhs, as well as shocking lines from Agnes Mironova, the wife of the deputy
plenipotentiary representative of the OGPU in the Kazakh ASSR, describing the luxurious conditions
of their journey through the Hungry Steppe in Pullman railway cars with abundant food (Cameron,
2020: 151).

The recollections of Kazakh writers Gafu Kairbekov concerning his conversations with Gabit
Musrepov about the famine, as well as those of Galym Akhmedov and Alzhappar Abishev, are woven
into the documentary narrative of the well-known Karaganda poet, writer, and publicist Valery
Fedorovich Mikhailov, “Chronicle of the Great Zhut” (1990). Describing his work on the book, he
noted: “At that time, I began collecting ‘living documents’—testimonies of those who survived the
ordeal. Then I immersed myself in the Pushkin Library, working through newspaper archives of the
1920s and 1930s. In short, I read everything possible about that period, from 1925 to 1933, when
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Goloshchekin served as First Secretary of the Kazkraikom of the Party.” Mikhailov’s book went
through four editions in Russian and was also translated into Kazakh by T. Aitbayuly and published
in 1992.

Based on memoir materials, the prominent Kazakh writer and playwright Smagul Yelubay
completed by 1990 a novel-trilogy in the Kazakh language entitled “Agboz Uy” (“The Lonely Yurt”),
in which he reconstructed his family’s journey from Western Kazakhstan to Karakalpakstan and
onward to Turkmenistan in search of food during the famine.

Eyewitness accounts have also appeared in mass media in the form of interviews and personal
stories. Thus, in 2017, the Russian-language portal InoSMI.ru, which publishes materials by Western
journalists, featured an article by American journalist Joanna Lillis, who resides in Almaty, entitled
“Kazakhstan: An Eyewitness Account of the Great Famine of the 1930s.” In the article, the author
presents an interview-based memoir of Nurziya Kazhibayeva, who at the age of six was forced to flee
to China with her family, and also discusses the causes of the famine in conversations with historians,
including Academician T. Omarbekov, writer S. Yelubay, and others.

In 2018, the portal Zakon.kz published a feature article entitled “Let Us Slaughter Our Son and
Eat Him”: The History of the Famine in Kazakhstan, which presented, through the words of Sh.
Orazbekuly, a labor veteran from the Tolebi District of Turkestan Region, the story of a Kazakh elder.
This story, heard by Orazbekuly in the 1960s in the Jizzakh Region of the Uzbek SSR, recounts the
flight of a man with his wife and children from the vicinity of Arkalyk to grain-rich Uzbekistan:

“I come from distant Arkalyk. In the 1930s, famine also tightened its grip on our family. We
heard from people that if one worked in Tashkent, one would not die of hunger. One day I took my
wife and our only three-year-old son and set off on the road. We spent the nights wherever we could.
We walked on foot for forty days. We took turns carrying the child on our backs. The food we had
taken with us ran out, and out of desperation we dug up grass roots and ate them. Our bodies swelled
from malnutrition. I nearly lost my mind from hunger and exhaustion. ‘Rather than all of us perishing
at once, let us slaughter our son and eat him,” I began persuading my wife. ‘If we survive, we are still
young—God willing, we will have more children,” I said. Suddenly my wife became frightened,
jumped to her feet, grabbed the child, pressed him tightly to her chest, and, in tears, ran away from
me in an unknown direction. I did not take my eyes off her and dragged myself after her. On the third
day, horsemen raising clouds of dust appeared in the distance... Dragging my legs with the last of
my strength, I reached them... When we had somewhat recovered, we were given bread soaked in
water... After staying in that aul for some time, we went on to Tashkent, found work with a well-to-
do man, and lived there...”

The search for additional memoir testimonies of the famine may be continued.

Let us now turn to memoir accounts preserved in the personal collections of the Central State
Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan. From the memoir album “Years, People, Fates” by the
aforementioned Tatyana Nevadovskaya, it follows that at the age of nineteen, in 1932, she lived
together with her father, a professor, in the aul of Shymdaulet near Alma-Ata, where she directly
encountered starving Kazakh nomads. She described this tragedy as follows:

“Early spring of 1933. I was walking with one of the specialists, and I had a camera with me.
On the road sat a Kazakh man, exhausted and emaciated. He was barely dragging himself back from
field work, utterly weakened, groaning, begging for food and water. I handed the camera to my
companion and hurried to bring some water. The Kazakh drank greedily. I did not notice when my
companion took a photograph of me. I rushed home again to bring the starving man a piece of bread
and some sugar. When I returned with the bread, he was already dead.”

The famine in Semipalatinsk and its surroundings is also described in deeply emotional terms
by the Honored Artist of the Kazakh SSR, Abdrakhman Asimzhanov. As noted above, at the age of
seventeen he was a student at the Semipalatinsk Construction College. From his mentor, Shkirtov, he
heard about the requisitioning of food and livestock from Kazakhs, who in search of survival rushed
to Russian cities such as Rubtsovsk, Barnaul, and Biysk, as well as to Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, and
beyond the borders of the Soviet Union—to China and Iran. Shkirtov witnessed crowds of starving
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people and corpses on the streets of the city of Zhanasemey on the Irtysh River (known until 1927 as
the city of Alash).

These grim reports deeply disturbed the young man, whose parents lived in that town. He set
out for his native places with supplies of bread obtained at the college:

“With six loaves of bread and thirty rubles in assistance, I set out from the city toward
Semeytau, about thirty kilometers away. I walked briskly, hoping to reach the station of old Imanbai
by nightfall. I sweated while crossing Karasu. I hoped I would not fall ill when the sweat froze. The
land was white, the sky was white. There was not a single living soul in sight. Only a few snow-
covered hills lay scattered in the deserted steppe, standing as if they had sworn never to reveal what
they had seen. Even the cloud-covered peak of Semeytau seemed lost in heavy thought. When 1
noticed an elderly man and a young boy, their bodies half-buried in the snow by the roadside, my
body shuddered and my heart sank. I wiped the clear beads streaming down my cheeks with my
sleeve, recited the prayer I had been carrying in my thoughts, and passed my hand over my face. The
fur hats on their heads indicated that they belonged to the Karakesek clan.”

Already on the outskirts of the city, he encountered a starving Kazakh woman whom he,
together with a kind Russian woman named Nina Ivanovna, protected from the beating of a drunken
Russian man who suspected her of cannibalism. She told her bitter story of losing two sons and her
husband at the foot of Mount Semeytau. The young man’s native aul had become deserted; the
familiar barking of dogs was no longer heard, and traces of mass death were visible everywhere. On
his way back home, among the fresh bodies of people who had died of hunger, Abdrakhman noticed
a living infant whose faint whimper he heard. He picked up the child, chewed bread in his mouth, and
placed it into the baby’s mouth, but the child soon fell silent forever. These are far from all the bitter
details of everyday life in Soviet Kazakhstan during the 1930s.

While reading the memoirs of the People’s Poetess of the Kazakh SSR, Mariam
Khakimzhanova, one becomes fully immersed in the narrative fabric of the famine of the 1930s,
which proved to be a profound emotional shock for a student of the workers’ faculty of the Kazakh
Pedagogical Institute. According to her recollections, in the spring of 1932 the streets of Alma-Ata
were permeated with a nauseating stench of decomposing bodies, as during the winter no one had
collected or buried them. The entire area around the city’s only public bathhouse was covered with
the bodies of Kazakhs who had died of starvation.

Together with other students, Mariam, under the leadership of the secretary of the party
committee, Akkoshkarov, was assigned by decision of the Alma-Ata party committee to a special
brigade, each consisting of ten people, tasked with collecting the bodies. On Talgarskaya Street, near
a nursery, they gathered nine small corpses of Kazakh children and transported them on carts
harnessed either to donkeys or oxen to the Red Cross, where trucks already filled to the brim with
bodies were standing. Even more harrowing lines follow, which for ethical reasons are left
untranslated here (Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan, 85: 8). Khakimzhanova also
cites accounts conveyed by the writers B. Mailin and G. Musrepov, who traveled during the height
of the famine to her native Kostanay Region, where, according to their words, no more than 25 percent
of the population remained alive (CSARK, 85: 11).

According to Khakimzhanova’s memoirs, many bodies of those who had perished were
concealed beneath a crust of ice, which the young people broke with iron shovels and then excavated
with wooden ones. On one occasion, they uncovered the body of a man about sixty years old who
was embracing his deceased seven- or eight-year-old son with one arm, while tightly clutching a
dombra in the other. Akkoshkarov, whose first name the poetess no longer recalled, understood the
spiritual significance of the dombra for Kazakhs and therefore ordered that the man be buried together
with the instrument. Many mothers, unable to endure the hunger deaths of their children, hanged
themselves from trees out of grief. One group returning from the direction of Kaskelen reported that
they had found three bodies among the trees: a Kazakh woman lying together with her son and
daughter in a dense grove; both children had died, swollen and emaciated. Having covered her
daughter’s face with a headscarf and her son’s face with a sleeveless jacket, the mother had then
hanged herself from the same tree. Upon hearing this, Akkoshkarov took a handkerchief from his
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pocket, wiped away his tears, and rose to his feet. Everyone present at the meeting stood up as well,
expressing sorrow and respect (CSARK, 85: 8).

At that time, students ate at the student canteen, around which the plaintive cries of starving
people—“Bread! Bread!”—were constantly heard. In such conditions, many young women found it
impossible to swallow even a piece of bread; they themselves went hungry and shared their food with
the starving, although the students’ own meals were extremely modest—for example, soup was
sometimes made from animal skulls. It should be noted that a comparative analysis of the three
memoir sketches contained in this archival file, each supplementing the others with specific details
without deviating from the core narrative, demonstrates the objectivity of the facts presented and their
correspondence to the grim reality of those years.

Recollections of the years of national calamity were also left by the well-known writer A.
Nurshaikhov, who wrote: “Famine came to the aul. After midsummer, refugees began to arrive in the
village. Women and men, starving and emaciated people passed through our aul on their way from
the railway junction toward Zhangyztobe station. At first, the villagers welcomed them with open
arms, sharing their last grains of food. They took the starving into their homes. Later, they themselves
became hungry.” As can be seen, as a ten-year-old boy he recorded his perception of events,
marveling at the influx of starving migrant families into their aul, with whom they shared shelter.

He further noted that a sign of the times was the disappearance of dogs, which had previously
greeted travelers with loud barking; they became food for the destitute: “In our household there used
to be a large black-and-white dog named Mailyayak... This time, Mailyayak did not come out to
greet me. Even when a cart drawn by two horses rattled into the yard, there was no sound from
Mailyayak or any other dogs. Dogs are the village’s bell, and that bell no longer rang. Later I learned
that our Mailyayak, along with the other dogs, had been killed and eaten by the starving people
streaming through the village. After that, I noticed that livestock in the aul had diminished, people
had grown fewer and more emaciated. Formerly tall figures seemed to have shrunk, and wide-open
eyes appeared sunken. Even the familiar silhouettes of some of my elders were no longer to be seen”
(CSARK, 3:11).

Conclusion. Thus, within the framework of the ongoing project “Kazakh Nomadic Migrants in
the Republics of Central Asia and Russia during the Mass Famine of the Early 1930s: Residence and
Adaptation,” as well as other projects on related topics, substantial work remains to be done. This
includes the extraction of retrospective memoir-based information about the famine from personal
archival collections and published books, the search for relatives of famine victims, and conducting
interviews with them in order to expand the documentary corpus on the great tragedy experienced by
the Kazakh and other peoples during the Soviet period. Such efforts are essential for reconstructing
the everyday life of famine eyewitnesses who, by the will of fate, found themselves in relatively more
favorable conditions than their compatriots—unwilling victims of famine and hostages of the Stalinist
regime.

At the same time, it is evident that memoir sources do not present the chain of cause-and-effect
relationships that led to the tragedy of famine in a logical or systematic sequence. However, they
immerse the researcher in everyday life and help to understand the ways of thinking and patterns of
behavior of people of that era, revealing the depth of human suffering, the empathy shown by some,
or, conversely, exposing the callousness and indifference of others to the suffering of the starving.

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Abstract. Introduction. The article examines the policy of the Soviet government in the livestock
sector of the Uzbek SSR in 1917-1991 and its impact on traditional forms of animal husbandry that
had developed among the Uzbek population over centuries. It briefly highlights the importance of
livestock breeding in the life of Turkic peoples and demonstrates how the colonial policy of the
Russian Empire and the subsequent transformation of the region into a cotton raw-material base
undermined the sustainable development of the sector. Purpose and objectives. The purpose of the
study is to analyze the main directions and mechanisms of Soviet agrarian policy in livestock
breeding, identify their socio-economic consequences, and reveal the specifics of crisis phenomena
in the sector. The objectives include examining the impact of “war communism”, land—water reforms,
collectivization, five-year plans, post-war campaigns (including the “corn policy”), and the measures
of the “Perestroika” period on the state of livestock breeding, as well as analyzing statistical data on
livestock numbers, production volumes, and levels of consumer supply. Results. The study shows
that in 1917-1945 livestock breeding in the Uzbek SSR experienced a deep crisis caused by wars,
droughts, forced collectivization, and the requisitioning of agricultural products under the policy of
“war communism.” In the post-war decades, despite some increase in livestock numbers and attempts
at industrialization (livestock complexes, mechanization, electrification), the sector remained
chronically underdeveloped: fixed state prices, fodder shortages, weak breeding practices, low
efficiency of kolkhozes and sovkhozes, and the superiority of household farming resulted in low
productivity and insufficient consumption levels of livestock products among the population.
Systemic problems such as slow industrialization, lack of incentives, falsified reporting, unresolved
veterinary and zootechnical issues, unfinished construction of complexes, and inefficient use of
resources are analyzed. Conclusions. It is concluded that the Soviet economic model failed to ensure
sustainable development of livestock breeding in the Uzbek SSR: administrative-command methods,
prioritization of quantitative indicators over qualitative ones, lack of material incentives, and
structural management defects led the sector into a prolonged crisis reflected in low profitability,
shortages of livestock products, and significant lag in consumption levels compared to all-Union and
international indicators.

Introduction. Inclusive education has become a central pillar of contemporary global
educational policy, reflecting a shift from segregated schooling toward equitable participation for all
learners. Key international documents - including the United Nations Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities (United Nations, 2006) and the Sustainable Development Goals,
particularly SDG 4 - emphasize the right of children with disabilities to inclusive, high-quality
education within mainstream settings (United Nations, 2015). The UN Committee on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities (2016) further clarifies that inclusion requires active participation, social
engagement, and the removal of structural and attitudinal barriers. These frameworks collectively
reinforce the growing global consensus that educational systems must address diversity not as an
exception but as a fundamental characteristic of modern schooling.

Within this broader context, the inclusion of children with Down syndrome holds particular
significance. Down syndrome is associated with a unique developmental profile characterized by
strengths in social motivation and visual learning, alongside challenges in expressive language,
working memory, and abstract reasoning (Hughes, 2006). Research consistently highlights that
inclusive settings can leverage these strengths by providing rich opportunities for peer modelling,
natural communication, and social participation. Empirical evidence demonstrates that early and
continuous inclusion is associated with improved language development, adaptive functioning, and
academic progress (de Graaf et al., 2013). More recent insights further confirm that children with
Down syndrome benefit from structured support systems, consistent routines, and emotionally
supportive environments within mainstream classrooms (Markovi¢, 2025). Accordingly, the quality
of inclusion not merely the placement itself - plays a decisive role in shaping developmental
outcomes.

Despite these well-established benefits, inclusion remains highly variable across educational
systems, particularly in post-Soviet contexts such as Azerbaijan. Historically, the Soviet model relied
on segregated special institutions, resulting in limited societal awareness, rigid educational structures,
and minimal teacher preparation for working with diverse learners. Although Azerbaijan has adopted
progressive policies aligned with international frameworks, implementation at the school level
remains uneven and fragmented (Yudina, Alekhina, 2016). Many mainstream schools - especially in
urban areas like Baku - have begun enrolling children with Down syndrome, yet these placements
often lack the pedagogical, organizational, and resource-based structures necessary for meaningful
participation.

Teacher preparedness emerges as one of the most significant determinants of inclusion quality.
International literature shows that teachers’ attitudes, expectations, and instructional decisions
strongly influence whether children with intellectual disabilities experience genuine inclusion or
subtle marginalization (Avramidis, Norwich, 2002; Florian, Black-Hawkins, 2011). In many
Azerbaijani schools, teachers express positive intentions but report feeling ill-equipped to
differentiate instruction, adapt materials, or manage communication challenges associated with Down
syndrome. These concerns mirror broader patterns identified in comparative studies across Europe
and Asia, which underscore that inclusive pedagogy requires not only technical competence but also
reflective practice, emotional responsiveness, and a commitment to fostering classroom belonging
(Schwab, 2018).

The emotional climate of the classroom plays a particularly critical role. Research indicates that
teachers who demonstrate warmth, patience, and emotional attunement create conditions in which
children with Down syndrome develop stronger peer relationships and experience lower levels of
social isolation (Yudina, Alekhina, 2016). Such relational factors interact with structural elements -
including class size, availability of support staff, and access to individualized education plans - to
determine the extent to which inclusion is successful. Whole-school models of inclusion emphasize
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the importance of coordinated leadership, shared values, professional learning communities, and
systemic support mechanisms (de Boer, Munk, 2022). These models are especially relevant for
countries undergoing educational transformation, where fragmented practices often stem from a lack
of institutional coherence.

Family—school collaboration is another essential but underdeveloped component of inclusive
education in Azerbaijan. Parents of children with Down syndrome frequently highlight both positive
experiences - such as increased communication skills, confidence, and emotional stability - and
persistent challenges including inconsistent teacher communication, limited peer interaction, and
unclear academic expectations. The literature emphasizes that successful inclusion requires strong,
structured partnerships between families and schools, encompassing shared decision-making, regular
feedback, and mutual trust (Epstein, 2018; Hornby, 2011). Barriers such as time constraints, lack of
information, or differing expectations often hinder parental involvement (Hornby, Lafaele, 2011).
These dynamics are particularly salient in the Azerbaijani context, where formal mechanisms for
family engagement remain limited.

Despite the challenges, promising developments are emerging. Teachers increasingly express
willingness to learn inclusive strategies, school leaders are beginning to recognize the importance of
supportive environments, and parents are becoming more active advocates for their children’s rights.
These shifts echo global research demonstrating that inclusive education not only promotes academic
achievement but also fosters broader social goals such as community cohesion, civic participation,
and respect for diversity.

Against this backdrop, the present study examines how children with Down syndrome
experience social inclusion within Azerbaijani public primary schools. It explores teacher readiness,
school-level structures, peer interactions, and parental perspectives, situating these findings within
both international research and post-Soviet educational realities. By illuminating the factors that
shape everyday school experiences, the study contributes nuanced insights that can guide
policymakers, practitioners, and families in strengthening inclusive education. Ultimately, the goal is
to support the transformation of inclusion from a policy aspiration into a lived, equitable, and
empowering reality for children with Down syndrome.

Materials and Methods. This study was conducted using a qualitative research approach,
chosen for its ability to capture the nuanced social and emotional dimensions of inclusion that cannot
be adequately represented through numerical methods alone. Because the experiences of children
with Down syndrome in mainstream classrooms are shaped by everyday interactions, school culture,
and individual teacher perceptions, a flexible and exploratory methodological framework was
essential. The research drew on grounded theory principles, allowing patterns and themes to emerge
naturally from the data rather than being predetermined by the researcher.

The study took place in four public primary schools located in different districts of Baku. These
schools were intentionally selected to represent a range of socio-economic contexts and to ensure that
each setting had at least one child with a confirmed diagnosis of Down syndrome learning in a
mainstream classroom. This diversity of environments made it possible to observe inclusion practices
under different administrative styles, classroom climates, and levels of institutional experience with
inclusive education.

Participants included teachers, school principals, and parents of children with Down syndrome.
Teachers were selected because of their direct involvement in classroom instruction and their central
role in shaping daily inclusive practices. Principals participated to provide insight into school-level
policies, leadership attitudes, and the structural support available to teachers. Parents were included
to capture the family perspective and to better understand how schooling influenced children’s social
development, communication skills, and emotional well-being. Although the study did not involve
direct interviews with children, their participation was observed closely through classroom
interactions, transitions, and peer engagement.

A purposive sampling strategy ensured that all participants had firsthand experience with Down
syndrome inclusion. For teachers and parents, participation required direct involvement with the
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child’s education; for schools, the presence of at least one child with Down syndrome was a necessary
condition. This approach allowed the study to focus on authentic, context-specific experiences while
maintaining coherence across cases.

Data were collected using three complementary methods: semi-structured interviews,
classroom observations, and document review. The semi-structured interviews allowed participants
to describe their experiences in depth while also giving space for unexpected or unique insights to
emerge. Interviews were conducted in Azerbaijani, lasted between 30 and 45 minutes, and were
recorded with consent. Classroom observations provided a real-time understanding of how teachers
responded to students’ needs, how peers interacted with children with Down syndrome, and how
classroom routines and emotional climate affected participation. These observations were conducted
unobtrusively to avoid altering the natural classroom dynamic. Document review was used where
relevant; although formal Individualized Education Plans were absent in most schools, available
lesson notes and informal adaptation strategies helped contextualize teacher planning.

Thematic analysis, based on Braun and Clarke’s framework, guided the analysis process.
Interview transcripts and observation notes were read repeatedly to identify meaningful statements,
which were then coded and organized into emerging themes. A cross-case comparison approach
helped reveal similarities and differences between the four schools. International literature on
inclusive education informed the interpretation of findings and supported the identification of broader
patterns, particularly those seen in post-Soviet and resource-limited education systems.

To ensure trustworthiness, the study incorporated several strategies, including triangulation
across participant groups and data sources, member checking with participants to validate
interpretations, and peer debriefing with researchers familiar with inclusive education. Detailed
contextual descriptions were included to support the transferability of findings. Ethical approval was
obtained from the relevant committee at the Azerbaijan State Pedagogical University, and all
participants provided informed consent. Personal identifiers were removed from transcripts and
observation notes to maintain confidentiality and protect the privacy of all individuals involved.

Results. The findings of this study reveal a layered and interdependent picture of how children with
Down syndrome experience daily life in mainstream primary schools in Baku. The results indicate that social
inclusion is shaped not only by the child’s individual characteristics but also by the attitudes, actions, and levels
of preparedness of the adults around them, as well as the broader institutional environment. Across the four
participating schools, several patterns emerged consistently, regardless of school size or district.

One of the most prominent insights relates to teachers’ sense of preparedness. Although
teachers expressed genuine goodwill and a desire to support inclusion, most acknowledged that they
felt untrained and often unsure about how to adapt lessons or manage communication and behavioural
differences effectively. Their approaches tended to rely on intuition and improvisation rather than
structured strategies. This created notable inconsistencies within and across classrooms: in some
cases, teachers offered thoughtful adaptations and emotional guidance, while in others they struggled
to find ways to engage the child meaningfully during lessons. These differences strongly influenced
children’s participation, with those in more supportive classrooms demonstrating noticeably greater
confidence and engagement.

Peer interactions played a crucial role in shaping inclusion outcomes. In classrooms where
teachers modelled warmth, patience, and positive social behaviours, children with Down syndrome
were observed initiating communication, responding to peers, and participating willingly during
group activities. The tone set by the teacher appeared to guide how classmates responded: where the
emotional climate was encouraging, peers tended to welcome the child, help during activities, and
display curiosity without judgment. In contrast, more rigid or highly structured classrooms - where
the teacher’s focus was primarily on discipline or curriculum completion - offered fewer natural
openings for peer connection. In such environments, children with Down syndrome often remained
on the periphery, participating only when prompted or withdrawing when tasks became
overwhelming.

The institutional environment further shaped these experiences. None of the schools had formal
Individualized Education Plans in place, which left teachers without a clear roadmap for supporting
the child’s learning or behaviour. The absence of structured planning tools meant that decisions about
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adaptation, goal setting, or progress monitoring depended largely on individual teacher initiative.
School leadership varied in its engagement with inclusion. In some schools, principals actively
supported teachers by allowing flexible seating arrangements, encouraging collaboration, or
attempting to connect families with specialists outside school. In others, inclusion was viewed more
as a procedural requirement than a pedagogical priority, resulting in minimal guidance or resource
allocation.

Parents’ perspectives provided additional depth to the findings. Many described noticeable
improvements in their children’s social confidence, communication skills, and willingness to
participate in daily routines since entering mainstream school. Despite these positive changes, parents
consistently emphasized challenges related to limited peer interactions outside structured activities,
unclear communication from teachers about progress, and occasional instances of subtle exclusion.
Some parents felt well-supported and informed, while others reported that they only received
feedback in moments of difficulty rather than through ongoing collaboration. The variability in
family—school communication paralleled the broader inconsistencies observed within classroom
instruction and school leadership.

Across all data sources, a common pattern emerged: inclusion in these schools is developing
but remains fragile, sustained largely by individual acts of goodwill rather than a systematic or
coordinated effort. Teachers’ emotional responsiveness played a central role in supporting
participation, but without institutional structures such as training, specialist support, or individualized
plans these efforts were difficult to maintain consistently. Peer interactions were highly dependent on
teacher facilitation, and parents expressed a clear desire for more structured communication and
collaboration.

Overall, the findings illustrate that while meaningful social inclusion is possible and already
occurring in many small ways, it is not yet fully embedded in school culture or practice. The
experiences of children with Down syndrome in mainstream classrooms remain highly contingent on
the attitudes and capacities of the adults around them, highlighting the need for coordinated reforms
across classroom, school, and system levels.

Discussion. The findings of this study demonstrate that the social inclusion of children with
Down syndrome in public primary schools in Baku is shaped by a complex interplay of teacher
readiness, institutional structures, peer dynamics, and family involvement. Although teachers
generally express a positive attitude toward inclusion, the absence of systematic training and the lack
of formal support mechanisms create significant challenges in translating inclusive principles into
effective daily practice. This disconnect between policy commitments and practical implementation
echoes patterns observed in many post-Soviet and developing educational systems, where structural
reforms often outpace the preparedness of practitioners (Yudina, Alekhina, 2016).

One of the most salient findings concerns the teachers’ need for professional competence in
differentiated instruction and communication strategies. Teachers frequently rely on intuitive, trial-
and-error approaches due to the absence of specialized training in intellectual disabilities and
inclusive pedagogy. This aligns with broader research indicating that teacher preparedness is a
determining factor in the success of inclusive education (Avramidis, Norwich, 2002; Florian, Black-
Hawkins, 2011). International scholarship emphasizes that inclusion requires not only positive
attitudes but also concrete pedagogical skills, confidence, and ongoing institutional support. In

Azerbaijan, however, teacher education programmes remain heavily theory-based and rarely offer
practical modules or supervised placements involving children with developmental disabilities. As a
result, educators face difficulties in adapting materials, managing communication barriers, and
facilitating meaningful peer interactions.

Another key finding relates to the emotional climate of the classroom. Observations revealed
that children with Down syndrome experienced higher levels of peer engagement in classrooms where
teachers demonstrated patience, warmth, and positive reinforcement. This supports existing studies
which show that emotional responsiveness creates environments that promote belonging and reduce
social isolation for learners with intellectual disabilities (Schwab, 2018). In contrast, classrooms
characterized by teacher stress, rigid discipline, or limited interaction tended to marginalize or
passively exclude children with Down syndrome, even when they were physically present in
mainstream settings. Therefore, the study underscores that inclusion is not merely a structural
arrangement but a relational and affective process shaped by teacher behaviour and peer culture.

A particularly striking result of the study is the near absence of Individualized Education Plans
(IEPs) across the observed schools. Only a small minority of institutions used systematic planning
tools to support children with Down syndrome. This lack severely limits the potential for tailored
instruction, consistent progress monitoring, and coordination among teachers, specialists, and
parents. Research suggests that structured planning frameworks particularly IEPs play a critical role
in ensuring that children with intellectual disabilities receive appropriate accommodations,
behavioural support, and learning targets (Raver et al., 2020). Without such mechanisms, inclusion
remains largely dependent on individual teacher initiative, leading to considerable variation in
practice both within and across schools.

Parental perspectives provided further insight into the multifaceted nature of inclusion. While
many parents noted improvements in communication skills, confidence, and emotional stability,
others expressed concerns about limited peer interaction and unclear academic expectations. This
variation reflects broader patterns identified in the literature, where parental satisfaction often
depends on the extent of school-family collaboration (Epstein, 2018; Hornby, 2011). The findings
show that formal communication channels and collaborative planning practices are not well
established in Azerbaijani primary schools. As a result, parents often rely on informal conversations
or personal observations rather than structured feedback. Strengthening these partnerships is essential
because effective family—school collaboration serves as a protective factor for children with
developmental disabilities and contributes to more successful inclusion outcomes (Hornby,
Lafaele, 2011).

Institutionally, the study reveals systemic gaps that hinder effective inclusion. Schools lack
consistent policies, special support staff, and resource centres. Classroom sizes are large, and teachers
often manage multiple responsibilities without administrative or specialist assistance. These
challenges mirror those documented in international studies of inclusive education in resource-limited
contexts, where institutional constraints significantly restrict the potential for sustainable reform
(de Boer, Munk, 2022). Moreover, leadership engagement varies considerably across schools: some
principals support inclusive reforms and encourage teacher development, while others treat inclusion
merely as compliance with ministerial directives. This inconsistency affects school culture and
ultimately shapes how children with Down syndrome experience daily life in mainstream classrooms.

Despite these barriers, several positive developments suggest emerging opportunities for
progress. Teachers’ growing willingness to engage in inclusive practices and school leaders’
increasing awareness of the importance of supportive environments represent important shifts in
professional culture. Moreover, parents are becoming more active in advocating for their children’s
rights and demanding better collaboration from schools. These developments reflect the early stages
of a broader transformation in Azerbaijan’s educational landscape toward more inclusive and child-
centred approaches. International research shows that such shifts often precede more systematic
reforms, including improvements in teacher training curricula, school-level support structures, and
national policy implementation (Florian, Black-Hawkins, 2011).
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Taken together, the study’s findings highlight that meaningful inclusion of children with Down
syndrome requires coordinated efforts at multiple levels. At the classroom level, teachers need
ongoing professional development focusing on differentiated instruction, communication strategies,
behaviour management, and emotional support. At the institutional level, schools require stronger
leadership engagement, the introduction of IEPs, and access to specialist support. At the system level,
policy implementation must be supported with resources, monitoring, and accountability mechanisms
to ensure that inclusive education moves beyond rhetoric.

Finally, the study contributes to the growing literature on inclusive education in post-Soviet and
developing countries by offering a nuanced examination of the contextual, cultural, and institutional
factors shaping inclusion in Azerbaijan. It emphasizes that inclusion is not simply about placing
students in mainstream environments but about ensuring that they participate meaningfully, develop
socially, and receive equitable learning opportunities. As Azerbaijan continues to reform its education
system, these findings can inform policy development, teacher training, and community engagement
to create more inclusive and supportive environments for children with Down syndrome.

Conclusion. The findings of this study show that the social inclusion of children with Down
syndrome in mainstream primary schools in Baku is shaped by a combination of personal,
pedagogical, and institutional factors. While there is growing awareness and willingness among
teachers, parents, and school leaders to support inclusion, the everyday experiences observed in
classrooms reveal that meaningful inclusion is still evolving and often depends on the individual
efforts of committed teachers rather than on system-wide structures.

One of the most important insights from the research is the gap between positive attitudes
toward inclusion and the practical readiness required to make it effective. Teachers demonstrated
empathy and a genuine desire to help, yet the absence of training in differentiated instruction,
communication strategies, and behaviour support limited their ability to meet the needs of children
with Down syndrome consistently. Without sustained professional development and access to
specialist guidance, inclusion risks remaining inconsistent and dependent on informal, improvised
approaches.

The study also highlights the critical role of emotional climate in shaping children’s
participation. Children with Down syndrome were most engaged and socially connected in
classrooms where teachers modelled patience, warmth, and encouragement. These observations
reinforce the idea that inclusion is not achieved solely by placing a child in a mainstream environment,
but through the creation of emotionally safe and responsive learning spaces that invite participation
and respect individual differences.

Institutional factors further influenced inclusion outcomes. The absence of Individualized
Education Plans, limited availability of specialist support, and variations in leadership engagement
created significant inequalities between classrooms and schools. Without structured planning tools,
coordinated communication, and clear learning goals, teachers and families are left without the
foundation needed to support children with Down syndrome in a systematic and sustainable way.
Strengthening school-level support systems, developing inclusive policies, and ensuring leadership
commitment will be essential for moving inclusion beyond isolated examples of good practice.

Parents provided valuable perspectives that underscored both the benefits and the limitations of
current inclusion practices. Many noticed positive changes in their children’s communication,
confidence, and social engagement. At the same time, they expressed a need for clearer
communication with teachers, more regular feedback, and greater involvement in planning their
child’s learning. Building stronger family—school partnerships is critical for ensuring that children
receive consistent support across home and school environments.

Taken together, these findings highlight that inclusive education in Azerbaijan is progressing,
but remains at an early developmental stage. Sustainable change will require action across multiple
levels: teacher training programs must incorporate inclusive pedagogy and practical experience;
schools must adopt structured planning tools and ensure consistent leadership support; and families
must be meaningfully included in decision-making processes. Moving forward, a system-wide
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commitment to equity, collaboration, and professional learning will be essential for creating
environments where children with Down syndrome are not only present but fully engaged, supported,
and valued as active members of the school community.
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Abstract. Introduction. After the fall of the Dzungar Khanate, relations between the Kazakhs and the
Alatau Kyrgyz, who had previously at times united against Oirat-Kalmyk raids in the 17th—18th
centuries, sharply deteriorated. The main cause of the conflict was the struggle for pastures and
wintering grounds in Semirechye, which became vacant after the departure of the Dzungars. While
in the late 1750s these territories were controlled by the Kazakhs of the Senior Zhuz, by the early
1760s territorial disputes escalated into open military confrontation. The goal and objective. The
purpose of the study is to examine Abylai’s relations with the Alatau Kyrgyz based on Russian
archival materials and to introduce rare and little-studied evidence concerning Abylai’s activities in
this region. To achieve this, the research analyzes archival documents, reconstructs the political
context, and identifies the features of Kazakh-Kyrgyz interactions during this period. Results. The
source base consists of documents from the State Historical Archive of the Omsk Region and the
State Archive of the Orenburg Region (the United State Archive of the Orenburg Region), as well as
published collections of archival materials. Their analysis made it possible to reveal new historical
data related to Abylai’s actions in the 1760s—1780s, to clarify the nature of his relations with the
Alatau Kyrgyz, and to demonstrate how the policy of the Russian Empire influenced the dynamics of
Kazakh-Kyrgyz relations. Conclusions. The examined archival materials provide deeper insight into
the complexity of the political situation in Semirechye after the fall of the Dzungars, refine our
understanding of Abylai’s role as both mediator and military leader, and broaden our knowledge of
mechanisms for resolving territorial conflicts between the Kazakhs and the Alatau Kyrgyz amid active
involvement of the Russian Empire.

Introduction. In 1758, the Dzungar state ceased to exist. After the disappearance of the
Dzungar threat, relations between the two peoples became more complicated. Whereas the presence
of a common enemy had previously often united the two related and neighboring peoples, this period
was marked by the emergence of constant conflicts. Both the Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz began to lay
claim to the lands left depopulated after the fall of the Dzungars. A struggle for control over trade in
Central Asia also began.

During the 1760s, incidents of livestock seizures from the Semirechye Kazakhs by Kyrgyz
detachments became more frequent, as did attacks on Kazakh trading caravans. These circumstances
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led to a significant escalation of Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations. In response to the situation, Ablai Khan
organized a series of military campaigns deep into territories controlled by Kyrgyz tribes. Qing
Chinese officials also played a role, making every effort to further exacerbate the confrontation,
which had already caused considerable suffering among the common people on both sides.

Materials and Methods. The source base of the study consists of a wide range of archival
documents and materials preserved in the collections of the Historical Archive of Omsk Oblast
(HAOO) and the State Archive of Orenburg Oblast (Unified State Archive of Orenburg Oblast,
GAOO). The main sources used in the research include the following archival fonds and files:

GAOO. Fund No. 3: “Orenburg Provincial Chancellery, Orenburg, Orenburg Province,
March 15, 1744—1782". In. No. 1. File No. 176: “Information on fugitive Russian subjects located
in China”, including materials related to the confirmation of Sultan Ablai of the Kirghiz-Kaisak
Middle Horde in the rank of khan,;

HAOO. Fund No. 1: Divisional Chancellery of the Commander of the Siberian Division and
the Lines of the Military Collegium, Omsk. In. No. 1. File No. 137: “Report on the inspection from
the Omsk Fortress to other settlements up to the city of Semipalatinsk”, as well as other documents
related to construction, trade, and military operations in the region;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 182: Reports and dispatches on attacks by Kyrgyz groups, including
information on permitted passage of Kyrgyz, the return of stolen property, and troop mobilization;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 169: Documents concerning the movement of Kyrgyz herds, lists of
those killed and captured, and correspondence on various issues related to Kyrgyz conflicts;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 176: Correspondence and reports, including information on territorial
delimitation, interrogations of prisoners, and investigations concerning fugitives from the Middle
Horde;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 184: Reports and dispatches on preparations by Kyrgyz and Kalmyks
for military campaigns, as well as data on horse thefts and threats of attacks;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 190: Documents on unrest among Bashkirs, Kyrgyz, and Kalmyks,
their intentions to resettle, and aspirations to separate from Russia;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 212: Correspondence and reports on the release of captives,
movement of herds, and other incidents in border regions;

Inventory No. 1. File No. 213: Documents of a confidential nature concerning interactions with
Kyrgyz who fled from China and intelligence operations in the steppe.

These documents constitute valuable sources that make it possible to examine in detail the
relations between Ablai Khan and the Alatau Kyrgyz in the 1760s—1780s. Their analysis has revealed
little-studied historical data, contributing to a deeper understanding of the political and military
activities of the Kazakh ruler Ablai in the region under consideration.

The methodological framework of the study is based on the principles of scientific historical
analysis objectivity, historicism, systematicity, and concreteness as well as on a value-oriented
approach applied in contemporary historical scholarship. These principles ensure a comprehensive
and objective examination of historical events, taking into account the full range of factors influencing
the activities of historical figures and their environment, and allow events to be considered in the
interconnection of all their structural elements.

This study employs a deductive method that views the history of the Kazakh Khanate as part of
world history, emphasizing its connections with the histories of other peoples and states. The
application of a deductive approach and cause-and-effect analysis enabled the author to reconstruct a
holistic picture of events and to recreate the historical reality in which Ablai Khan operated,
particularly in the context of his relations with the Alatau Kyrgyz in the 1760s—1780s.

Discussion. The historiography of the issue concerning the relations between Khan Ablai and
the Kyrgyz in the second half of the eighteenth century particularly his military campaigns and
diplomatic contacts - is presented in a number of scholarly works and studies. The fundamental
encyclopedic publication “Kyrgyzstan. Uluttuk Encyclopedia” (Asanov, 2006) examines in detail the
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issues of territorial disputes and conflicts between the Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz following the collapse
of the Dzungar Khanate. Volume IX of the encyclopedia contains data on Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations
in the 1760s—1780s.

The three-volume edition “History of Kyrgyzstan: From Ancient Times to the Present Day”
(Dzhumanaliev, 2016), edited by A. Dzhumanaliev, devotes special attention to the relations of the
Kyrgyz with neighboring peoples. Volume II analyzes Kazakh—Kyrgyz conflicts of the eighteenth
century, including Ablai Khan’s campaigns into the Alatau region. The authors emphasize the political
context and the causes of the escalation of relations, particularly those connected with claims to land
and resources.

The monograph by K. K. Abuev, “Ablai Khan: Contemporaries and Successors” (Abuev, 2013),
provides a detailed examination of the military strategies and political activities of Khan Ablai. The
work contains data concerning the relations between the Kazakhs and the Alatau Kyrgyz. The author
cites archival documents that shed light on the causes and course of military clashes during Ablai
Khan’s reign, analyzes the influence of external powers, and draws conclusions about the
consequences of these conflicts for the Kazakh Khanate.

In the study “Relations of the Kyrgyz People with Russia and Neighboring Peoples in the
Eighteenth Century” by D. B. Saparaliev (1995), various aspects of Kyrgyz interaction with Russia
and neighboring peoples, including the Kazakhs, are examined. The author explores the influence of
the Russian and Qing empires on Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations and highlights the role of diplomacy in
resolving conflicts.

In the book “The Kyrgyz in Chinese Written Sources” (Asanov, 2004), T. Asanov analyzes
Chinese sources related to the history of the Kyrgyz, including their interactions with the Kazakhs.
This study is important for identifying and analyzing external factors that influenced the nature of
Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations in the eighteenth century and complements data from Russian archival
sources. In the articles “Kyrgyz—Kazakh Relations and Border Issues in the 18th—19th Centuries”
(Asanov, 2003, 2006), T. Asanov examines territorial disputes between the Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz,
as well as the role of Khan Ablai in these conflicts. His research pays particular attention to Ablai’s
policies aimed at establishing control over border regions, as well as the diplomatic efforts that
accompanied military actions.

The works reviewed reflect various aspects of Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations in the eighteenth
century and cover issues of military conflicts, territorial disputes, diplomacy, and external influence.
The incorporation of archival documents and interdisciplinary approaches in modern research has
made it possible to create a more comprehensive picture of Ablai Khan’s relations with the Alatau
Kyrgyz. These studies provide a foundation for further analysis and interpretation of the political
activity of the Kazakh khan in the broader context of interaction with the Kyrgyz and other
neighboring peoples.

Results. The deterioration of Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations led to serious clashes between the two
sides in 1759, 1764, 1765, 1766, and 1768. In particular, settlements in the lower reaches of the Ili,
Chu, and Talas rivers became objects of dispute (Asanov, 2006: 53). In 1760, Kyrgyz groups attacked
the nomadic tribes of the Dulat and Konyrat clans, who lived along the banks of the Ili River as far
as the Chu and Talas rivers, as well as in the middle reaches of the Syr Darya. Ablai assembled
significant forces and launched a retaliatory campaign in August of the same year. The sultans of the
Kazakh Middle Zhuz invaded Kyrgyz territories and seized a large amount of booty (Dzhumanaliev,
2016: 200).

On April 10, 1760, Lieutenant I. Urakov and interpreter Ya. Gulyaev, who arrived on behalf of
Sultan Ablai, informed the Orenburg Provincial Chancellery of the intention of Kazakh Khan
Abulmambet and Sultan Ablai to wage war against the Kyrgyz, who were obstructing Kazakh trade
with Central Asia and Kashgaria. Their report stated: “Ablai announced that he intended to go to
Turkestan this spring, since from Kashgar and Yarkand Aikhoja and Kunikhoja have written to him,
the sultan, that due to attacks by the Chinese army the inhabitants of these cities are experiencing
great hardships, and that under strong military pressure these inhabitants have begun to leave their
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cities and seek refuge elsewhere. Moreover, people on this side of the cities of Yarkand and
Kashgaria, in the Kyrgyz mountains, are blocking the trade route to Tashkent, Turkestan, Bukhara,
and other cities. Therefore, in order to clear this route and pacify the Kyrgyz, they are calling upon
Ablai and Khan Abulmambet to come to their aid with troops” (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 88. Folio
662).

In response, in 1764 the Kyrgyz rulers attacked the nomadic camps of the Senior and Junior
Zhuzes three times in the Ili River valley. The Kyrgyz organized a campaign against the Zhetysu
Kazakhs, devastating the auls of the Naiman clan. In the summer of 1765, a 30,000-strong army under
the command of Ablai successfully attacked the Kyrgyz. He invaded Kyrgyz lands, crossing the
difficult Sarybel pass, where his advance was blocked by detachments led by elders Yesengul and
Yersadyr, as well as the renowned batyr Ateke-Zhyryk. In the ensuing battle, Ablai defeated the
Kyrgyz and compelled their leaders to conclude peace. This campaign is celebrated in the well-known
“Song of Ablai,” recorded by Ch.Ch. Valikhanov (Valikhanov, 1984: 265-272).

On September 21, 1765, Sultan Ablai wrote to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant
General L.I. Springer, describing the campaign against the Kyrgyz and outlining its causes. In
particular, Ablai wrote: “Furthermore, I report that this summer I intend to go on a campaign against
the Kyrgyz from my uluses and to see how well my Kazakhs live. For those Kyrgyz have inflicted
many offenses upon our people and do not allow any traders to come to us. Our people complain of
this, saying that they are greatly oppressed. Therefore, we have firmly decided to proceed” (HAOO.
Fund 1. In. 1. File 137. Folios 103—103 verso).

In Ablai’s activities aimed at unifying the Kazakh lands, including military campaigns against
the southern territories of the Kazakh Khanate and against Kokand, Sultan Uali Ablai’s eldest son
played an active role. From an early age, Uali participated in Ablai’s military and foreign policy
activities and governed the Atygai clan of the Argyn tribe of the Middle Zhuz (Erofeeva, 2014: 287).
The sultan held a high military status, being one of the few elite warriors to bear the title of bahadur,
a fact documented in eighteenth-century historical sources (Epistolary Heritage, 2014: 366). Among
the earliest documented references to Sultan Uali are records of his participation in organizing
military campaigns against Tashkent (Khafizova, 2019: 143).

In the summer of 1766, Sultan Uali arrived in the Middle Zhuz from the Tashkent region to
gather military reinforcements. The rich booty delivered to the headquarters demonstrated Uali
Bahadur’s successes to the sultans and elders, resulting in the allocation of additional requested
detachments to continue the campaign in the southern territories. The military expedition assembled
with Uali’s assistance accelerated the establishment of control over Tashkent. During the same period,
Uali also led a successful military campaign against Kyrgyz tribes that were under significant
influence of Kokand (Suleimenov, 1988: 110-112).

Despite the victories achieved by the Kazakh forces, it was not possible to fully resolve the
conflict in the 1760s. This was due to the complex foreign policy situation of the Kazakh Khanate
and the continuing threat of invasion from the Qing Empire. By the end of the 1760s, Sultan Ablai
had managed to strengthen supreme authority over most of the Kazakh Khanate. In 1770, he
undertook another military campaign into Kyrgyz lands. After crossing the Shatu Pass in the valleys
of the Kyzylsu and Shamsi rivers, the Kazakh army inflicted a significant defeat on the Kyrgyz militia.
A large number of captives were taken to Central Kazakhstan and settled there as personal vassals
tolenguts of Ablai (History of Kazakhstan, 2000: 253).

Ablai was consistently supported by the large family of Sultan Sultanmamet, his elder brother,
who nomadized in the Middle Irtysh region and ruled the Kipchak ulus. At that time, Sultan Iman
was eighteen years old. Thus, on November 8, 1765, according to a report by the commandant of the
Ust-Kamenogorsk Fortress, Major General A. M. Kheraskov, to the commander of the Siberian
Corps, Lieutenant General . I. Springer, it is evident that Sultan Iman, together with his elder brother,
was prepared to join Sultan Ablai in a campaign against the Alatau Kyrgyz, who, even before the
campaign began, were expecting assistance from the Qing Empire (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 137.
Folios 293-293 verso).
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Information about battles between Ablai and the Kyrgyz in November 1765 was also reported
on December 5, 1765, in a dispatch by the commander of the Yamysh Fortress, Lieutenant Colonel
von Traubenberg, addressed to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General I. I
Springer: “Ablai-sultan more than a month ago went to war against the wild Kyrgyz with twenty
thousand men” (HAOQO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 137. Folios 387-387 verso).

By the late 1760s, Kazakh—Kyrgyz relations had once again deteriorated. In the border regions,
the seizure of livestock between nomadic groups occurred quite frequently and, as a rule, did not
entail serious consequences. However, cases involving the devastation of auls, killings, and the
abduction of people led to armed clashes and human casualties. Kyrgyz feudal elites were often the
initiators of such conflicts. Thus, according to reports by Kungur Yusupov, Takai Kaipov, and Isergen
Ilkebaev, who had returned from a journey to the Middle Zhuz, a dispatch sent to Orenburg on July
8, 1768, stated that Kyrgyz raiders had devastated several Kazakh auls nomadizing in the Syr Darya
region and driven off approximately five thousand head of livestock (Abuev, 2013: 182).

By the 1770s, the situation in Central Asia remained unstable. The Kazakhs nomadized in the
area of the city of Andijan, located between Kokand and Tashkent. The so-called “wild mountain”
Kyrgyz frequently waged wars or carried out constant mutual raids with the Kazakhs and Kalmyks
(Valikhanov, 1985: 76). Under the leadership of Ablai and his sons, the Kazakhs actively reclaimed
and expanded their territories, strengthening their positions in the region. Kyrgyz tribes neighboring
the Kazakhs likewise sought to occupy new pasturelands. Under these conditions, conflicts between
the two peoples were inevitable and periodically escalated into armed confrontations.

In 1770, Khan Ablai launched an attack on Kyrgyz nomadic camps, which resulted in a battle
known as the “Jailoo Massacre” (Valikhanov, 1985: 77). The battle took place in the Chu River
valley, at the confluence of the Aksu and Kyz-Tugan rivers. Ablai’s detachments attacked the auls of
the Kyrgyz Solto and Sayak clans, inflicting significant damage. After the destruction of these auls,
the Kazakh detachments, while retreating, encountered a large Kyrgyz militia force. In the ensuing
battle, the Kazakhs emerged victorious.

In the same year, Ablai acted against Kyrgyz manaps who had been raiding the Uysun and
Konyrat nomadic camps in Semirechye and Turkestan and defeated them. A report by Major General
S. K. Stanislavsky to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General I. I. Springer, dated
December 31, 1770, concerning Sultan Ablai’s campaign clearly indicates that one of the key reasons
for the campaign against the Kyrgyz was that they were obstructing his subjects’ trade with Tashkent,
which in earlier times had been one of the principal cities of the Kazakhs (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File
169. Folios 1-1 verso).

In December 1770, Ablai set out on a campaign against the Kyrgyz with a cavalry force
reportedly numbering twenty thousand men. Representatives of the Russian Empire attempted to
verify this information through Kazakhs who arrived for satovka (temporary stays or trade), seeking
to determine whether this figure was accurate (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 169. Folios 1-1 verso).
During careful inquiries, it was established that the commander of the Semipalatinsk Fortress of the
Vologda Dragoon Regiment, Lieutenant Colonel Bilov, clarified certain details of this campaign
through a Kazakh who had arrived at the fortress on personal business. According to the report, the
reasons for the campaign included the Kyrgyz obstruction of Kazakh trade with Tashkent, frequent
attempts at Hamagenus (raids), and killings. The actual size of the force was estimated to be
approximately ten thousand men. This major campaign was preceded by a reconnaissance expedition
undertaken by one of Ablai’s sons into Kyrgyz territory with two thousand warriors, while Ablai
himself was gathering troops from various regions (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 169. Folios 1-1 verso).

However, despite Ablai’s victory, Kyrgyz manaps resumed attacks on trading caravans and
Kazakh auls after some time. Information about battles between Ablai and the Kyrgyz was conveyed
in a letter from Kulsary-batyr to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General I. 1.
Springer, dated January 16, 1771. At that time, Ablai reportedly had a force of twenty thousand men,
while he left his eldest son, Sultan Uali, in his place (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 169. Folios 26-26
Verso).
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Two years later, Ablai organized another campaign against the Kyrgyz. This is evidenced by a
letter from the commander of the Petropavlovsk Fortress, Major General S. Stanislavsky, to the
commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General 1. A. Decolong, dated November 16, 1772,
which reported on Ablai’s preparations for a military expedition against the Kyrgyz (HAOO. Fund 1.
In. 1. File 176. Folio 311). Ablai departed to consult with Sultan Sultanmamet regarding the
campaign, while instructing two of his sons to lead the expedition against the Kyrgyz. At the same
time, this period reveals a strengthening of separatist tendencies among the Atygai batyrs, a group
traditionally regarded as Ablai’s patrimony. In particular, the batyrs Kulebaka and Segiz refused to
participate in the campaign. It can be assumed that by this time these batyrs had become significantly
dependent on the Russian Empire, receiving annual stipends and enjoying the right to migrate to the
interior territories of the Empire during the winter season.

The Siberian administration of the Russian Empire conducted additional intelligence activities
to clarify the true objectives of Ablai’s campaign against the Kyrgyz. Apparently, this involved cross-
checking information from multiple informants to verify earlier reports. In this instance, Ablai Khan’s
cousin, Sultan Sultanmamet of the Kipchak ulus, was questioned. In his letter to the commander of
the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General [.A. Decolong, dated November 29, 1772, Sultan
Sultanmamet reported preparations for war against the “wild mountain Kyrgyz”:

“I hereby have the honor to inform you that on November 13 of this year Ablai Khan arrived
to me with two of his sons, and with him fifty Kyrgyz men, for certain negotiations with me... Our
intention with Ablai is to go to war against the wild Kyrgyz. And when we set out, I will not fail to
inform Your Excellency of that campaign” (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 176. Folio 369 verso).

In another letter dated December 8, 1772, Sultan Sultanmamet informed Lieutenant General 1.
A. Decolong of the forthcoming joint campaign against the Kyrgyz together with Ablai Khan:

“Ablai-sultan, having stayed with me, safely departed to his nomadic camps, of which you are
hereby informed. And we concluded an agreement that we shall set out in the spring: he with his two
sons, and I in general with eight thousand of our subordinate Kyrgyz, to wage war against the wild
Kyrgyz” (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 176. Folios 397-398).

Sultan Sultanmamet reported that the campaign would take place in the spring of 1773 and that
he would set out with a force of eight thousand men together with his two sons. It is evident that the
sultan openly disclosed his intentions, fully aware that this information would inevitably become
known to the Russian authorities. Moreover, the Russian side did not strongly oppose the Kazakh
campaigns against the Kyrgyz, who were located far from Russian borders. On the contrary, such
campaigns helped draw away Kazakh forces that might otherwise pose a potential threat to the
Russian Empire.

In a letter dated August 23, 1773, Urus-sultan, elder of the Basentiin volost, informed the
commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant General I.A. Decolong, of the war with the Kyrgyz,
during which the Kazakhs captured approximately six hundred Kyrgyz prisoners. Ablai’s
detachments participated in these battles under the command of his two sons. Ablai himself ordered
all elders with their subordinate Kazakhs to advance to the Bajanauyl tract in order to convene a
council (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 182. Folios 147-150 verso).

Soon afterward, on September 3, 1773, Sergeant Abdulov, who was with Kulsary-batyr, wrote
a letter to the commander of the Petropavlovsk Fortress, Major General S. K. Stanislavsky, reporting
that most likely all Kazakhs who had arrived for the council were planning to set out on a military
campaign against the Kyrgyz (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 182. Folios 174—174 verso).

The Atygai batyr Kulsary secretly informed the commander of the Siberian Corps, Lieutenant
General 1. A. Decolong, in a letter dated December 26, 1773, that Ablai had ordered him to prepare
for a campaign against the Kyrgyz. This information was transmitted through the Cossack Yegor
Bedrin. Notably, as a sign of special trust, Kulebaka-batyr received a pistol from the authorities of
Western Siberia of the Russian Empire an action that had previously been strictly prohibited.
Apparently, the regional authorities decided to make an exception for their secret informant, who to
some extent was betraying his own khan (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 184. Folios 31-32 verso).
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Demonstrating his usefulness and loyalty to the Russian crown, Kulsary disclosed confidential
information concerning Khan Ablai, who was preparing to launch a campaign against the neighboring
Alatau Kyrgyz. All Kazakhs were ordered in advance to purchase gunpowder and lead and to prepare
good horses, bows with arrows, and spears for the campaign (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 184. Folios
38—41 verso).

Indeed, Ablai’s campaign against the Kyrgyz did take place, as reported by a number of Kazakh
informants and intelligence sources. Thus, on January 9, 1774, in his report, the commander of the
Semipalatinsk Fortress, Colonel I. T. Titov, informed the commander of the Siberian Corps, Major
General A. D. Skalon, about a campaign by Khan Ablai and his relative Abulfeis-sultan against the
Kyrgyz with a force numbering sixty thousand warriors an enormous number for that time. This
information reached him through the commandant of the Shulbinsk outpost, Captain Ushakov, who
in turn received it from the elder of the Kirei volost, Umir-batyr. According to these reports, the army
was located at a distance of ten days’ horseback travel from the Chinese border (HAOO. Fund 1. In.
1. File 190. Folio 69).

As can be seen from this report, Khan Ablai united his forces with an influential sultan of the
Middle Zhuz, Sultan Abulfeis, who commanded numerous Naiman clans. Chinese records also
confirm that Ablai Khan attacked Kyrgyz territory in 1774 (Asanov, 2006: 54).

Evidence that the campaign of Ablai and Abulfeis indeed took place and was followed by a
truce is provided by a letter dated March 26, 1774, from Urus-sultan, the elder of the Basentiin volost
and the eldest son of Sultan Sultanmamet, addressed to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Major
General A. D. Skalon. The letter suggested that a truce may have been concluded between the
Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz. Notably, this message was delivered through the same Cossack Yegor
Bedrin, who at that time served as an intermediary between Kazakh elders and the highest authorities
of Western Siberia (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 190. Folio 363).

Having failed to receive a response and satisfaction of his requests, Sultan Urus later intensified
his appeals by providing additional information about the Kazakh campaign against the Kyrgyz. This
is evidenced by his letter dated June 1, 1774, to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Major General
A. D. Skalon, in which he stated that Khan Ablai was at war with the Kyrgyz and had obtained a
considerable amount of booty and prisoners (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 190. Folio 614).

As can be seen, the war did indeed take place, and Ablai captured a large number of prisoners.
The campaign was largely successful. However, Sultan Urus transmitted information that was not
entirely accurate or verified. This becomes evident from a letter dated June 1, 1774, written by a
certain A. Apsalimov, who served as a mullah in the entourage of Sultan Sultanmamet, addressed to
the commander of the Siberian Corps, Major General A. D. Skalon. In this letter, the informant
Apsalimov secretly reported the true state of affairs: during the war with the Kyrgyz, the renowned
Barak-batyr was killed, and his detachment was destroyed. Barak, having assembled a force of six
thousand men, went on campaign and perished along with most of his troops; only forty men returned
to their nomadic camps. This fact indicates that in that particular battle the Kazakhs suffered a severe
defeat at the hands of the Kyrgyz. The Kyrgyz captured many elders loyal to Khan Ablai, which
compelled Ablai to decide not to return to his uluses that year and to continue the war in order to
recover the captured elders (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 190. Folio 618).

The mullah serving Sultan Sultanmamet requested that his identity not be disclosed, as he faced
certain death for revealing internal information (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 190. Folio 619 verso).
Undoubtedly, this information can be considered trustworthy, since the mullah, under threat of death,
provided the leadership of Western Siberia with more accurate information than Sultan Urus, who
had openly misled the regional authorities. At the same time, this case demonstrates that mullahs and
interpreters from among Tatars and Bukharans attached to the sultans were engaged in open
intelligence and espionage activities, thereby weakening the position of Khan Ablai and the Kazakh
elite.

Meanwhile, the highest authorities in Siberia received reports indicating that some of Ablai’s
followers, while he was engaged in the campaign against the Kyrgyz, intended to attack the Russian
side. This is evidenced by a report dated June 10, 1774, from the commander of the Petropavlovsk
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Fortress, Brigadier S. V. Sumorokov, to the commander of the Siberian Corps, Major General A. D.
Skalon, concerning the migration of a large number of Kirghiz-Kaisaks toward the Turgai River
during Ablai Khan’s absence, with the intention of attacking Russia in the summer and autumn
(HAOQO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 190. Folio 671).

As shown by these sources, a significant portion of the Kazakhs subordinate to Ablai intended
to attack the Russians while Ablai was on Kyrgyz territory. At the same time, a number of elders and
batyrs remained loyal to Russia, including Sultan Uali, elder Kulsary-batyr, Baizhigit-murza,
Sargadak-batyr, and Baituk Yuldubaev.

At the same time, on June 9, 1774, Sultan Uali reported to the Petropavlovsk Fortress about a
victory achieved by Ablai Khan’s forces over the Kyrgyz: “Recently I received news from my father
that he defeated up to eight thousand of his enemies, many of whom he took captive. He has also sent
troops to pursue the remaining enemy.” As can be seen from this brief message by Sultan Uali, eight
thousand Kyrgyz were defeated, many were taken prisoner, and a pursuit was organized against the
remaining forces.

In the war with the Kyrgyz, Russia adopted a policy aimed at preventing the strengthening of
the Kazakhs in their military confrontation with the Kyrgyz. To this end, it strictly prohibited Russians
from selling gunpowder, lead, and saltpeter to the Kazakhs. This is evident from a report dated
January 9, 1778, by the commander of the Petropavlovsk Fortress, Brigadier S. V. Sumorokov, to the
commander of the Separate Siberian Corps, Major General N. G. Ogarev, which noted attempts at
the clandestine purchase of ammunition from Russians and even from Tashkent merchants. In
response, orders were issued categorically forbidding the sale of ammunition and mandating
thorough inspections of all persons leaving Russian territory (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 212.
Folios 26-26 verso).

During the Kazakh military campaigns against the Kyrgyz, Ablai repeatedly sent unrealistic
requests to Russia for the dispatch of Russian military units. This is evident from Ablai Khan’s letter
of July 24, 1778, addressed to the commander of the Petropavlovsk Fortress, Brigadier
S.V. Sumorokov, in which he emphasized the need to send Russian troops to intimidate the so-called
“wild mountain Kyrgyz.” Ablai asked Major General Nikolai Gavrilovich Ogarev to dispatch a
military detachment of one hundred men, fully armed and equipped, with provisions and fodder
sufficient for one month. Ablai intended to use this small Russian unit primarily as a means of
psychological intimidation.

At the same time, Ablai did not conceal the fact that earlier he had requested a much larger
force up to one thousand men for the war against the Kyrgyz and that he had already significantly
reduced his demands for reinforcement (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1. File 213. Folios 94-94 verso). It is not
difficult to assume, however, that Russia had no intention of assisting the Kazakh side, particularly
Khan Ablai. Although the khan made repeated and ultimately futile attempts to achieve his goal
assuring the Russian authorities that a Russian officer, Captain Dudin, and the goods of the merchant
Shikhov were allegedly being held captive by the Kyrgyz-Russia ultimately refused to provide
military assistance.

Throughout nearly the entire period during which the Kazakhs remained within the orbit of
Russian imperial policy, there is no documented case of Russia allocating military detachments to
support the Kazakhs. This is confirmed by a letter from the Orenburg governor [.A. Reinsdorp dated
August 13, 1778, addressed to Khan Ablai, in which he instructed Ablai to secure the release of
Captain Dudin independently, without the involvement of Russian troops, noting that such an action
would be favorably regarded at the imperial court in Saint Petersburg (HAOO. Fund 1. In. 1.
File 213. Folio 167 verso).

In Ablai’s campaign against the Kyrgyz, a number of elders and batyrs, including those from
his own Atygai volost, did not support him. Moreover, information about Ablai’s actions was
systematically transmitted to the Russian side. For example, in recognition of his loyalty to the
Empire, Ogarev proposed granting Kuberyak-batyr an annual salary of one hundred rubles
(SOARF.3.In. 1. F. 176. F. 320).
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Apparently, the weakening of Khan Ablai during the Kyrgyz campaigns was also due to the
disloyalty of certain influential batyrs from his own Atygai clan, which was traditionally considered
his patrimonial ulus and to which he had been assigned at the early stage of his ascent to the khan’s
throne.

Evidence of a military conflict between Ablai and the Kyrgyz in the summer of 1780 is also
found in a letter from the commander of the Siberian Corps, N.G. Ogarev, to the Orenburg governor
I. A. Reinsdorp. In this letter, Ogarev reported based on multiple sources the most reliable information
regarding the outbreak of another war (SOAR. F. 3. In. 1. F. 176. F. 361).

In correspondence addressed to the Russian administration, Sultan Sultanmamet highlighted
the military exploits of his son Seit in the war against the Kyrgyz and requested that he be appointed
as his successor after his death. In the same letter, Sultanmamet reported on the military booty
obtained by Khan Ablai in another campaign against the Kyrgyz, as well as on Ablai’s place of
residence during the final year of his life. Khan Ablai was in good health, although his son, Sultan
Chingis, was ill. As hostages (amanats), Ablai received nine Kyrgyz families along with their yurts
to ensure that they would refrain from future attacks on the Kazakhs. The khan resided near Turkestan,
by Mount Etikant, where he built a house and engaged in agriculture, while Sultan Uali remained in
his former position in the northern regions of the Kazakh Khanate.

Almost until his death in the summer of 1780, Ablai continued to send envoys to the Kyrgyz.
This is evidenced by a report from Ablai Khan’s scribe, the Meshcheryak Yaguda Usmanov, sent to
the Troitsk Fortress on November 22, 1780: “Ablai Khan has no intentions toward China and wishes,
in the coming spring, after receiving hostages from respected Kyrgyz leaders, to return to his uluses”
(SOAR. Fund 3. In. 1. File 176. Folios 372-373).

Thus, after concluding the war with the Kyrgyz, Ablai returned to the Turkestan region, near
the Kyrgyz border, from where he continued to carry out raids against them. He captured children
from several noble Kyrgyz families and distributed them among the sons of various sultans. The
conditions of their captivity were relatively honorable (SOAR. Fund 3. In. 1. File 176. Folio 385).

Based on testimonies from prominent Kazakhs, Russian officials gave a high assessment of the
combat qualities of Kyrgyz warriors: “Chingis-sultan and the elder Dat-batyr stated that this people
the Kyrgyz share the same Muhammadan faith as they do and are very numerous, and in warfare and
in all actions against the Kirghiz-Kaisak Horde they are sharper and more agile” (SOAR. Fund 3.
In. 1. File 176. Folio 388 verso).

Analyzing all the information received from the steppe, the Russian Empire sought to
understand how Ablai had managed to subdue the Kyrgyz. First, he launched an unexpected
offensive, during which he captured the children of influential Kyrgyz biys and took them as hostages.
Second, he was always accompanied by a well-armed and fully equipped Russian soldier named
Yakov, whose presence created the impression that Russian troops were part of his forces. Third, a
Chinese border detachment of five hundred men was stationed near the Kyrgyz frontier, which Ablai
presented at least rhetorically as his allies, thereby confusing and demoralizing his opponents
(SOAR. Fund 3. In. 1. File 176. Folio 388 verso).

Conclusion. The Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz were among the closest peoples of Central Asia in
ethnocultural terms, united by a shared historical destiny, linguistic and cultural affinity, and similar
ways of life. For centuries, they jointly resisted external conquerors and maintained friendly relations.
In the early eighteenth century, the Kazakhs and the Kyrgyz allied to repel Dzungar expansion and
undertook joint campaigns to reclaim lost nomadic pastures along the borders with Dzungaria.

At the same time, in the 1760s—1770s, Khan Ablai conducted several military campaigns
against the Kyrgyz, which in a number of scholarly works have been interpreted as conquests.
However, archival materials do not support such an assessment. After achieving victories over
Kyrgyz manaps, Ablai did not annex their territories or install governors; instead, he sought to
establish peace, secure recognition of borders, and ensure the return of captives and stolen livestock.
As for the cities along the Syr Darya, they had been returned to the Kazakh Khanate by Ablai even
before his election as khan.
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Demonstrating political foresight, Ablai carefully considered the potential negative
consequences of confrontation with neighboring peoples and attached particular importance to the
preservation and development of trade and economic ties. He consistently ensured the security of
trading caravans passing through the Kazakh steppe, strictly punishing his subjects for livestock theft
and other harmful actions. At the same time, Ablai responded decisively to instances of injustice and
offenses inflicted upon the Kazakhs by neighboring groups.

Thus, the relations between Ablai and the Alatau Kyrgyz in the 1760s—1780s constituted a
complex and multifaceted process in which military actions were combined with diplomatic efforts
aimed at achieving stability and establishing clearly defined territorial boundaries.

Introduction. The period of leadership of the National Leader Heydar Aliyev in Azerbaijan is
so rich and interesting that despite the hundreds of scientific works dedicated to the experience of this
historical figure in governing the state, there are still unstudied pages telling about his extensive
activity. The period of leadership of the Great Leader in the Azerbaijan SSR, especially the personnel
policy he conducted in the republic during this period, constitutes a very important part of these pages.

The main goal of state management is to maximize the potential and creative capabilities of
personnel. Personnel management requires important conditions such as ensuring their education,
assessment, proper selection and placement, etc. In order to implement these and other measures
considered important in personnel management, the state must retain properly planned, selected and
specialized personnel in the management team and purposefully direct them. Therefore, studying
personnel, establishing consistent control over their activities, checking the implementation of
decisions made on economic and socio-economic issues, and organizing management activities are
of great importance.

The main part. The high level of personnel competence directly affects the current period and
future of the country. It should be noted that until Heydar Aliyev came to power in the republic in the
60s of the 20th century, a correct personnel policy had not been formed in the Azerbaijan SSR, and
since the principles for the ideological goals of the state were more the basis for training personnel,
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there were serious problems in the field of personnel work in the activities of individual ministries,
party committees, educational institutions and other important state institutions. The main reason for
these problems was the poor work carried out by the leadership with personnel, as a result of which
the growth rate of production in industry, agriculture and other areas in the Azerbaijan SSR was
decreasing. The largest decline in the plan fell on the share of the chemical industry (29.3 million
rubles), oil refining and petrochemicals (21.4 million), energy (14.1 million), meat and dairy industry
(12.4 million), non-ferrous metallurgy (about 6 million) (APPDAPRA. F. 1. L. 56. W. 9. P. 8). While
the gross national product in the USSR increased by 43% in 1969, this increase in the Azerbaijan SSR
was only 22% (Gasimov, 2011: 20).

In the Azerbaijan SSR during the mentioned period, there was a need for a strong leadership
that could eliminate the existing backwardness with the right policy, solve the shortcomings in the
activities of the leading bodies in the republic, and generally lead the country forward by pulling it
out of the critical situation it had fallen into. At the July plenum of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of Azerbaijan, a candidate who could solve all these problems was nominated for
the leadership of the republic, and Heydar Aliyev was unanimously elected the First Secretary of the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan (APPDAPRA. F. 1. L. 56. W. 4. Pp. 6-8).

Heydar Aliyev clearly revealed all the negative situations in the republic and their causes, as
well as the main directions of personnel policy back in the August 1969 plenum. He believed that,
first of all, the national and spiritual spirit in Azerbaijan should be raised, the commitment of
Azerbaijanis to their roots should be accelerated, and the material and technical base necessary for
the people to live independently should be created.

In subsequent plenums (December 1969, March, August and December 1970), measures were
determined to increase the responsibility of personnel in important state posts for the assigned work
and to eliminate shortcomings in their work. In these plenums, serious shortcomings were revealed
in the work of the Supreme Soviet of the Azerbaijan SSR, the Bureau of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of Azerbaijan, the Council of Ministers of the Azerbaijan SSR and other leading
bodies. In the following years, important personnel changes were made in the composition of these
leading bodies, primarily their chairmen. Thus, Heydar Aliyev carried out personnel changes in the
positions of Chairman of the Supreme Soviet, Chairman of the Council of Ministers, the Committee
of State Security of the Azerbaijan SSR and other leading positions (APPDAPRA. F. 1. L. 56.
W. 49. Pp. 22).

It should be noted that during the period under review, there were also cases of irresponsible
approach to the proper implementation of the assigned tasks in the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
republic and many of its local bodies. An example of this is the fact that a large number of serious
crimes remained unsolved, and the unsatisfactory work done by the ministry in Baku, where almost
55% of crimes were committed. During this period, the total amount of theft and embezzlement in 28
ministries and departments amounted to 6,836 thousand rubles in 1968, and 7,538 thousand rubles in
1969. The lack of coordinated action on the results of the activities of the ministry and its subordinate
institutions, the wrong relationships formed between the heads of the ministry, and the irresponsible
approach to the work of the minister, his deputies and others were the main reasons for all these
shortcomings (Cabbarli, 2023: 1015).

Heydar Aliyev's personnel reforms of great historical importance in the 1970s were very wide-
ranging and covered all aspects of the republic's life. Thus, under the leadership of Heydar Aliyev,
attention was increased to recruitment issues in the Ministry of Education of Azerbaijan, and
personnel who could not cope with their work adequately were removed from their posts. For
example, at the bureau meeting of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan on
March 13, 1970, the improper actions of Deputy Minister of Education R.A. Balayan were discussed
and he was dismissed from his post (Gasimli, 2006: 58).

During this period, appropriate measures were also taken to eliminate the backwardness in the
fields of science, education and culture. Thus, some employees of the Press Committee were
dismissed for their shortcomings in the management of book publishing, the development of printing
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and book trade in the republic, and the heads of "Azernashr", the State Press Committee, and the
"Maarif" publishing house were severely reprimanded (APPDAPRA. F. 1. L. 57. W. 31. Pp. 21).

During the Great Leader's leadership of the republic, the activities of the leadership of various
scientific research institutes and universities, which were of great importance in preparing educated
personnel for our country, were constantly in the spotlight (APPDAPRA. F. 1. L. 60. W. 19.
Pp. 8, 11, 12).

The comprehensive personnel policy implemented in the country is showing its results in all
areas, positive progress has been observed in the work activities of management personnel. However,
in order for this process to be consistent, Heydar Aliyev considered it important to continue these
measures with management personnel regularly and systematically, for which he constantly paid
attention to strengthening the demands placed on the personnel. Because, despite the warnings and
instructions given, there were still management personnel who did not approach their work with a
sense of responsibility.

Speaking at the July 1975 plenum, Great Leader Heydar Aliyev said: “Immediately after the
August plenum of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan, serious work was
carried out to improve the composition of the republic's leading cadres. In 1969-1970, we changed
many leading employees, and some were brought to criminal responsibility. This was the first stage
of our work with cadres. We hope that the measures taken and the new situation in the republic will
allow cadres who had previously made mistakes but remained in their places to take the right path,
keep up with the modern requirements of the party, and actively implement decisions together with
new cadres... However, unfortunately, our hopes did not come true. Some leaders did not draw the
right conclusions...” (APPDAPRA.F. 1,L 62. W. 1. Pp. 24, 56, 58). At the plenum, instructions were
once again given to the Minister of Agriculture, the Minister of Education, the Ministry of Trade, and
the Azerittifaq due to the fact that there are still shortcomings in the work of these institutions.

In order to ensure in-depth study of the scientific foundations of public administration, Heydar
Aliyev, from the very beginning of his rise to leadership in the Azerbaijan SSR, gave instructions to
send responsible employees of the Central Committee apparatus, regional party committees, the
Presidium of the Supreme Soviet, and the leading cadres of the Council of Ministers of the Azerbaijan
SSR to inter-republican continuous improvement courses. The Great Leader, who attached great
importance to the education of leading cadres, set the goal of using the opportunities of the Academy
of Social Sciences under the Central Committee of the CPSU at the appropriate level, and thanks to
it, by the decision of the Central Bureau of the CPSU of Azerbaijan, 8 people were sent to the
Academy of Social Sciences in 1971, 8 people in 1972, 2 people in 1973, 2 people in 1974, 2 people
in 1975, and by the decision of the Central Bureau of the CPSU of Azerbaijan, 6 people in 1971,
4 people in 1972, 4 people in 1973, 6 people in 1974, and 5 people in 1975 were sent to study at the
Higher Party School (Personnel policy of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan, 1987:112).

In 1970-1982, the personnel reforms, some of which were mentioned above, to strengthen the
great work of Heydar Aliyev, had a great impact on the history of the Azerbaijan SSR.
Socio-economic, cultural and spiritual development began in the republic, and the advanced
Azerbaijan SSR left behind the republics in terms of socio-economic indicators based on the ranking
of the former union republics. In 1969-1982, industrial production in the republic increased
by 2.7 times, labor productivity by 1.7 times. This period was a decisive stage in the development of
the republic's agriculture, the total output in this area increased by 2.5 times, and labor productivity
by 2.2 times (Heydar Aliyev, 1998:66-69). As a result of the positive impact of a properly
implemented socio-economic policy on the well-being of the population, the growth of per capita
national income in the Azerbaijan SSR in 1971-1980 was 2.7 times higher than in the previous decade
(Materials of the XXX Congress of the Communist Party of Azerbaijan,1981: 73).

Thanks to the care and attention of Heydar Aliyev, high development was achieved in the fields
of education, culture and art in the republic. Thus, in 1982, 17 higher and 75 secondary specialized
schools were operating, all of which became possible as a result of Heydar Aliyev's care for the
development of higher education and strengthening the human resources potential of the republic. At
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the same time, during this period, more than 15 thousand young Azerbaijanis studied in 170 higher
schools outside the republic and mastered about 250 specialties (Jabbarli, 2023: 270).

In the 1970s, the process of self-awareness in the republic was particularly strengthened and
was managed with foresight by Heydar Aliyev during a difficult political period. Despite the heavy
pressure of the Soviet system for the sake of the strategic interests of our country, great steps were
taken with the strong will of Heydar Aliyev, laying the foundation for the future independence of
Azerbaijan.

The personnel policy of the Great Leader Heydar Aliyev was successfully continued after his
election as the President of the independent Republic of Azerbaijan in 1993.

The successful personnel policy in our country, founded by the Great Leader Heydar Aliyev,
has created great opportunities for the preparation of new-thinking, educated, business-minded,
skilled, pure-spirited personnel with high organizational and information-using abilities, and for their
selection and promotion. It is necessary to specially mention the Academy of Public Administration
under the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, established by the decree of Heydar Aliyev on
January 3, 1999. The purpose of the establishment of the Academy of Public Administration in the
decree was defined as “organizing the work of training specialists for the field of Public
Administration in accordance with modern requirements, increasing their level of professionalism,
organizing scientific research in the field of public administration and strengthening the analytical
and information provision of that field” (Gandilov, 2010: April 22, No. 99, p. 3). The Great Leader
thus assigned this higher education institution the important task of training leading personnel in the
Republic of Azerbaijan and providing additional education.

Heydar Aliyev also emphasized the importance of conducting proper personnel reforms in the
field of science during the period of independence. Thus, on January 31, 1997, during a meeting with
the leadership and leading scientists of the Academy of Sciences, the Great Leader touched upon the
main problems facing Azerbaijani science, and pointed out the special importance of the humanities,
drawing attention to the necessity of writing the history of literature and culture. At the same time, he
emphasized that the desire to receive scientific titles, which had become popular among leading
cadres in the 1960s, was opposed now as it was then (Heydar Aliyev, 1998: 363). After this meeting,
many works were carried out to implement reforms in the academy, clarify scientific research
directions, and prepare a scientific and organizational base.

Heydar Aliyev has always been an initiator of thoughtful implementation of personnel reforms
in the field of education and increasing the efficiency of education. The preparation of the “Program
of Reforms in the Field of Education in the Republic of Azerbaijan” and its approval by the Order
(Decree of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan “On Approval of the Reform Program in the
Field of Education of the Republic of Azerbaijan”, June 15, 1999) dated June 15, 1999 can be
considered the most important of the works done in this direction. After the adoption of the program,
attention was paid to the management of higher education institutions, which play an exceptional role
in the training of personnel, granting them broader powers, increasing their responsibilities, etc.
issues.

Heydar Aliyev continued the tradition of sending students to foreign countries, which was of
great importance in the training of personnel during this period. Thus, in the 1997/1998 academic
year, 1752 students were sent to study abroad, 1459 in 1998/1999, 1016 in 1999/2000, 919 in
2000/2001, 871 in 2001/2002, and 885 in 2002/2003 (Special Reference of the State Statistical
Committee of the Republic of Azerbaijan, 2023).

Conclusion. Not only the administrative apparatus of the state, but also society benefits from
the knowledge and experience of the personnel. Heydar Aliyev, with his strong management skills,
from the very first days of coming to power in the republic, realized the necessity of having strong
national personnel resources in state administration and that professional personnel are considered
the wealth of every country, and conducted a successful personnel policy, which was welcomed by
society.
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Thanks to the strong foundation laid by the National Leader Heydar Aliyev, a professional
personnel policy was implemented in Azerbaijan, and as a result, state bodies were provided with
professional, responsible and highly moral and spiritual personnel. Today, a public administration
system based on the experience of advanced countries has been formed in the Republic of Azerbaijan.
Our competent, national-spirited personnel have been prepared for our public administration system.
The achievements we have achieved today stem from the successes of the personnel policy
implemented thanks to the rich knowledge and experience, extensive activity and hard work of the
National Leader Heydar Aliyev.

The excellent personnel policy established by the Great Leader in Azerbaijan is being
successfully continued today by his worthy successor, President [Tham Aliyev. The personnel reforms
implemented by the head of the country have served to further strengthen the independence of our
state, creating conditions for the establishment of a strong management system, ensuring citizen
satisfaction, increasing flexibility and efficiency in management, and selecting personnel with high
intellectual level and management skills.

Introduction. The study investigates the religious policy of tsarist Russia within the framework
of the concept of a “civilizing mission” and attempts to baptize the Kazakhs through administrative
measures and active missionary efforts in the second half of the 19" and beginning of the 20 century.
This topic is highly relevant and important in a sense that religion, in particular conversion of non-
Russian populations to Christianity constituted the backbone of Russia’s civilizing mission in the
steppe. The problem with Russia’s religious policy was that although Christianization of aliens
(inorodtsy) lied at the core of Russian colonial policy in the eastern and southern frontier areas, under
the reign of Catherine II and her heirs up to the 1860s, Russian colonial authorities had increasingly
invested in bringing the Kazakhs closer to Islam through the top-down state-orchestrated Islamization
of the steppe. For over several decades, Russian colonial authorities had tried to subdue and civilize
the Kazakhs through Islam but not Christianity. Enlightened Russian rulers came to see Islam as a

civilizing force through which they believed that it was feasible to subjugate, control and absorb the
Kazakhs. Yet in the mid-19™ century, with the rise and dissemination of ethnonationalism and anti-
Muslim sentiment among Russian political elites and intellectuals, attempts to civilize the Kazakhs
through Islam was abruptly put to an end and colonial authorities shifted their attention to
Christianization of the nomads of the steppe. At the core of Russia’s civilizing mission in the steppe
and in other colonial possessions lied cultural transformation of non-Russian alien populations from
the state of backwardness and savagery to enlightenment and civilization. Under the influence of
Christian theology and the Enlightenment ideas, Russian political elites and intellectuals came to see
Christianity as the key source of cultural transformation of non-Russian populations of the empire. In
this regard, Christianization of aliens meant their civility, which in turn meant cultural assimilation
and becoming Russian (Vulpius 2020: 313). Russia under tsars conquered and colonized the Kazakh
steppe in the 19" century. However, the conquest and colonization were not sufficient for full
subjugation and control of the Kazakhs. To retain the Kazakh steppe under imperial rule and
incorporate it into the empire, Russian authorities placed a greater emphasis on cultural assimilation
of the Kazakhs. Both colonization and control of the conquered populations were justified by a
European Enlightenment concept of a “civilizing mission” (Campbell, 2015; Dzalaeva, 2019;
Hofmeister, 2016: 411; Kobakhidze, 2016; 2017; Tolz, 2011: 27; Vulpius, 2020: 215). As efforts to
baptize the Kazakhs constituted the cornerstone of tsarist Russia’s assimilationist policy towards the
steppe, this study seeks to look at this issue from the perspective of historical and sociocultural
anthropology.

Materials and methods. The study draws upon the relevant literature on this pertinent issue.
An in-depth analysis of the current literature is provided in the discussion section. Specifically, the
study draws on research studies of foreign scholars such as Afanasyeva, Brower, Campbell, Crews,
DeWeese, Fisher, Frank, Geraci, Khodarkovsky, Hofmeister, McCarthy, Malikov, Morrison,
Pianciola, Tolz, Uyama, Vulpius, Werth and others. These studies provide a thorough analysis and
assessment of tsarist Russia’s religious policy towards the steppe. The study employs a variety of
research methods, and a literature review is a useful method of getting a proper understanding of the
issue under consideration. A thorough literature review is essential to the study because it helps
establish the context, identify knowledge gaps, main theories and concepts, and justify the relevance
and significance of the research and ensure its contribution to exploring the issue from various
perspectives. In addition to a literature review, the study utilizes a comparative approach, the method
of cause and effect, an analysis of primary sources, and a critical discourse analysis. Using a
comparative approach the study has juxtaposed different periods of Russian policy towards the steppe
under the reign of Catherine II and then in the second of the 19" century. Specifically, after the
conquest of the Kazakh steppe and Turkestan in the 1860s, the Russian empire adopted and applied
two contrasting approaches toward these areas. While Russia did not intervene in internal affairs and
religious freedom of the indigenous peoples of Turkestan having kept making use of Catherine’s
policy of religious toleration, Russian colonial authorities terminated this policy in the steppe and
increasingly focused on reducing the influence of Islam and baptizing the Kazakhs. The method of
cause and effect is used to explore the long-term consequences and results of Russia’s policy of
proselytizing the Kazakhs and its eventual fiasco. An in-depth analysis of primary sources is crucial
in getting insights into the top-down decision-making and policy implementation. A critical discourse
analysis helps us critically approach and analyze the texts and dominant imperial discourses and
narratives about the concept of “civilizing mission”, imperial policy, evolution of tsarist Russia’s
policy towards the steppe, Islam, the Tatars, nomadism and Christianization of the Kazakhs.

Discussion. The issues pertaining to Russia’s civilizing mission in the Kazakh steppe and its
attempts to proselytize the Kazakhs have received greater attention in contemporary studies.
Literature draws attention to the construction of the hegemonic imperial knowledge about the
religious affiliation and identity of the Kazakhs by Russian officials, ethnographers, clergy and some
Kazakh informants (Werth, 2013: 129). The dominant discourse that was produced and perpetuated
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by Russians was that the Kazakhs were not genuine Muslims, their Islamization was rather nominal
(Afanasyeva, 2013: 144; Pianciola, 2009: 239; Werth, 2013: 129). On those grounds, it was argued
that as opposed to other Muslim ethnic groups such the Tatars, the Kazakhs were more receptive to
Russian influence, and it was feasible to convert them to Christianity. Therefore, in the second half
of the 19th century Russian colonial authorities terminated the official policy of religious toleration
and Islamization of the Kazakhs initiated and implemented by Catherine II and her successors.
Afanasyeva, Frank and DeWeese draw attention to the discourse of shallowness of Muslim identity
of the Kazakhs was embedded in not only the tsarist era historiography, but also it was adopted and
reproduced in Soviet and Western scholarship for many decades (Afanasyeva, 2013: 144; DeWeese,
1994; Frank, 2003: 261-262).

Russian construction of knowledge about the Kazakhs dates back to the pre-1731 period when
Russian rulers and frontier administrators referred to them as “unbridled, unreliable, untrustworthy
and unstable steppe beasts” (Khodarkovsky, 2004: 152-156; Vulpius, 2020: 40). This knowledge
production about the Kazakhs and other colonized peoples is conceptualized differently in studies.
For instance, Yaroshevski refers to it as identity-building (Yaroshevski, 1997: 75), Khodarkovsky as
the state construction of identity (Khodarkovsky, 1997: 21), and Pianciola as constructing colonial
categories (Pianciola, 2009: 238). Pianciola draws attention to the construction and application of
colonial categories in tsarist Russia such as “inorodtsy” (aliens) to its colonies (Pianciola, 2009: 238).
The Kazakhs were among colonized peoples by Russia who stood apart from the colonizers due to
their distinct ethnic, cultural, linguistic, religious identity and nomadic way of life. In this case,
Eschment argues that the Kazakhs as an Oriental nomadic non-Christian ethnic group were the
antipodes of the Slavic, sedentary and Orthodox Russians (Eschment, 2004: 148). In her view, the
Russian perceptions and views of the Kazakhs were shaped by three distinct differences, notably by
the diversity of beliefs, the affiliation to various regions of the world, and the divergence in the way
of life (Eschment, 2004: 147-148). In this regard, the Kazakhs were portrayed as a culturally and
civilizationally “alien” and “other” people.

Khodarkovsky indicates key four dimensions of identity that separated the Kazakhs and other
colonized peoples from Russians, namely political, ethnolinguistic, economic and religious
(Khodarkovsky, 1997: 9-10). In this case, Khodarkovsky singles out the religious dimension as the
most important tool of the empire as conversion of non-Russians to Orthodoxy would bring them into
the Russian states and ensure their cultural assimilation (Khodarkovsky, 1997: 17). As Orthodoxy
was the most important dimension of Russian national identity (Katkov, 2009: 412), anyone who did
not adhere to the Russian Orthodoxy was seen as an “alien” and “other” (Vulpius, 2017: 117). From
this perspective, belonging to the Russian state and the Russian people was predicated upon one’s
adherence to Orthodoxy (Vulpius, 2017: 117). In this sense, religion was the key identity marker in
Russia. The “alien” and “other” status of non-Russians would come to an end once they converted to
Orthodoxy (Geraci, 1997: 139; Khodarkovsky, 1997: 10) and they would be regarded as Russians
(Vulpius, 2017: 117). As Christianity was closely associated with civilization, Russian political elites
and officials in frontier areas were convinced of the civilizing power of Christianity and believed as
soon as non-Russians convert to Orthodoxy, they would voluntarily become Russian (Dzalaeva, 2019:
39; Zhumatay, Yskak, 2025: 1143).

Although Islam was considered a source of “otherness” and ““alienness” (Geraci, 1997: 139),
under the reign of Catherine II Russia invested in Islamizing the Kazakhs. Despite the fact that
Catherine II dreamed of Christianizing the Kazakhs, she knew that the time was not ripe for sending
Russian missionaries to the steppe. The crux of the problem was that Russia was unable to subdue
the Kazakhs even if Russians had long seen them as their subjects. To pacify and bring the Kazakhs
under control of Russia, Catherine II instrumentalized Islam. Catherine II and her officials in the
Orenburg frontier areas attributed the failure of Russia to subdue the Kazakhs and their recalcitrance
to submit to the rule of Russia to nomadism (Fisher, 1968: 548). In this case, Catherine II and Count
Igelstrom, the governor of Orenburg, stressed the values of Islam, Islamic institutions and clergy for
transforming nomads from an unruly belligerent group into peaceful docile settled peasants (Fisher,
1968: 548). However, in the mid-19™ century Catherine II’s policy of Islamization of the Kazakhs
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came under assault from Russian officials and intellectuals. The growing disenchantment with
Catherine’s legacy of religious toleration coincided with the rise of Russian imperial nationalism, the
calls for cultural, ethnic and religious homogenization of multicultural populations of the empire, a
joint attack of the Russian government and the Russian Orthodox Church against colonized peoples
(Malikov, 2013: 181).

Tolz claims that by the mid-19™ century the concept of “civilizing mission” had become the
ideology of Russian imperialism (Tolz, 2011: 27). Russian rulers and officials in frontier areas
considered Russian military conquest and colonization of the steppe and broader Central Asia as part
and parcel of the European civilizing mission and extending Europe’s borders deep into Asia
(Morrison, 2015). For Russian political elites and officials “civilizing mission” implied total cultural
transformation of the Kazakhs, which involved their conversion to Orthodoxy, shift to sedentarism
and cultural assimilation (Malikov, 2013: 182-183). Russia’s civilizing mission in the steppe
envisioned the erasure of Kazakh nomadic culture and its full replacement by Russian culture
(Malikov, 2013: 183). In this case, Russians dreamed of not only transforming the steppe into a
Russian guberniia, but also, turning the Kazakhs into Russians through their de-nomadization and
sedentarization, their conversion to Orthodoxy and Russification. Yet Russians encountered
formidable foes in the steppe. Islam and the Tatars were constructed as mortal enemies of Russia and
a serious impediment to its civilizing mission (Fisher, 1968: 551). In this regard, Russians came to
argue that to be able to Russify the Kazakhs, they would first have to de-Islamize and de-Tatarize
them. Despite drastic administrative measures taken against Islam and the Tatars and enormous
investment in proselytizing the Kazakhs, the Russian government and clergy eventually failed to
convert them to Orthodoxy (Geraci, 2001: 291). The failures of Russia in converting the Kazakhs to
Orthodoxy are attributed to a variety of reasons in literature. Yet the most conclusive argument seems
to be that the views held by Russians about the religious affiliation and identity of the Kazakhs turned
out to be false and misleading (Uyama, 2007: 39). Russians failed to distinguish between religious
doctrines and ethno-religious identity and were unable to admit the fact that the Kazakhs had long
possessed a strong Muslim identity (Afanasyeva, 2013: 145; Frank, 2003: 261).

Results. After the conquest of the Kazakh steppe in the 1860s, Russian colonial authorities
focused on undoing Catherine II’s legacy of Islamization of the nomads. The intent behind the
attempts to put an end to Catherine’s policy was that a new Russian imperial elite and officials in
frontier areas came to see it as detrimental to Russian interests. They believed that the top-down
imperial policy of Islamization of the nomads through the Tatar mullahs backfired and brought nearly
irreparable and irredeemable harm to Russia. The state-orchestrated policy of disseminating Islam in
the steppe created an unbridgeable gap between the empire and the Kazakhs, who distanced
themselves from the “benevolent” influence of Russia. Russian political elite, officials and clergy
argued that Islam and the Tatars were to blame for this disastrous situation. For instance, Grigoriev,
the head of the Orenburg Border Commission in 1854-1859 and a prominent Russian orientalist,
portrayed Islam as a threat to Russia and its civilizing mission in the steppe (Sartori, Shabley, 2024:
5). Grigoriev’s antagonism to Islam and Tatars lied in the belief that their unchecked influence had
led to the alienation of the Kazakhs from Russia and failures in Russia’s policy in the steppe (Sartori,
Shabley, 2024: 5). Therefore, Russian colonial authorities took drastic political measures and
mobilized the resources of the empire to displace Islam and the Tatars. At the same time, by reducing
the influence of Islam and the Tatars, imperial elites sought to remove all obstacles between the
empire and the Kazakhs. In turn, this would pave the way for the spread of Russian culture, education
and Christianity among the Kazakhs without much difficulty and efforts. As a result, in the second
half of the 19" century, Russian colonial administration attempted to displace Islam and the Tatars
from the steppe and spread the gospel among the Kazakhs with the intention to convert them to
Christianity.

As political discourse in favor of Islam had shifted against it, Russian officials and intellectuals
emphasized the necessity to divorce the Kazakhs from Islam and the Tatar cultural influence. During
the 1860s the establishment of Russian colonial governance in the steppe and application of its laws
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made the role that Islam, the Tatars and the OMSA (the Orenburg Muslim Spiritual Assembly) had
long played in the name of Russia irrelevant and unnecessary. From now on, Russia persistently
sought to remove them and introduce its direct colonial rule over the steppe. Moreover, Russians
placed cultural and religious homogenization of multiethnic and multi-confessional populations of
the empire at the center of their new nationalistic policy. In McCarthy’s view, the driving force behind
the renewal of missionary activity in the mid-19"™ century was Russian nationalism and Orthodoxy
(McCarthy, 1973: 314). The Russian church was closely associated with Russian nationalism. Russian
tsars since the time of Nicholas I had deeply been committed to the cause of Russian nationalism and
Orthodoxy. Despite under the reign of Catherine II the dominance of the Russian Orthodox Church
had been reduced and missionary activity of Russian clergy had been diminished and even proscribed,
the primacy of Orthodoxy and the need to propagate Christianity among Muslims and others were
emphasized under the rule of Nicholas I. Sergei Uvarov, the Minister of Education, designed the
imperial and nationalist ideology of “Orthodoxy, Autocracy and Nationality” under the reign of
Nicholas I, in which he stressed the historical and strategic significance of Orthodoxy in empire
building and bringing culturally and religiously heterogeneous populations closer to the Russian
people. Specifically, Uvarov highlighted the enlightening power of Orthodoxy (Uyama, 2007: 24). In
the second half of the 19™ century, Russian officials in cahoots with Russian clergy prioritized
proselytizing the Kazakhs, but not the settled and semi-nomadic populations of Turkestan. As Russian
officials firmly believed that the indigenous inhabitants of Turkestan were more fanatical Muslims,
they devised the policy of benign non-intervention for this region and abstained from proselytizing
locals (Hofmeister, 2016: 424).

While Orthodoxy was perhaps seen as the most important marker of Russianness, Islam came
to be portrayed not only as an embodiment of backwardness, ignorance, primitiveness and savagery,
but also, as an indication of hostility to the Russian Empire (Hofmeister, 2016: 423-424). For that
reason, there were heated debates among Russian officials and intellectuals about the urgency of
conducting missionary activity in the Kazakh steppe. In the 1860s and onwards a discourse of
Kazakhs as “bad Muslims” became deeply established and informed policies of Russian officials and
clergy in the steppe. In 1863, having argued that since the Kazakhs were ignorant of Islam and
displayed their interest in Christianity, Stefan Pshenishnikov proposed initiating Orthodox missionary
activity among the Kazakhs (Uyama, 2007: 26). The need to proselytize the Kazakhs and other non-
Russian populations was highlighted by high-ranking Russian statesmen such as Dmitry Tolstoy, the
Ober-Procurator of the Holy Synod who drew attention to the benefits of proselytizing efforts to the
Russian state as converted subjects would always be loyal to the empire (Hofmeister, 2016: 424).

Having portrayed the Kazakhs, the Tatars and other non-Russian populations of the empire as
“wild and ignorant”, Dmitry Tolstoy argued that they ought to be enlightened through the gospel,
European civilization and science (Tolstoy, 1876: 4-5). He justified his call for Orthodox mission in
the steppe based on the belief that all subjects of the empire ought to practice the same religion as the
Russian tsar (Uyama, 2007: 26). Although Russian colonial authorities exercised caution with the
possible proselytizing efforts in the steppe, the Steppe Commission that functioned in 1865-1868
highlighted the feasibility of initiating missionary activity among the Kazakhs. Having been assigned
with the task to design the right model of colonial governance for the steppe, the Steppe Commission
was also responsible for devising a strategy for preventing Islam and the Tatar cultural influence from
further growth. The Steppe Commission reiterated and reinforced a dominant discourse of the
shallowness of Muslim identity of the Kazakhs and their strong adherence to pre-Islamic beliefs such
as shamanism (Uyama, 2007: 26). Having concluded that Islam had been brought to the Kazakhs by
Russia and Tatar mullahs, the Steppe Commission suggested canceling Russia’s patronage of Islam
and curtailing the influence of Islam and the Tatars.

Before 1867, Russian influence in the steppe had been negligible, Russian laws and institutions
had not taken root in the region. The steppe had been under the jurisdiction of the Orenburg Muslim
Spiritual Assembly (OMSA) or the Orenburg Muftiate since 1788 (Shabley, 2020: 305). Russian
officials now saw this body as unnecessary and detrimental to Russian interests. Hence, they decided
to remove the steppe from the oversight of the OMSA. Thus, anti-Islam and anti-Tatar sentiment and
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calls for Christianizing the Kazakhs were crystallized into a concrete blueprint for political action and
implementation, which was reflected in the reports of the Kazakh Steppe Commission in the 1860s.
Displacing Islam and Tatar missionaries and Christianization of the Kazakhs were emphasized as one
of the key objectives of the steppe policy. Although the discourse of the Kazakhs as “bad Muslims”
had taken deep root among Russians, the investigation undertaken by the Steppe Commission showed
that Islam had firmly embedded itself in Kazakh culture and society (Uyama, 2007: 27). In this regard,
the Steppe Commission seems to have placed the blame upon Catherine’s policy of religious
toleration and patronage of Islam, vigorously advocating the erosion of the influence of Islam in the
steppe (Uyama, 2007: 27). In this sense, the Commission extensively referred to prominent Russian
and indigenous experts and scholars such as Levshin, Valikhanov and others, who had ardently
advocated the removal of Islam and Tatars from the steppe as they were deemed to be a key
impediment to the spread of Russian influence (Uyama, 2007: 27). With reference to Orthodox
proselytization, although it was highlighted that it was premature and risky to spread the gospel in
the steppe, the Steppe Commission determined that the time was ripe for initiating missionary
activities among the Kazakhs (Uyama, 2007: 27; Zhumatay, Yskak, 2025: 1145). Thus, the Steppe
Commission was not only tasked with paving the way for spreading Christianity among the Kazakhs,
but also it was supposed to design the pertinent strategy for integrating the steppe into the empire.

The issue of what kind of policy approach to the governance of the steppe and Turkestan ought
to be applied lied at the center of political debates among Russian high-ranking officials and
policymakers. In this matter, there were two key opposing rival camps within Russian political elites.
On the one hand, hard-liners or hawks, such as Nikolai Kryzhanovsky, the Governor-General of the
Orenburg, vigorously demanded applying a harsher, more severe and uncompromising approach to
the indigenous populations of Central Asia, advocating the total eradication of Islam and the Tatar
influence and a large-scale Christianization policy. On the other hand, pragmatics, moderates or
proponents of Catherine’s legacy of religious tolerance, such as Konstantin Kaufman, governor-
general of Turkestan, drew attention to the prematurity and danger of efforts to proselytize the
indigenous Muslim populations, calling for the continuation of Catherine’s policy in its modified
form, which was reflected in the new formulation of Catherine’s legacy as “toleration but not
protection” (Brower, 1997: 120). With respect to Turkestan’s settled and semi-nomadic Muslim
populations the Russian authorities decided to apply Catherine’s modified policy of religious
toleration advocated and put into motion by Kaufman and his superiors in Saint-Petersburg such as
Dimitry Miliutin, the minister of war.

It should be noted that both Kaufman and Miliutin and other moderates in fact entirely shared
Islamophobic and anti-Tatar views of Russian hawks and hard-liners and searched for ways to
eradicate these threats. The discourse of the “Islamic and Tatar threat” guided policy action of Russian
colonial officials and Kaufman who argued that peace between Islam and any foreign power was
unthinkable (Brower, 1997: 119). Like Nikolai Kryzhanovsky, Kaufman dreamed of getting rid of
Islam. However, Kaufman had two options, either achieving his goal through brutal persecution of
Islam or through complete disregard of it (ignoririovanie). Considering his previous experience in
the north Caucasus, specifically ruinous wars with Muslims, Kaufman opted for the second option,
arguing that brutal crackdown on local Muslims would stir up their rebellion, which would ultimately
be disastrous for Russia in its quest for integrating them into the imperial body. Another reason for
the reemergence of Catherine’s policy in these frontier areas of newly conquered Turkestan was
rooted in the belief that local Muslim populations of Turkestan were too fanatical (Hofmeister, 2016:
424). The narrative of Muslim fanaticism in Turkestan prevented Kaufman from allowing the
establishment of Orthodox missions in the region on the grounds that proselytism would induce ire
and violent resistance of local Muslims that Russia may not be able to handle at all (Hofmeister, 2016:
424). Believing in the superiority of Russian civilization and Christianity, Kaufman hoped that the
introduction of Russian colonial administration, culture and education would lead to the disruption
of Islamic institutions and extinction of Islam (Hofmeister, 2016: 425). In Kaufman’s view, convinced
of the superiority of Russian culture, indigenous populations of Turkestan would soon abandon their
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religious identity, voluntarily embrace the Russian way of life and would ultimately merge with the
Russian people (Hofmeister, 2016: 425).

Uyama argues that Kaufman’s attitude to the steppe and its nomadic inhabitants seems to have
drastically diverged from his policy towards Turkestan. Considering the Kazakhs to be less “fanatic”
in comparison with the sedentary Muslims of Turkestan, he favored efforts to proselytize the former
(Uyama, 2007: 31). On that ground, Kaufman believed that it was feasible to Christianize the
Kazakhs. Thus, when it came to the Kazakhs, Kaufman appears to have disregarded Catherine’s
policy of religious tolerance (Brower, 1997: 122). Subscribed to the discourse of the Kazakhs as “bad
Muslims”, he argued that although the nomads adhered to Islam, they shunned it and, in fact, they did
not have any specific religious faith (Brower, 1997: 122). In this case, while Kaufman partially
extended the conventional policy of religious tolerance to Turkestan, he advocated the nullification
of Catherine’s policy of Islamization of the Kazakhs. From this perspective, Catherine’s policy of
religious toleration was solely reserved for settled and semi-nomadic Muslims of Turkestan. At the
same time, with the introduction of the Provisional Statue for the Administration of the Steppe in
1868, the tsarist regime terminated Caterine’s policy vis-a-vis the Kazakhs. It should be noted that
Kaufman applied religious toleration policy to not all provinces of Turkestan. He seems to have
acquiesced in Gerasim Kolpakovsky’s policy of Christianization of the nomadic population in
Semirechie (Uyama, 2007: 31). Gerasim Kolpakovsky, the governor of Semirechie, and later the first
governor-general of the Steppe, placed a greater emphasis on proselytization of the Kazakhs.

Kaufman may have seemed to be a moderate and accommodating as opposed to more
belligerent hawkish prominent colonial administrators such as Nikolai Kryzhanovsky. In fact, he
pursued the same policy of displacing Islam and the Tatar cultural influence. Furthermore, he pursued
Russification of the indigenous peoples of Central Asia. Kaufman and Kryzhanovsky diverged in
their approaches to achieving the common goal of integrating the region and its inhabitants into the
empire. As opposed to Kaufman, Nikolai Kryzhanovsky held explicitly an anti-Muslim and anti-Tatar
attitude, which he endeavored to translate into practice by eradicating the “Islamic and Tatar threat”
and spreading the gospel among the Kazakhs. As a militant Russian nationalist, Kryzhanovsky was
increasingly irked by the cultural, ethnic, linguistic and religious heterogeneity of the empire, seeing
this diversity as the main source of evil and trouble (Dyakin, 1998: 809). Portraying Islam and the
Tatars as sworn enemies of Russia, Kryzhanovsky waged a crusade and cultural war against them. To
undermine and erode the Muslim-Tatar influence in the steppe, Kryzhanovsky called for tightening
the grip on the activity of the OMSA and other Muslim institutions, lessening the number of mosques
and Muslim clergy, introducing Russian education in Tatar schools, and restricting pilgrimage to
Mecca (Dyakin, 1998: 810).

In his report of January 1867 to the Minister of Internal Affairs Pyotr Valuyev, Kryzhanovsky
drew attention to the Muslim and Tatar threat across the empire, and to a lack of religious fanaticism
among the Kazakhs and their receptiveness to the Russian cultural influence (Materialy po istorii
SSSR, 1936: 202). Calling attention to the need for shielding the Kazakhs from religious fanaticism,
Kryzhanovsky proposed dramatic changes in the empire’s religious and education policy towards the
steppe. Specifically, he suggested introducing schools for Kazakh and Russian children where
instructions would be conducted by Russian priests, all subjects be offered in Russian and students
would have to study only Tatar literacy, reducing Islamic education and instead Orthodox dogmas be
taught, outlawing pedagogical activity of Tatar mullahs, banning the residence of Tatar and Central
Asian Muslim missionaries in the steppe (Dyakin, 1998: 813; Lysenko et al., 2014: 222; Materialy
po istorii SSSR, 1936: 203-205).

The Russian crusade against Islam and the Tatar cultural influence in the steppe took the center
stage in the imperial government’s policy from the 1860s up to the fall of the tsarist regime in 1917.
In accordance with the 1868 “Provisional Statute for the Administration of Uralsk, Turgai, Akmolinsk
and Semipalatinsk Oblasts”, the steppe and the Kazakhs were removed from the jurisdiction of the
OMSA, the influence of Islamic institutions and clergy was significantly reduced, only one mullah
be assigned to a volost, mullahs ought to be ethnic Kazakhs with the knowledge of Russian language,
and mullahs be appointed and dismissed by the oblast governors (Zakonodatel’nye akty Rossiiskoi
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imperii, 2015: 143-144). Thus, with the enactment of the Provisional Statute in 1868, Catherine’s
legacy of patronage of Islam came to an end in the Kazakh steppe. Moreover, through implementing
anti-Muslim and anti-Tatar policies, Russian colonial authorities established a direct colonial rule
over the steppe based on cultural superiority and paternalistic relationships between the colonizer and
the colonized. This paternalism was the continuation of the conventional Russian sense of cultural
superiority and an obligation of a “civilizing mission”, which manifested in Russia’s efforts to civilize
the Kazakhs and safeguarding them from the “pernicious influence” of Islam, the Tatars and Muslim
clergy of Turkestan. Yet it should be emphasized that Russia’s “benevolent” and “humanitarian”
efforts were aimed at wrestling the Kazakhs from the influence of Islam and then subjecting them to
Christianization and Russification.

Having established direct colonial rule over the steppe, Russian officials portrayed themselves
as the protectors and guardians of the Kazakhs and their culture from the adverse impact of Islam,
Tatars and Muslim clergy. In this regard, Russian attitudes towards the Kazakhs could be categorized
as condescending and paternalistic (Remnev, 2006: 26). Remnev points to Russian ambiguity and
hypocrisy vis-a-vis the Kazakhs. On the one hand, they made efforts to rescue the Kazakhs from the
“disastrous influence” of Islam and Tatars. Yet on the other hand, their ultimate intention was to fully
assimilate the Kazakhs through conversion and Russification (Remnev, 2006: 26). However, the
institution of Russian colonial governance did not immediately generate the expected and desired
outcomes. Islam continued to play a prominent role in the lives of the Kazakhs and the Tatar influence
had not been reduced. For that reason, confronting Islam and the Tatars remained one of the pressing
issues in the agenda of Russian colonial authorities up to the demise of the tsarist empire in 1917.

Russian officials attributed Russian progress and success in civilizing the Kazakhs to the level
of their Islamization and Tatarization (Materialy po istorii SSSR, 1936: 337). In this case, Russian
officials underlined the receptiveness of the Kazakhs to Russian culture and enlightenment. However,
they also admitted the barriers created by Catherine’s policy of Islamization and Tatarization in the
steppe, which eventually held back and undermined the efforts of colonial authorities to Russify the
Kazakhs (Carrére d’Encausse, 2007: 102-103). One of the key measures for reducing the influence
of Islam and the Tatars upon Kazakhs was to introduce and spread Russian education among the
Kazakhs. Dmitry Tolstoy, the minister of education, and prominent Russian missionaries such as
Nikolai Ilminsky advocated the introduction of the Cyrillic script into the Kazakh language and
spread of faith-based Russian education in the steppe to put an end to the dominance of Islam and the
Tatar cultural influence (Materialy po istorii SSSR, 1936: 338-339).

Like his many other contemporaries, Nikolai [lminsky harbored deep Islamophobic and anti-
Tatar sentiments, promoting a conspiracy theory that the Tatars were inherently enemies of Russia
and were making efforts to instrumentalize Islam and Muslim institutions, including the OMSA, to
unite all Muslims of Russia to dismantle the Russian empire (Crews, 2009: 226-227). Ilminsky
attributed the failures of Russia to integrate, assimilate and baptize the Tatars not to their natural right
and obligation to resist Russian colonization, but to the purported hostility of Islam to education,
progress, civilization and its tendency to shield the Tatars and other Muslims from Russia’s
“benevolent influence” (Geraci, 1997: 153). In this regard, it can be argued that Ilminsky and other
Russians who held Islamophobic attitudes ascribed anti-Russian behavior of non-Russians, their
anticolonial resistance and attempts to maintain their distinct cultural identities to Islam. In this sense,
Ilminsky argued that the removal of Islam would lead to the elimination of all existing barriers
between Russians and non-Russians and would in turn result in absorbing non-Russians into Russian
society through conversion and education.

Nikolai Ilminsky became perhaps the most influential faith-based educator of non-Russian
peoples of the empire (Werth, 2001: 163). While many Russian officials and clergy sought cultural
assimilation of alien populations without a clear and efficient approach, Ilminsky developed a
pedagogical strategy to lure non-Russians into Orthodoxy and ultimately Russify them. Unlike his
contemporaries, he advocated the use of languages of non-Russians peoples to teach them the precepts
of Christianity and bring them to the faith of Christ. This new pedagogical approach became known
as the “Ilminsky system”, which was designed to instrumentalize languages of non-Russian peoples
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for his missionary work (Geraci, 2001: 277). He attempted to convert non-Russians to Christianity
through their languages. The essence of the “Ilminsky system” lied in the introduction of an Orthodox
school curriculum to schools with non-Russian children where instructions would be given in their
mother tongues, textbooks and Orthodox scriptures would be translated into non-Russian languages,
in which the Cyrillic script would be used not Arabic or any other alphabets (Geraci, 2001: 277).
Moreover, future pedagogues would be educated in such schools, who would later spread Russian
education and Christianity among their kins. Ilminsky applied his method extensively and invested
significantly in disseminating his large network of schools in the Volga region and beyond (Geraci,
2001: 278). He considered the use of languages of non-Russian peoples as a temporary and
transitional period from their Muslimness or other ethno-religious identity to Christianity and full
Russification (McCarthy, 1973: 317; Zhumatay, Yskak, 2025: 1147). Furthermore, he was certain that
once aliens converted to Christianity, they would immediately be Russified, leaving behind their
mother tongues, culture and ethnic roots (McCarthy, 1973: 317).

Ilminsky and his students focused on disseminating the “Ilminsky system” and his network of
schools in the steppe, Turkestan and in other areas of the empire. They also engaged in missionary
activities in the Kazakh steppe from the 1880s till the demise of the tsarist regime in 1917 (Zhumatay,
Yskak, 2025: 1147). In the last quarter of the 19" century, driven by aggressive Russian nationalism,
Russian authorities advocated and implemented belligerent nationalizing policies, putting tremendous
pressure upon Muslims and other non-Russians to assimilate (Geraci, 2001: 281). The huge pressure
mounting upon the Kazakhs was reflected in the state-inspired mass migration of Russian and other
Slavic peasants to the Kazakh steppe and a growing zeal of missionary activities of Russian clergy
among the Kazakhs. While the state-orchestrated mass settlement of Russian settlers in the steppe
was intended to disrupt, shatter and ultimately dismantle the nomadic way of life of the Kazakhs,
Orthodox missionaries were designed to induce mass conversion of the Kazakhs to Christianity and
their full assimilation into Russian culture. One prominent Russian theologian noted in 1893 that
mass conversion of non-Russians to Orthodoxy would lead them to fuse organically with the Russian
nation (Geraci, 2001: 282).

The institution of the Kazakh (Kirghiz) Spiritual Mission by the Holy Synod in 1881 coincided
with the rise of aggressive Russian nationalism and assimilationist policies across the empire. The
key task of the Spiritual Mission was to spread the gospel in the steppe and convert the Kazakhs to
Orthodoxy. Nikolay Ilminsky and his followers significantly contributed to the institutionalization of
Orthodox mission in the steppe (Campbell, 2017: 70). The head of the Kazakh Spiritual Mission
Vladimir Senkovsky in 1882-1891 determined the task of the mission as raising the banner of Christ
in the steppe and make the Kazakhs genuine Christians (Belyaev, 1900: 294). Indicating the
uselessness of the Kazakh way of life that had been made worthless due to the deep social
transformation induced by the implementation of the 1868 Provisional Statute, Vladimir Senkovsky
envisioned inevitable assimilation of the Kazakhs and their eventual merging with the Russian people
(Belyaev, 1900: 292). The Kazakh Spiritual Mission was significantly backed by Russian colonial
authorities, specifically by Gerasim Kolpakovsky, the former governor of Semirechie and now the
first governor-general of the Steppe, who ardently advocated missionary activities of Russian clergy
and Christianization of the Kazakhs (Uyama, 2007: 31). Kolpakovsky increasingly targeted
impoverished Kazakhs, who in his view, were more susceptible to conversion. In this regard, he
invested in building communities of destitute Kazakhs in the form of villages, who would one day
become rich and successful and would in turn attract their Muslim kins to Christianity (Uyama, 2007:
32). Kolpakovsky believed that mass conversion of the Kazakhs and other Oriental peoples to
Orthodoxy would lead to their spiritual affinity with the Russian people (Uyama, 2007: 32).

However, the top-down state-inspired concerted efforts of Russian authorities and Russian
missionaries to convert the Kazakhs to Orthodoxy ultimately produced infinitesimal results.
Discussing the problem of the fiasco of Russian missionaries in the steppe and its underlying causes
is out of the scope of this study. Yet drawing on the relevant literature, it can be argued that all
dominant Russian discourses of the religious identity of the Kazakhs turned out to be erroneous and
false. Uyama draws attention to the primary wrong perceptions of Russians about the Kazakhs
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(Uyama, 2007: 39). The discourse of the Kazakhs as “bad Muslims” and the conviction that it would
be much easier to convert them to Orthodoxy proved to be erroneous (Uyama, 2007: 39). Russians’
views of non-Russian peoples’ religious faith and identity were primarily shaped by religion. This
was because in the state of Muscovy and later in imperial Russia religion was the main identity maker,
and hence, Russians’ worldviews and perceptions of others were shaped by religion. Coupled with
the religiously driven civilizing mission, a religious-based understanding of the world prevented
Russians from forming a correct view of others. One of the clear indications of such erroneous views
of the Kazakhs was the failure of Russians to differentiate between religious doctrines and identity
(Uyama, 2007: 39). Although it could be true that the Kazakhs were not as devout Muslims as those
sedentary peoples of Turkestan or Tatars, Islam was an integral part of their national identity. It was
also a spurious view that the Kazakhs had embraced Islam due to Catherine’s patronage of Islam and
Islamization of the nomads of the steppe. In this case, Frank calls attention to the infelicity of the term
“Islamization” of the Kazakhs as they had long been Muslims before the Russian conquest, who
overwhelmingly regarded Islam as their ancestral religious faith adopted in the distant past
(Frank, 2003: 261). In Frank’s view, Catherine’s policy of Islamization of the steppe nomads was in
fact one of the important periods of the development of Kazakh Muslim identity (Frank, 2003: 262).
For that reason, the Kazakhs came to see the efforts of Russian colonial authorities to curtail and
terminate Islam and Islamic institutions as a clear indication of a concerted and intentional assault
upon their ethnic, cultural and religious identity (Zhumatay, Yskak, 2025: 1148). As a result, the
Kazakhs increasingly perceived Christianity as a religion of their oppressors and Russian missionaries
as agents of Russian colonialism and imperialism (Lysenko, 2008: 154). In this case, Islam was seen
as a powerful shield against Russian colonialism. To sum up, although Russia was ultimately able to
integrate the steppe and its inhabitants into its imperial body, all efforts to Christianize and Russify
the Kazakhs proved fruitless.

Conclusion. The study has explored tsarist Russia’s civilizing mission in the steppe and its
policy of Christianizing the Kazakhs in the second half of the 19™ century and the beginning of the
20" century. The results of the study have shown that despite the political, cultural and military
prevalence of Russia in its quest to spread civilization and Christianity in the steppe, the
accomplishment of cultural and religious transformation of the Kazakhs remained out of question.
From the last quarter of the 18th century and up to the demise of the tsarist regime, imperial Russia’s
religious policy underwent drastic profound changes and transformations from “Islamization” of the
Kazakhs initiated and implemented by Catherine II and to “Christianization” efforts by Russian
Orthodox clergy in cahoots with the Russian government. Both “Islamization” and “Christianization”
policies were conceptually, ideologically and theoretically underpinned by the Enlightenment ideas
of a “civilizing mission” and a cultural superiority of European Christian nations over the peoples of
the Orient. Although Christianization of non-Russians preceded the Russian empire going back to the
era of Muscovy, with the adoption of the European Enlightenment ideas Russia assumed the
worldwide role of spreading Christianity and European civilization to its colonies in Asia. From now
on, Christianity and civilization were considered as identical and fundamentally the same. From this
standpoint, along with other European colonial powers, Russia increasingly invested in disseminating
Christianity and European civilization among its subject populations across the empire. Yet under the
rule of Catherine II and her successors there had been a drastic paradigm shift in Russia’s civilizing
mission in its eastern and southern frontiers. Despite the deep-rooted prevalent anti-Islam sentiments
in Russian society, Catherine II leveraged Islam and recruited the Tatars as a civilizing force to pacify
and subdue the Kazakhs. The negative discourse on Islam changed dramatically. Russian political
elites and officials depicted Islam as a benevolent tool from which the empire would benefit
significantly.

However, by the mid-19th century due to the rise of imperial nationalism and the failures to
subdue the Kazakhs through Islam and the Tatar mullahs, Russian political elites and officials had
drastically shifted their view of Islam and the Tatars, seeing them as enemies of Russia and its
civilizing mission in its colonies. The rise and dissemination of anti-Muslim and anti-Tatar sentiments
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among Russians gradually led to the end of Catherine II'’s policy of religious toleration and patronage
of Islam in the Kazakh steppe in the 1860s-1870s. Having outrightly rejected any idea of the utility
of Islam and the Tatars, Russians officials stressed the need to remove them from the steppe and
embark upon the path of baptizing and Russifying the Kazakhs through the top-down administrative
measures and missionary activities. Russian officials, orientalists and clergy constructed the hostile
image of Islam and the Tatars, portraying them as vicious and vile foes of Russia and a serious hurdle
to its civilizing mission in the steppe. Administrative reforms in the 1860s led to the removal of the
Kazakhs from the jurisdiction of the OMSA and prohibition of the activities of Tatar and Central
Asian Muslim missionaries in the steppe. Through the weakening of the influence of Islamic
institutions and clergy as well as reducing the role of Islam and the Tatars, Russian colonial authorities
sought to establish Russia’s political, cultural and religious domination in the steppe and beyond. For
that purpose, Russian colonial authorities established the Kazakh Spiritual Mission and allowed
Russian missionaries to spread the gospel among the Kazakhs with the intent to bring them to
Orthodoxy. Yet ultimately the policy of religious conversion of the Kazakhs ended in failure. Studies
attribute the failures of Russian Christian missionary activities in the steppe to a variety of factors,
which ought to be explored in detail in future research.

Introduction. At the end of the 20th century, the social, economic, and political transformations
in the post-Soviet space had a significant impact on all spheres of society, including demographic
development processes. The dissolution of the Soviet Union, followed by the crises of the 1990s,
coincided with industrial decline, rising unemployment, a decrease in living standards, and the
weakening of former social institutions. These factors led to a sharp change in the demographic
situation in Kazakhstan, laying the foundation for a new historical phase in population size and
structure. Studies in the post-Soviet space indicate that socio-economic instability and dissatisfaction
with living conditions are key factors driving migration, which helps to explain the emigration trends
observed in Kazakhstan during the 1990s (Lapshyna and Diivell, 2015: 291).

These processes were particularly pronounced in the East Kazakhstan region. During the Soviet
period, the region had developed as a polyethnic area with high industrial potential; however, the
transition to a market economy brought a range of socio-economic challenges. The contraction of
industrial production, social instability, and changes in the labor market contributed to increased
migration flows, declining birth rates, and rising mortality. As a result, the 1990s saw the emergence
of region-specific characteristics of the demographic crisis in East Kazakhstan.

The relevance of this study is associated with the need to consider the demographic changes of
the 1990s not merely as a temporary phenomenon, but as a significant historical factor that shaped
the subsequent demographic development of the region. Understanding the roots of contemporary
demographic trends requires a thorough analysis of their historical prerequisites. From this
perspective, a historical examination of the demographic situation during the crisis years allows for
identifying the cause-and-effect relationships underlying long-term changes in the population size
and structure of East Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan’s regional development policies and strategies aimed at addressing spatial
inequalities influenced demographic changes in the context of the socio-economic crisis of the 1990s,
including migration patterns and population dynamics in East Kazakhstan (Turganbayev and Diener,
2018: 657). From the perspective of historical science, demographic processes are considered a
historical phenomenon closely linked to the social, economic, and political development of society.
Therefore, analyzing the demographic consequences of the 1990s crisis provides insights into the
features of post-Soviet transformation at the regional level and helps to interpret the current
demographic situation in its historical context. Accordingly, the study of the demographic impacts of
the 1990s crisis in East Kazakhstan represents a relevant scientific issue aimed at a deeper
understanding of the region’s social history and identifying the historical patterns of demographic
development.

Materials and Methods. The material basis of this study consists of scholarly works and their
extensive analytical reviews dedicated to examining the demographic consequences of historical,
political, economic, and social crises in Kazakhstan during the 1990s. In addition, the primary sources
of demographic research include data from the National Statistics Bureau and the results of population
censuses. Although archival records and historical-demographic documents have been utilized in
some studies, most research relies on official statistics.

In the present study, academic articles from the international Scopus database concerning the
history of Kazakhstan, post-Soviet transformation, migration, and population change were analyzed
and their findings synthesized. For instance, studies published in the Scopus database provided a
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comprehensive analysis of the impact of the economic downturn on migration dynamics during the
1990s, including data on external migration and changes in ethnic composition between 1991 and
2004, demonstrating a demographic decline within Kazakh society (Aldashev and Dietz, 2014: 379).
Furthermore, an international study examining the relationship between economic shocks and
migration analyzed migration trends between 1995 and 1999, highlighting the direct effect of
economic factors on population movements (Charles et al., 2005: 107). Through these and other inter-
institutional articles, the causes and patterns of demographic changes in the 1990s were analyzed
from a multidimensional perspective

The study utilized state statistical indicators as well as population census data at both regional
and national levels. These statistical sources, starting from the 1990s, enabled the analysis of
population dynamics, natural growth, and external migration processes. A comparative analysis of
official statistics and academic articles from the Scopus database provided scientific evidence for
examining the historical causes and consequences of demographic trends.

Methodologically, the study employed a combination of historical-comparative, historical-
statistical, cause-and-effect analysis, and regional approaches. The historical-comparative method
allowed for comparing demographic indicators of the 1990s with subsequent periods using five-year
intervals, while the historical-statistical method facilitated the analysis of population dynamics and
migration flows based on quantitative data. The cause-and-effect analysis focused on the relationships
between socio-economic factors of the crisis and demographic changes, and the regional approach
emphasized the specific characteristics of East Kazakhstan. The combination of these materials and
methods fully corresponds to the research objectives and provides a basis for a comprehensive
historical analysis of the demographic consequences of the 1990s crisis.

Discussion. Demographic changes have a direct impact on socio-economic conditions and can
contribute to regional trends such as crisis or growth. International experience indicates that migration
is a key factor in global integration; however, its positive and negative effects are directly related to
the quality of migration management, the political-economic context, and regional specificities
during periods of crisis (Castles, 2014: 190).

The data obtained in this study demonstrate that the socio-economic crises of the 1990s had a
multifaceted and long-term impact on demographic development in the East Kazakhstan region.
During this period, demographic changes were not only a direct consequence of economic downturns
but also closely linked to broader historical and political transformations. The collapse of the Soviet
social system, changes in state governance structures, and the transition to market relations
significantly influenced the population’s strategies for livelihood in the region. During periods of
economic crises, internal migration processes slowed down, and the impact of economic incentive
factors on population mobility weakened (An et al., 2017: 1452).

The scientific foundation of demographic research in Kazakhstan originates from the Soviet
period, relying on population censuses and ethnodemographic studies. Following independence,
national demography emerged as a distinct field of study, with growing attention to ethnodemographic
transformations, migration, urbanization, and issues of birth and mortality. Considering the works of
both domestic and international scholars who have studied demographic processes, there is currently
a substantial body of literature on urbanization, migration, and ethnodemographic changes,
highlighting the relevance of the topic.

However, research on demographic development in Kazakhstan has often been limited to
describing ethnodemographic changes, migration, and urbanization, primarily in a statistical-
analytical manner. Consequently, the theoretical-methodological framework and the integration of
these studies into international scientific discourse remain underdeveloped. In the scientific literature,
the demographic crisis of the 1990s is frequently explained through intensified migration processes.
According to scholars, during the post-Soviet economic crisis, migration flows increased, particularly
among non-Kazakh ethnic groups, directly affecting the demographic structure of East Kazakhstan
(Becker et al., 2003: 228). This evidence confirms the existence of regional specificities in migration
within East Kazakhstan. The contraction of industrial production and the reduction of employment
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opportunities led to a mass outflow of the working-age population from the region. This trend
impacted not only the demographic structure but also contributed to the deformation of the
population’s age and social composition. Furthermore, the study identified a decline in natural
population growth as one of the significant demographic consequences of the crisis. The sharp
decrease in birth rates and the increase in mortality were closely associated with social instability, the
deterioration of healthcare services, and the decline in living standards. This indicates that the
demographic crisis was not only quantitative but also qualitative in nature.

A comparison of these findings with other regions shows that demographic changes in East
Kazakhstan generally corresponded to national trends; however, the region’s polyethnic composition
and border location exerted a distinct influence on the pace and characteristics of demographic
transformation. The mass emigration of certain ethnic groups led to the disruption of the
ethnodemographic balance in the region, laying the foundation for structural changes that persisted
in subsequent periods. Migration processes in the post-Soviet space were largely oriented toward the
Russian Federation as a primary center of attraction, which helps explain the geographical direction
of emigration flows from East Kazakhstan (Krasinet, 1998: 49).

International experience demonstrates that the nature of migration is directly influenced by
political and economic structures (Valenta, 2017: 428), making this a crucial factor in explaining
migration patterns in East Kazakhstan during the socio-economic crisis of the 1990s. Furthermore,
demographic structure and ethnic composition may affect regional stability; however, the
demographic changes in East Kazakhstan during the 1990s were directly shaped by specific economic
and social contexts, limiting the applicability of simplistic political parallels. From this perspective,
migration and population changes during the crisis period must be interpreted not only in the context
of international trends but also in relation to regional socio-economic factors (Laruelle, 2018: 65).

Historically, the demographic crisis of the 1990s should not be seen as a temporary phenomenon
characteristic of a transitional period in East Kazakhstan; rather, it must be considered a structural
factor that determined the region’s subsequent demographic development. The findings of this study
highlight the importance of historical factors in understanding contemporary demographic trends and
underscore the necessity of considering demography as an integral component of social history.
Accordingly, a historical analysis of demographic changes in the 1990s can provide a comprehensive
assessment of the region’s socio-economic development and serve as an important scientific basis for
interpreting contemporary demographic policies..

Results. The findings of the study indicate that the socio-economic crisis of the 1990s had a
significant and long-lasting impact on the demographic development of the East Kazakhstan region.
During this period, the region’s demographic situation was characterized by a decline in population
size, intensified migration flows, and a reduction in natural population growth.

Population size refers to the number of people residing in a given area at a specific point in
time. Annual estimates at the beginning of the year are calculated based on the results of the most
recent population census. According to this methodology, the number of births and permanent arrivals
to the area is added, while the number of deaths and permanent departures is subtracted. Estimates
for previous years are subsequently adjusted based on the results of subsequent censuses (stat.gov.kz,
2025).

First, regarding population dynamics, the results indicate that a sustained demographic decline
began in East Kazakhstan from the early 1990s. The population decrease was primarily associated
with negative net migration both internal and external as well as a sharp decline in natural population
growth. This demographic contraction was particularly pronounced in comparison with other regions
of the Republic. Long-term demographic trends reveal that the structural characteristics of
Kazakhstan’s population were noticeably affected by the crisis period of 1990-2000. The collapse of
the Soviet system, coupled with socio-economic transformations, negative migration balances, and
declining birth rates, led to a reduction in population size and changes in age structure. These
processes were especially evident in East Kazakhstan, where the 1990s were marked by population
decline, decreased natural growth, and an accelerating aging trend.
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The demographic crisis of the 1990s had long-term consequences, affecting the age structure
established in subsequent decades. This is particularly evident in the gradual decline of the youth
population and the increasing share of elderly residents. The inertial nature of these trends persists
into the present period. Comparatively, official statistical data from the 2020s indicate a numerical
recovery of Kazakhstan’s population: according to 2024 data, the country’s population exceeded 20
million, with individuals under 25 years old accounting for 42.6%, those aged 25-65 comprising
48.5%, and residents over 65 representing 8.9%.

However, this overall positive dynamic is not uniform at the regional level. In East Kazakhstan,
the demographic structure established during the 1990s continues to manifest in an aging population
and a relatively lower proportion of youth. Furthermore, life expectancy gradually recovered only
after the decline observed during the crisis period: in the post-pandemic period, life expectancy was
70.23 years in 2021 and increased to 75.09 years by 2023. This trend, coupled with population aging,
contributes to an increased social burden at the regional level. The aging population and the
decreasing number of working-age individuals particularly in East Kazakhstan, where negative
migration and low natural growth persist place significant pressure on the state pension system
(enpf.kz, 2024).

The results concerning migration processes indicate that emigration flows predominated in East
Kazakhstan. Economic instability, the closure of industrial enterprises, and the deterioration of social
conditions prompted a mass outflow of working-age residents from the region. In particular, the
acceleration of external migration in the mid-1990s had a significant impact on the region’s
demographic structure. The study also demonstrates that internal migration was an important factor
in the spatial redistribution of the national population. Its intensity and structure were shaped by
historical events and state policies, determining the direction of regional demographic processes. The
data further confirm that internal migration is closely linked to age structure, spatial patterns, and
urbanization processes. Notably, during periods of socio-economic crisis, internal migration emerged
as a sensitive indicator of demographic change, exerting a significant influence on the dynamics of
regional population (Charles-Edwards, 2019: 150).

The study results indicate that migration significantly influences regional demographic changes
(Hugo, 2013: 141). In the case of East Kazakhstan, this trend was particularly pronounced during the
socio-economic crisis of the 1990s. Moreover, the positive effects of migration were directly dependent
on the quality of migration management and the effectiveness of state policies, influencing both the
structure and movement of the regional population. These findings clearly demonstrate the role of
migration as a sensitive indicator of demographic change. However, in addition to birth and death rates,
which directly determine population growth, international migration also represents a significant factor.
Evaluating migration data is challenging, as many individuals simultaneously reside outside their home
country as tourists, workers, or refugees, making it difficult to collect precise information
(indexmundi.com, 2025).

Analysis of natural population growth indicators revealed a decline in birth rates and an increase in
mortality. Between 1990 and 2000, birth and death rates in Kazakhstan, including East Kazakhstan,
changed significantly. At the national level, the birth rate exhibited a steady downward trend: in 1990,
approximately 22.2 live births per 1,000 inhabitants were registered; by 1995, this decreased to
approximately 18.7, and by 2000, to around 15.8, indicating a decline in fertility over the decade
(macrotrends.net, 2025). This process was closely associated with the weakening of the social protection
system, deterioration in the quality of healthcare services, and declining living standards. As a result, the
natural foundations of population growth in East Kazakhstan weakened. The majority of deaths were
caused by circulatory system diseases, followed by disorders of the nervous system (sputnik.kz, 2025).

Studies indicate that the decline in birth rates during the 1990s was influenced by the socio-
economic crisis in the country, which led to delayed childbearing among women, a slowdown in family
formation, and the temporary outflow and subsequent return of the working-age population. Although
regional-level official data for East Kazakhstan are not fully published, the overall decline in births across
Kazakhstan clearly affected the demographic dynamics of the region. In addition, elevated mortality
rates — or those that initially declined in the early 1990s before stabilizing also contributed to the negative
trajectory of natural population growth, as the number of births decreased significantly relative to the
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number of deaths. Demographic studies show that between 1990 and 1999, the difference between births
and deaths i.e., natural increase declined substantially and, in some periods, approached negative values,
reflecting the consequences of socio-economic instability and challenges in the healthcare system
(unfpa.org, 2025). Overall, the negative trends in birth and death rates between 1990 and 2000 were
closely associated with factors such as the socio-economic crisis, migration of working-age residents, and
reduced demographic activity in the region, directly affecting the natural population growth in East
Kazakhstan (Figure 1).

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The data obtained in the study indicate that demographic changes in the 1990s also affected the
age structure of the population in East Kazakhstan. While the overall population decline reflected the
national trend, regional factors intensified these demographic shifts. In particular, the migration of
working-age youth to major cities in search of employment and the return of other ethnic groups to
their historical homelands significantly contributed to the decrease in natural population growth. As
a result, the population of East Kazakhstan experienced a notable reduction. The decline in the
working-age population and the lower proportion of youth had long-term implications for the region’s
socio-economic development, creating a foundation for labor shortages in subsequent periods.

An analysis of urbanization and internal migration dynamics shows a sharp increase in the share
of urban residents across the country, accompanied by a consistent decrease in the rural population.
In terms of international migration, Kazakhstan experienced a bilateral migration process over the
last two decades. During the 1990s, the share of ethnic Russians and Germans leaving the country
decreased, while their place was gradually taken by ethnic Kazakhs returning from abroad
(Oralmans). The specific comparative dynamics of each ethnic group can be observed in Table 1. Due
to the lack of precise quantitative data on the ethnic composition of East Kazakhstan, comparative
analysis relies on official historical censuses and research data. For instance, individual census data
for 1990 are unavailable, so the 1989 census results are considered approximate for that year.
Similarly, the 2000 official census data, based on the 1999 census, are used as the closest
representation of the ethnodemographic situation.

In the first quarter of the 21st century, labor migration in Kazakhstan acquired a new character,
as the country simultaneously attracted labor and sent skilled specialists abroad. This phenomenon
affected the internal labor market, regional balance, and social structure. The urbanization process,
particularly in large cities such as Astana, Almaty, and Shymkent, has formed a new structure of
demographic space. East Kazakhstan Region was no exception to this trend. Currently, the region is
experiencing a sharp decline in the number of young people and an increase in the proportion of
elderly residents. Thus, the demographic situation in East Kazakhstan demonstrates a pronounced
aging trend. According to the 2023 Biletter Index, the region’s index value is —27.8, indicating that
the population under 15 years old is smaller than that over 50 years old. This indicator classifies the
region as an “aging” area and reflects an imbalance in the demographic structure (Urmanov, 2023).

Moreover, the regional migration situation also contributes to demographic pressure. In the past
year, 2,000 people left East Kazakhstan, which corresponds to approximately one-tenth of the region’s
population over the last decade. Such persistent negative migration affects the stability of rural
settlements and population numbers, disrupts the demographic structure, and may lead to the near
depopulation of certain districts. These data demonstrate the long-term effects of the socio-economic
crisis and migration processes of the 1990s, as well as clearly illustrate the specific characteristics of
the region’s age structure.

Overall, the research findings indicate that the crisis of the 1990s altered the historical trajectory
of demographic development in East Kazakhstan and generated structural changes that laid the
foundation for the region’s current demographic situation. Nevertheless, the population of
Kazakhstan demonstrated resilience in overcoming the consequences of the 1990s crisis. During this
period, women delayed childbirth due to uncertainty, and a portion of the population particularly
Slavs and Germans emigrated from the country in large numbers. Despite these challenges, by 2001,
the total population of Kazakhstan amounted to only 14.8 million people (Urmanov, 2023). These
data clearly illustrate both the severity of the demographic crisis in the region and the population’s
capacity for endurance.

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This figure clearly illustrates the severity of the demographic crisis: from a high level in 1990,
the population declined by approximately 1.2—1.3 million people by 2000. At the national level,
several sources confirm the population figures for 1990 (danso.info). The discrepancy between
sources arises from differences between the official census results and subsequently adjusted or
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extrapolated estimates. Minor variations between the recorded population during the census and the
projected estimates may occur. According to some data, while the population of the Republic
exceeded 16.4 million according to the 1989 census, it decreased to 14.9 million according to the
1999 census (Musyrman, 2023). Therefore, around 1990, based on the 1989 census results, the
population of East Kazakhstan was approximately 1.767 million. Although the 1995 regional
population figures are not officially available, interpolation within the 1989—1999 data cycle suggests
that it was around 1.53 million. According to the official estimate for 2000, the population of the
region amounted to 1.516 million. This indicates a regional demographic decline alongside the overall
national trend of population decrease (wikipedia.org).

Conclusion. The study results demonstrated that the socio-economic crisis of the 1990s had a
significant impact on the demographic development of East Kazakhstan. During this period,
population decline, the sharp drop in natural growth rates, and the increase in negative migration
balances left long-term effects on the region’s demographic structure. Specifically:

e The population dynamics decreased in line with the general national trend, while regional
characteristics particularly the emigration of the working-age population intensified demographic
changes.

e Birth and death rates shifted negatively during the crisis, leading to a decrease in natural
population growth. This was a consequence of socio-economic instability, declining quality of
medical services, and deterioration in living standards.

e Migration contributed to changes in the region’s ethnodemographic structure and the
reduction of youth and working-age groups, which had long-term implications for the socio-economic
development of the region.

The historical-comparative, historical-statistical, causal, and regional methods employed in the
study allowed for the integration of historical and quantitative data, facilitating an understanding of
the structural nature of the 1990s demographic crisis. Furthermore, the analysis of research from
Scopus and other scientific sources strengthened the study’s scientific validity.

In conclusion, the 1990s crisis acted as a structural factor that altered the historical trajectory
of demographic development in East Kazakhstan and laid the foundation for the current demographic
situation. These findings underscore the importance of considering historical context in planning
regional demographic policies and improving the socio-economic conditions of the population.
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Abstract. Introduction. Due to its advantageous geographic and strategic location, Central Asia has
been a key region of Eurasia since ancient times, a crossroads of civilizations. This explains why key
trade routes, such as the Red Sea Route, the Royal Road, and especially the Great Silk Road,
stretching from the East to the Mediterranean, passed through its territory. Along these routes, the
countries of the region maintained close ties with the city-states and trading colonies of the
Mediterranean. Historical sources indicate that the ancient centers of state in the territory of modern-
day Uzbekistan played a significant role in international trade and cultural exchange. Objectives and
Tasks. Over the past 34 years of independence, Uzbekistan has undertaken extensive work to shape
its foreign policy and national diplomatic service, achieving notable results in the international arena.
Global practice confirms that no state can successfully develop in isolation, especially in the context
of globalization and integration. Therefore, from the first years of independence, the republic has
consistently strived to actively integrate into the global community, relying on the principles of
mutual respect and national interests. Its growing international prestige was ensured by its
advantageous geographic location, economic reforms, investment, and the development of trade,
tourism, and cultural ties. Materials and Methods. During the Soviet period, Uzbekistan lacked real
sovereignty: its foreign policy and economic activity were controlled by Moscow, and the origins of
this dependence date back to the Russian Empire's colonial conquests in Turkestan. After brief
attempts at independence in the early 20th century, the republic ultimately fell under the control of
the Union center until 1991. The turning point was the 1990 Declaration of Independence and
subsequent laws, which enshrined Uzbekistan's right to independently determine its foreign policy
and manage international relations. Since gaining independence, the country has embarked on a
course of strengthening sovereignty, integrating into the global community, and implementing
socially oriented market reforms, viewing foreign policy as a key factor in national development and
stability. Results. After gaining independence, Uzbekistan quickly established a national system of
foreign policy and foreign economic management: the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was reorganized,
the National Bank for Foreign Economic Activity and the Ministry of Foreign Economic Relations
were established, and diplomatic training was established. In 1992, the republic joined the OSCE and
the UN, marking its full inclusion in the international community. An important step was the
establishment of the University of World Economy and Diplomacy to train a new generation of
specialists. The adoption of the Constitution on December 8, 1992, enshrined the legal foundations
for an independent foreign policy based on the principles of international law and national interests.
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Conclusion. The adoption of the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan on December 8, 1992,
cemented the country's legal status as a full-fledged subject of international relations and defined the
principles of its foreign policy, based on international law, sovereign equality, and the protection of
national interests. In the first years of independence, the republic received recognition from
approximately 160 states and established diplomatic relations with 60 countries. By 2008, 86 foreign
embassies and trade missions were operating in Uzbekistan, and 48 diplomatic missions operated
abroad, reflecting the country's growing international prestige thanks to a well-thought-out and
independent foreign policy.

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Abstract. Based on historical sources, the article examines issues related to medicine, its legal
foundations, and practical implementation in the Zarafshan Okrug (1868—1886) and the Samarkand
Region (1886—1917) during the colonial administration of the Russian Empire in the late 19th and
early 20th centuries.

As a result of colonial policy, the medical sphere contributed to social and
class-based segregation within society, the marginalization of local medical traditions, and limited
access to medical services.

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Abstract. Introduction. D.A. Kunaev (1912-1993) - an outstanding party and statesman of Soviet
Kazakhstan and the USSR. For almost half a century he was one of the leading politicians and leaders
of the Kazakh SSR, holding the posts of chairman of the Council of Ministers of the republic and first
secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan. The purpose of this study,
defining and corresponding objectives, is to using documentary evidence and memoirs
of D.A. Kunaev to identify the circumstances, under which D.A. Kunaev was appointed to the post
of head of government, give an analysis of his actions and efforts to achieve the post of the first party
leader, and outline the role and significance of his activities in these posts in 1955-1962. in the socio-
economic development of Soviet Kazakhstan and strengthening the foundation of its statehood.
Materials and methods. Material was attracted from the funds of the Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (AP RK), the memoirs of D. A. Kunaev himself and the results of research
by domestic and foreign historians. Classical methods of historical research were used - historical-
descriptive and historical-genetic. Methods of high-quality sociology were also used: discourse -
analysis of texts and speech practices of the head of Kazakhstan. Results. The circumstances of the
appointment of D. A. Kunaev to the post of Chairman of the Kazakh SSR and then the first secretary
of the republican party organization were investigated, the strategy of his struggle for power was
analyzed and the results of his activities in the period from 1955 to 1962 were evaluated. Conclusions.
In the course of the study, it was shown that in the presented conditions of rapid post-Stalin
transformations, D. A. Kunaev most effectively achieved the achievement of the highest leadership
positions in the republic and used his position in the interests of the development of the Kazakh SSR.

Introduction. The name of Dinmukhamed Akhmedovich Kunaev is now scarcely known to the
average citizen, not only of the Russian Federation but even of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Yet, he
was not only the leader of Soviet Kazakhstan, serving as Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the
republic (1955-1960, 1962—-1964) and as First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Kazakhstan (1960-1962, 1964—1986) for more than thirty years, but he also spent a long
time as a member of the highest party and state leadership of the entire USSR, serving from 1971 to
1986 as a member of the Politburo of the CPSU Central Committee—the de facto highest governing
body of both the Party and the Soviet Union as a whole. Considering that as early as April 1942
Kunaev had worked as Deputy Chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars of the Kazakh SSR,
his presence at the apex of Soviet Kazakhstan’s power spanned almost forty-five years. Not
surprisingly, his memoirs, which reflected many pages of his long and eventful political life, were
titled “About My Time: From Stalin to Gorbachev.”

For Soviet Kazakhstan, the name D.A. Kunaev is associated with an entire era — the “Kunaev
Era.” Kunaev could rightfully call these years “my time” when looking back over the decades he had
lived through. He became the embodiment of Kazakhstan and its multiethnic people, the face of a
young Soviet republic that had obtained its union status only in December 1936, and of the Kazakh
people as a whole. There was no sphere of economic, socio-political, scientific, or cultural life in the
republic that did not bear the imprint of the work of this prominent party, administrative, scientific,
and state figure.

However, Kunaev’s rise to the highest levels of political power in Soviet Kazakhstan was not
cloudless or easy. Crucial in this regard were the events of the second half of the 1950s, when he held
the post of Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR and first attained the coveted
position of the republic’s party leader. These years should be regarded as a turning point in the fate
of D.A. Kunaev himself, the Kazakh SSR, and indeed the entire Soviet Union, since the events of this
period were closely linked to the first post-Stalin decade, to the activities of N.S. Khrushchev, and to
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L.I. Brezhnev, who, at the end of that decade, became First Secretary of the CPSU Central Committee
and assumed leadership of the Soviet state.

The aim of this research is to demonstrate that it was precisely Kunaev, while serving as head
of government in 1955-1960 and as First Secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Kazakhstan in 1960-1962, who made a decisive contribution to the socio-economic development
of Kazakhstan, to the strengthening and development of its statehood, and to the preservation of its
territorial integrity. Identifying his position and analyzing Kunaev’s actions with regard to
consolidating the foundations of the Kazakh Socialist Republic’s statehood and maintaining its
territorial integrity are primary and essential research tasks. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to
identify both the stages of his struggle for the post of the republic’s first leader and the methods,
means, and efforts he employed in attaining the leadership of the republican party organization.

The hypothesis of this study is that, while leading the republican party organization in 1960—
1962, D.A. Kunaev changed the character of governance in the republic and, at a minimum, laid the
foundations for its rapid and dynamic development during his second tenure in this position.

Materials and Methods. In the course of this research, classical methods of historical
investigation were actively employed, including the historico-genetic and historico-comparative
methods. The historico-genetic method played a crucial role in explaining facts, identifying the causes
of their sequence, and helped to reveal and interpret key events in the history of the Soviet state, of
which the Kazakh SSR was a part, as well as their influence on the course of events and processes
within Kazakhstan itself.

The historico-comparative method made it possible to determine both the general
characteristics shared by members of the Soviet party-state nomenklatura and the distinctive features
of Kunaev’s style in achieving his goals on the path to power and in managing the development of
the republic during his initial tenure in the Kazakh SSR. The use of this method also allowed for the
identification of the levels of interaction between the leadership of Kazakhstan and the union center,
as well as the true plans and intentions of Moscow regarding the republic’s future.

The study also took into account the moment of ethnic mobilization, linked to the specifics of
Soviet national policy and the optimal methods of interaction with the indigenous population and
local authorities. Discourse analysis of texts and speeches by leaders of the USSR and the Kazakh
SSR, as well as sources of personal origin—including memoirs and autobiographical materials—was
employed to provide further insight.

The research additionally relied on materials from the Archive of the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan (APRK) and the Russian State Archive of Contemporary History (RGANI). Numerous
documents related to the life and activity of D.A. Kunaev were discovered and analyzed as part of
the research project “The Contribution of D.A. Kunaev to the Socio-Economic Development of
Kazakhstan and the Preservation of its Territorial Integrity.” These documents extracted from
archival collections are important, as they are directly related to the circumstances of Kunaev’s rise
to power and serve as the basis for an objective analysis of the outcomes of his work as one of the
highest-ranking leaders of the Kazakh SSR during 1955-1962.

Discussion

The personality of D.A. Kunaev and the results of his long and productive career have not gone
unnoticed by both foreign and domestic scholars. British researcher Bhavna Dave regarded his
activities as an example of the preservation (or revival) of national identity within the inherently
internationalist framework of the Soviet system (Bhavna Dave, 2007). The phenomenon of forming,
strengthening, and institutionalizing national elites, and transforming them into ruling strata within
the national republics of the Soviet Union, attracted the attention of foreign, particularly Western,
researchers. Interest in the national construction of the Soviet state was demonstrated at different
times by G. Hodnett (Hodnett, 1975; 1978), W. Cleary (Cleary, 1967), and especially T.H. Rigby in a
series of publications (Rigby, 1968; 1970-1971; 1980; 1983; 1988). The judgments of these scholars,
diverse and sometimes contradictory as they are, contribute to understanding both the phenomenon
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of the “party-state leader of a Soviet national republic” and the personality of the Kazakh leader, as
well as to assessing the scope of his activities.

Among the more recent works of foreign authors, the studies by S. Keller (Keller, 2020) and A.
Khalid (Khalid, 2021) deserve mention. Among Kazakhstani researchers focusing on the “Kunaev
era,” particular attention should be given to studies on the evolution and continuity of political
leadership by N.A. Abueva (Abueva, 2007), D. Ashimbaev and V. Khlyupin (Ashimbaev, Khlyupin,
2008), D.B. Kasymova (Kasymova, 2022), and Z.E. Kabuldinov and K.V. Cherepanov (Kabuldinov,
Cherepanov, Kasymova, 2024). These works provide a solid foundation for addressing the research
objectives. The most comprehensive study dedicated to the outcomes of Kunaev’s activity remains
the monograph by B.A. Tulepbaev and K.U. Tulepbaeva, D.A. Kunaev — an Outstanding State and
Political Figure (Tulepbaev, Tulepbaeva, 2006). This work, of course, relies on a wide range of
sources, including Kunaev’s own memoirs and recollections of his associates; however, many of its
conclusions and evaluations now require serious refinement and further development, particularly
given the opportunities for broader archival research. The scholarly monographs
of Zh.B. Abylkhozhin (Abylkhozhin, 1997; 2019) are important both for characterizing the conditions
of socialist construction in the Kazakh SSR and for evaluating the quality and nature of the reforms
themselves.

In Russian academic literature, a substantial body of research has been developed on the party
nomenklatura (Golovinova, 2011). There are also general studies revealing the nature of political
processes in the USSR that led to its collapse (Filippov, 2021; Cheshko, 2000), as well as
investigations into the specifics of regional governance processes (Kishchenkov et al., 2021). The
existing body of publications provides a solid basis for conducting the planned study and contributes
to the understanding of D.A. Kunaev’s activities.

Party-State Activity of D.A. Kunaev in 1955-1962

By the mid-1950s to early 1960s, the position of the Kazakh Soviet Socialist Republic within
the formally union-wide state of the USSR appeared highly oppressive. Administratively and
territorially part of the RSFSR as an autonomous unit until December 1936, Soviet Kazakhstan only
then acquired the attributes of a union republic. Yet by many indicators, it remained, in essence, a
colonial possession of Russia—a situation not markedly different from that of other union republics,
or even of Russia itself, which had been seized by the party of radical extremists following the
October 1917 coup.

The entire union state—the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics—since its formation and
largely until its dissolution in December 1991, was conceived and existed as a grand political and
ideological project, aimed not only at transforming the territories of the former Russian Empire but,
in a broader sense, the entire globe, as elegantly and convincingly symbolized by the Soviet state
emblem. For more than four decades since its inception, the Soviet state was under total and relentless
party control, a party which, after the 19th Congress—the last in the life of the Soviet dictator I.V.
Stalin—renamed itself from Bolsheviks to Communists. The adoption of the term “Communist”
further emphasized the strategy and trajectory for the development of the entire union state, all its
constituent republics, and all peoples living within these quasi-state entities.

During the implementation of the so-called “socialist transformations,” a genuine genocide was
inflicted on many peoples of the Soviet Union. Under the guise of Soviet internationalist ideology—
a veneer for the implementation of a global “superproject”—this genocide took on features of
“sociocide” and “meritocide,” as the most prosperous, productive, educated, and cultured segments
of the population were primarily destroyed. The Kazakh people, along with Ukrainians, suffered some
of the greatest losses, both in absolute and especially relative terms, losing almost half of their
population in the brief period leading up to the creation of the Kazakh SSR. It is possible that this
radical change in the ethnic composition of the republic’s population, resulting from such devastating
losses among Kazakhs, contributed to the transformation of this Russian autonomous region into a
union republic. From that point until the end of the USSR, the indigenous Kazakh population always
constituted a relative minority, and the Kazakh SSR remained the only union republic in which the
titular nation was outnumbered by incoming populations.
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By the time the Kazakh SSR was established, not only had millions of Kazakhs engaged in
nomadic livestock breeding and thriving in it been killed or imprisoned, but members of the small yet
highly educated and influential indigenous intelligentsia had also been affected. By the late 1930s,
the Kazakh intelligentsia, in both its national and Soviet manifestations, had been effectively
destroyed. The nation was left decapitated and demoralized. The Kazakh people also suffered
enormous losses during the Second World War. The contribution of Soviet Kazakhstan to the
victory—with its mines, non-ferrous metallurgy enterprises, pastures, herds, and flocks—is difficult
to overestimate, but the human resources provided by Kazakhstan were even more significant. In
conditions where densely populated Ukraine was under occupation and much of the Russian
population was mobilized for the front and defense industries, the Russian-speaking population of
Kazakhstan became virtually the only major reserve for regular mobilization activities. Once again,
the share of Kazakhs who went to the front and perished in the fight against the global threat of the
time exceeded comparable figures from all other Soviet republics.

D.A. Kunaev himself made a significant personal contribution to this great and long-awaited
victory. As director of the Ridder mine and later director of the Leninogorsk ore administration of the
People’s Commissariat of Non-Ferrous Metallurgy of the USSR in 1940-1942, he ensured the
uninterrupted and efficient operation of these flagship enterprises of non-ferrous metallurgy across
the Union. For this, he was noticed and transferred to government service as Deputy Chairman of the
Council of People’s Commissars of the Kazakh SSR.

In addition to the tremendous human losses suffered by the Kazakh people during the
repressions and war, other factors further diluted the demographic structure of the republic and
reduced the proportion of the indigenous population. These included mass deportations of entire
peoples to the republic by the will of the Kremlin dictator, accused of treason or collaboration with
external enemies. The criminal practice of population transfers, used extensively by old conquest-
driven empires, was adopted by the Stalinist regime with respect to Kazakhstan. It first manifested
during collectivization in the late 1920s—early 1930s, when “kulaks and sub-kulaks” were deported
en masse, and then during the “Great Terror” of 1937—-1938, when tens of thousands of ethnic Koreans
from the Soviet Far East and tens of thousands of ethnic Poles deported to Siberia and northern
Kazakhstan became targets of repression after the Red Army’s “liberation campaigns” in late
September 1939. After Nazi Germany’s invasion of the USSR, hundreds of thousands of ethnic
Germans—ypractically the entire population of the Volga German Autonomous Soviet Socialist
Republic—suffered the same fate. Finally, large-scale, well-organized deportations targeted peoples
from the southern and North Caucasus regions deemed “guilty” before the leader, including
Chechens, Ingush, Karachays, Balkars, Crimean Tatars, Meskhetian Turks, Kalmyks, Kurds, Greeks,
and Armenians.

This already diverse and artificially composed population was further altered during the
campaigns of the 1950s—1960s, when hundreds of thousands of enthusiasts, adventurers, and migrants
from across the country arrived in the northern regions of the republic to cultivate virgin and fallow
lands. This large-scale influx of settlers and intermixing of peoples inevitably reduced the proportion
of Kazakhs in the general population and also limited the use and spread of the Kazakh language. In
a multiethnic population deprived of its traditional linguistic environment, the Russian language, as
the state language of the totalitarian empire, naturally became dominant. Whether Kazakhs wanted it
or not, increased interaction with representatives of other nationalities forced them to expand the use
of Russian in professional, cultural, and everyday life.

D.A. Kunaev actively participated in the development of virgin and fallow lands, playing a key
role in this complex and multifaceted process as head of the republican government—the Chairman
of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR. He held this position from April 1955 to January
1960. During this period, Kazakhstan, especially its northern regions, became the focus of attention
across the Soviet Union as a place of new labor achievements, mass heroism, and the practical
realization of the decades-long communist construction program. The establishment of a large
number of state farms on newly cultivated lands in southern Siberia and northern Kazakhstan,
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essentially state enterprises, reinforced the dominance of centralized, state-driven planning in the
Soviet economy, thereby advancing the development of communist relations.

After the death of I.V. Stalin, N.S. Khrushchev, as the new head of the Communist Party, was a
sincere supporter of communist ideology and believed it was his destiny to ensure the triumph of the
principles of a communist society. The unique competition between the two largest socialist states,
the USSR and the PRC, quickly escalated into a rivalry over the methods and timing of communist
construction, complicating Soviet-Chinese relations for many years and often causing poorly
considered, hasty, and outright erroneous decisions by Soviet leaders.

The plowing of vast areas of previously uncultivated land, primarily for crop production, was
intended by Union leaders to finally end large-scale livestock breeding on lands historically used for
Kazakh pastoralism. The First Secretary of the Kazakh Communist Party in 1946—1954, Zhumabay
Shayakhmetov, had already suffered consequences for attempting to protect the integrity of
Kazakhstan’s steppe lands, which he considered the republic’s primary wealth and key to the survival
of the Kazakh ethnos. His dismissal and reassignment to a local party position in the South
Kazakhstan region served as a lesson to other Kazakh leaders, deterring any future attempts to oppose
central directives (RGANIL. F.3, Op. 61. D.150. L.92-94).

It was under these circumstances that D.A. Kunaev was promoted to the highest leadership
positions in the republic, first as head of the government of Soviet Kazakhstan and later as head of
the republican party organization as its First Secretary. With extensive experience in managing entire
sectors of the Kazakh SSR’s national economy (especially raw materials and defense industries)
during his tenure as Deputy Chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars, he was in close contact
with all members of the Kazakh SSR’s top leadership and, crucially, with future heavyweights of the
Soviet political elite, including D.F. Ustinov and A.N. Kosygin. In his memoirs, Kunaev recalled
Kosygin’s keen attention to major projects:

"The construction of the Irtysh-Karaganda canal, the chemical plant, the Pavlodar Tractor
Plant, the design and expansion of the Yermakov Ferrochrome Plant and thermal power station—all
of this was studied, discussed, and recorded in Kosygin's vast memory. Kosygin expressed his ideas
about turning Ekibastuz into the country’s largest fuel and energy region and including it in the five-
vear plan” (Kunaev, 2022:155).

While serving as Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR, D.A. was in close
contact with L.I. Brezhnev, who held the posts of Second Secretary from February 1954 to August
1955 and First Secretary of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan from August 1955 to March 1956.
The Brezhnev—Kunaev tandem oversaw large-scale campaigns to develop virgin lands in Northern
Kazakhstan and laid the foundations of the Soviet space program—the legendary Baikonur
Cosmodrome.

Notably, at the Fifth Plenum of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan
(2—6 August 1955), D.A. Kunaev, on behalf of the bureau, proposed electing L.I. Brezhnev as First
Secretary of the CPC Kazakhstan:

"...Comrade Brezhnev has been working in Kazakhstan for one and a half years as one of the
leading officials of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan. During this time,
he has demonstrated himself as a prominent figure in our party, a great organizer, and a sensitive
comrade... The Party Bureau is confident that Comrade Brezhnev will justify our trust” (Shepel,
2017).

These circumstances must be taken into account when analyzing the leadership situation in
Soviet Kazakhstan and studying the causes, circumstances, and manifestations of the struggle for
leadership in the CPC Kazakhstan. D.A. Kunaev enjoyed deserved respect and favor from the leading
and most capable leaders of the USSR and CPSU, though of the so-called “second” or military
generation to which he himself belonged. The union-level leaders allied with him (L.I. Brezhnev,
A.N. Kosygin, V.N. Titov) also greatly benefited from the support of this talented organizer,
administrator, and highly capable leader of such a strategically and politically important republic as
Soviet Kazakhstan.
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In essence, during the period under consideration, D.A. Kunaev had no equal among his
colleagues in terms of influence, abilities, or experience in administrative, economic, and political
work. Serving as head of the republic’s government from April 1955, he “outlasted” four First
Secretaries of the republican party organization, remaining an island of stability and order, clearly
eclipsing each of them with his abilities and personal qualities. Dimash Akhmedovich was entirely in
his element—a son of his people, intimately familiar with their needs, hardships, and interests,
speaking to them in their language, unlike the Moscow “envoys,” for whom the post of First Secretary
of the Communist Party of the largest union republic was merely a springboard to future union-level
positions, as in the case of L.I. Brezhnev, or, conversely, a place of exile before leaving the career
orbit, as with P.K. Ponomarenko or N.I. Belyaev.

N.S. Khrushchev, who became head of the CPSU and later of the Soviet government largely by
circumstance, highly valued Kunaev’s organizational and administrative skills. Despite Khrushchev’s
well-known shortcomings, he possessed peasant savvy and pragmatism and particularly appreciated
professionalism and business qualities in people, understanding that only thanks to such individuals
could the country entrusted to him exist and develop. The complex and sometimes contradictory
relationship of the head of Soviet Kazakhstan with the highest party and state leadership of the USSR
from March 1953 to October 1964 is extensively documented in D.A. Kunaev’s own memoirs.
Khrushchev and his leadership occupy perhaps the largest number of pages, and this is by no means
accidental.

On the one hand, according to Kunaev himself:

"Khrushchev is an extraordinary, restless, and undoubtedly talented person. Speaking of him,
one must remember his indisputable merits in making important decisions that benefited the entire
state and our republic. For example, the Virgin Lands campaign, his courageous act as a citizen and
communist related to the report at the 20th Party Congress and the denunciation of Stalin’s
personality cult. Showing great interest in Kazakhstan, Khrushchev always supported the resolution
of several major issues related to the development of the republic’s economy" (Kunaev, 2022:163).

It was Khrushchev who twice facilitated Kunaev’s rise, first as head of the government and later
as head of the republican party organization. Even after D.A. Kunaev was effectively removed from
leadership of the Kazakh Communist Party in December 1962, almost with the label of “nationalist,”
Khrushchev continued to trust him as the only suitable head of the republic’s government, expressing
this in a phone conversation on the day of his removal as First Secretary:

"We believe that as Chairman of the Council of Ministers, you will bring the greatest benefit"
(Kunaev, 2022:153).

On the other hand, again according to Kunaev:

"Khrushchev was excessively fussy and hurried, which sometimes led to undesirable outcomes.
His serious shortcomings included inconsistency and complete disregard for others’ proposals. One
could not oppose him in anything; his directives had to be strictly followed. He also liked flattery. ...
He wanted to resolve all issues very quickly, without thorough consideration. In my observation, he
confused strictness with rudeness and quick decisions with haste" (Kunaev, 2022:165).

This evaluation reveals as much about its author as it does about its subject, highlighting in
Dimash Akhmedovich qualities such as keen observation, insight, understanding of the essence of
issues and phenomena, and profound psychological awareness that he possessed from his earliest
conscious years. Meanwhile, the object of his analysis and critique—Khrushchev—emerges as even
more distinct and understandable.

The famous monument on Khrushchev’s grave, created by Ernst Neizvestny, emphasizes the
duality, contradictions, and inconsistency of the Soviet leader’s character. Under Khrushchev’s
leadership of union structures, the status and powers of the union republics, with all their governing
bodies and subdivisions, began to gain real substance, while the dictatorial, over-centralized powers
of the center weakened. At the same time, the union as a whole faced serious danger.

Kunaev described the sequence of Khrushchev’s initiatives: first, the Central Committee
Bureau of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan for the virgin lands, based in Tselinograd, then the
creation of the Tselinny Krai with five regions.
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e "Will this Krai be under dual subordination?" I asked. Khrushchev answered affirmatively.
o "This is wrong, Nikita Sergeyevich; why are we carving up the land?"
e "You don’t understand," was his reply, and silence fell on the line (Kunaev, 2022:148).
Later, in Moscow:
"I propose," began Khrushchev, "to transfer Karaganda region to Tselinny Krai..."
<...> Hearing this, I objected:

o "We absolutely cannot do this. If we include Karaganda in the Krai, we may lose our grain.
The Krai won’t have time for grain."

e "Without industry, we cannot develop the Virgin Lands," said Khrushchev. "You don’t
understand again. We are not giving Karaganda to the capitalists. Kunaev must remove his
objections" (Kunaev, 2022:148).

A.L. Mikoyan helped protect Karaganda from inclusion, but within months Khrushchev called
again, urging the establishment of two more Krais in Kazakhstan. He revealed his further intentions:

"It was time to transition to regional management of Kazakhstan's economy, and eventually the
boundaries between the republics would disappear... Resistance was useless," recalled Kunaev, "and
the West Kazakhstan and South Kazakhstan Krais were organized. Proposals for creating the East
Kazakhstan Krai were being prepared..." (Kunaev, 2022:149).

"Later I realized,” Kunaev recalled, "where it was heading. At that time, the Central Asian
Bureau was also created, including leaders from Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Kyrgyzstan,
and Shymkent region of Kazakhstan. It was clear that Khrushchev was attempting to accelerate his
idea of erasing the boundaries between republics"” (Kunaev, 2022:149).

In our view, Khrushchev’s duality regarding the rights and powers of the republics stemmed
from his worldview, shaped by years of involvement in “communist construction.” He was arguably
the most ardent advocate of the communist idea. Skepticism and cynicism had begun to permeate the
CPSU and Soviet state leadership, spreading widely after Khrushchev’s removal during the so-called
“stagnation,” yet Khrushchev’s enthusiasm—mixed with the heroism and romance of the Virgin
Lands campaign, space conquest, and the transformation of socialism into a global socio-economic
system amid the collapse of colonial empires—continued to energize the communist project. The
attempt, albeit inconsistent, to purge Stalinism, recognized by the party as a "deviation from the
practice of Marxism-Leninism," also gave new life to the communist idea. The “thaw” of
Khrushchev’s era was largely linked to a desire to return to a mythical “golden Leninist era” of
tolerance and ambiguity, which in reality had never existed—a phenomenon similar in some ways to
Gorbachev’s “perestroika.”

For that generation of union and republican leaders—Khrushchev, Kosygin, Brezhnev, and
Suslov—internationalist ideology was not empty rhetoric or mere ritual. Khrushchev’s initiatives for
the union republics—erasing borders, creating integrated economic links, promoting interethnic
marriages, and expanding the use of Russian in all spheres—were consistent with the broader
ideological framework. Perhaps only Khrushchev’s characteristic style made these initiatives more
direct and impatient in practice.

We argue that the post-Stalin era, when a new generation of republican leaders emerged,
restored the competition between the center and republican elites interrupted by Stalinist repression—
though not yet on a nationalist basis, as it would be three decades later, but in terms of giving the
USSR real and substantive content. Thanks to leaders like D.A. Kunaev, the union state not only
survived without disintegrating but developed, achieved successes, and demonstrated the viability of
the socialist project, increasingly facing and serving the population, the peoples forming the emerging
Soviet socio-political community.

At the same time, D.A. Kunaev remained a thoroughly Soviet person, a product of Soviet
education and elite selection, albeit of the highest quality. He remained committed to the ideology of
internationalism until the end of his life, seeing it as key to the development of a multiethnic USSR
and the maintenance of stability and order in multiethnic Kazakhstan, which became, in large measure
due to his efforts, a “laboratory of friendship among peoples.” Accusations of nationalism were
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angrily rejected, though they followed him throughout his long party and state career. His somewhat
humiliating dismissal was also accompanied by claims of supporting and cultivating nationalism.

Here we see an objective contradiction between the central policy aimed at minimizing national
and cultural differences, represented by Khrushchev and other union leaders, and the position of the
republics and national elites, who acted in the interests of their republics and peoples. Even when
leaders of the union republics demonstrated no nationalist inclinations and repeatedly denied such
accusations, the mere existence of formally independent and equal republics—with all the attributes
of sovereign states, linguistic, cultural, and religious differences—reminded them of their roots and
national identity.

A key event in the life of D.A. Kunaev, the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, and the republic
as a whole was the 17th Plenum of the Central Committee of the CPC Kazakhstan, which resulted
not in the appointment of another Moscow envoy, but in the election of a Kazakh national—D.A.
Kunaev—as First Secretary. He assessed this event modestly in his memoirs:

"On January 19, 1960, our plenum took place with the participation of Brezhnev. Belyaev was
sharply criticized for deficiencies in industrial and agricultural management, organizational and
ideological work. I was also reproached at this plenum. Belyaev was removed from office. On the
same day, I was unanimously elected First Secretary of the Central Committee"” (Kunaev, 2022:122).

"I was the third elected secretary from the indigenous population,” he added with a subtle sense
of pride (Kunaev, 2022:122). Other key republican posts were also filled by members of Kunaev’s
team. Fazyl Karimovich Karibzhanov was recommended as Chairman of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet, and Zhumabek Akhmetovich Tashenov became Chairman of the Council of
Ministers of the Kazakh SSR.

It is worth noting that the events surrounding the removal of Nikolai Ilyich Belyaev from the
post of First Secretary of the republican party organization and the election of D.A. Kunaev to this
position took place with the direct participation of Leonid Ilyich Brezhnev, who at that time was
already Secretary of the Central Committee of the CPSU. Dimash Akhmedovich never concealed the
warm feelings that connected these two men—politicians and statesmen—and repeatedly emphasized
the special role that L.I. Brezhnev played in his life, his career, and the fate of Kazakhstan as a whole.

“Assessing Brezhnev’s activities, I proceeded mpexxne Bcero from his attitude toward our
republic. And it was both benevolent and strict, and in this I saw a reasonable statesmanlike
approach,” wrote D.A. Kunaev (Kunaev, 2022: 284). In these words, perhaps, the essence of his
attitude toward Brezhnev and his contribution to the development of Kazakhstan is fully expressed.
It was likely at that moment, in the early 1960s, that Brezhnev first directly influenced Kunaev’s fate,
while the public criticism of Belyaev appears to have aligned with the growing ambitions of Brezhnev
as an emerging all-Union party and state leader (Sushkov, 2007: 239-247).

In any case, this was in many respects an epoch-making event for Soviet Kazakhstan. Although
Zh. Shayakhmetov had previously headed the republican party organization, it was for the first time
that such sharp, uncompromising, and persuasive criticism was directed at the outgoing head of the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan, who was Russian by nationality.
Subsequent developments demonstrated that Dimash Akhmedovich Kunaev had no intention of
relinquishing leadership of the republican party organization again. Thus began the true “Kunaev
era,” which lasted more than a quarter of a century. The results of his tenure at the pinnacle of power
in Soviet Kazakhstan speak for themselves. The fruits of his activity do not require discovery under
a conditional historical microscope, nor do they require retouching or the omission of errors,
miscalculations, or even crimes that often accompany the careers of many political and state figures.

D.A. Kunaev was undoubtedly a product of his era, with all its inherent flaws and specific
features characteristic of the complex and contradictory Soviet reality. Born under the tsarist regime,
he was formed during the first decades of Soviet rule, which coincided with severe terror and
tremendous hardships inflicted upon millions of Soviet citizens by I.V. Stalin. These tragic
circumstances could not but influence the formation of the personality of the future long-serving
leader of Soviet Kazakhstan, shaping his views, character, and methods of action in his long and
multifaceted professional, political, and state career. Yet the suffering endured by Soviet people in
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general, and by Kunaev’s friends, relatives, and loved ones in particular, did not lead him to renounce
the moral principles instilled in him from childhood, nor to harden his heart and become a soulless
executor of the will of the state Moloch, as happened with many others in positions of power.

From this perspective, the parallels in worldview, professional skills, working methods,
communication style, personal orientations, and even hobbies between D.A. Kunaev and his close
friend, associate, and high-ranking patron L.I. Brezhnev are noteworthy. The years of Brezhnev’s
rule—later labeled the “era of stagnation”—were arguably among the most constructive and
productive in the history of the Soviet state, remembered by millions across the post-Soviet space as
a kind of “golden age.” The contemporary nostalgia for the Soviet period in Russia rests not only on
the often-inflated image of geopolitical power but also on objectively achieved successes in socio-
economic development during Brezhnev’s leadership.

An analysis of the original draft of Kunaev’s speech and the corrections he personally made to
the plenum transcript (as evidenced by his autograph on the document) leads to several important
conclusions. First and foremost, we see before us a fully formed statesman with stable principles and
convictions, clearly aware of what he expected from himself, from the organization he led, and from
the republic under his guidance. He remembered the past, understood the present, and looked
confidently toward the future. Although it would be interesting to determine who drafted the initial
version of the speech, it is entirely plausible that it was Kunaev himself. The so-called “transcript”
appears to have been prepared prior to the event rather than during it. The substantial revisions
indicate deliberate intellectual work and allow, through textual analysis, a well-formed understanding
of Kunaev’s views on party-state construction, center—republic relations, and the role of the
republican party organization and the peoples of Soviet Kazakhstan.

Particularly telling is the frequent substitution of the word “republic” with “Kazakhstan.” At
first glance, the difference may seem insignificant, but it is in fact meaningful. In the first case, the
term denotes one part of a unified coro3HOe rocymapctBo; in the second, it elevates the distinctive
national dimension of socio-political and socio-economic existence (Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan [APRK], F. 708, Op. 33, D. 32, L. 11, 16).

The speech also contains notable authorial corrections concerning the national question. “Party,
Soviet, and public organizations of Kazakhstan must daily strengthen the moral and political unity of
our people” (APRK, F. 708, Op. 33, D. 32, L. 16). In the original draft, the word “people” had been
“party.” An even more revealing formulation appears in the phrase: “We must cherish as the apple of
our eye (originally: ‘the friendship of the peoples of the USSR’—author’s note) such a most important
achievement of our Leninist policy as the fraternal friendship of the peoples of the Soviet Union.”

Toward the conclusion of his speech, Kunaev addressed the issue of “nationalism” in terms that
seem to reflect his sincere convictions: “We must not forget that the successes achieved by the Kazakh
people in all spheres of the economy and culture are vivid evidence of the triumph of the Leninist
national policy of our party. They became possible only as a result of the generous fraternal assistance
of the great Russian people (originally: ‘only with the help of the Russian people’—author’s note)
and other peoples of the Soviet Union” (APRK, F. 708, Op. 33, D. 32, L. 11, 16).

Two important aspects should be emphasized here. First, the adherence to Leninist national
policy—meaning the preservation of the USSR as a union of socialist republics—was underlined as
fundamental. Second, while acknowledging the “generous fraternal assistance of the great Russian
people” (a sentiment Kunaev may have expressed sincerely), he also stressed the role of “other
peoples of the Soviet Union.” Kunaev understood that friendship among the peoples of the USSR
was not only a guarantee of dynamic development but also a safeguard against great-power
chauvinism and against the imperial principle of “divide and rule.” For this reason, he remained
committed to internationalism, which in his view did not contradict healthy patriotism and national
consciousness.

The criticisms directed at N.I. Belyaev are also revealing. Unlike many other speakers, Kunaev
focused primarily on Belyaev’s inaction and lack of initiative: “Comrade Belyaev did not fully
appreciate the major tasks set by the CPSU Central Committee before the party organization of
Kazakhstan in further raising the national economy and transforming Kazakhstan into a major
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industrial, coal, and metallurgical base of the country. During his tenure, not a single significant issue
was raised before the CPSU Central Committee and the USSR government regarding the further
development of Kazakhstan’s productive forces.”

Comparing Kunaev’s speeches with those of his principal rival, Ismail Abdrasulovich Yusupov,
reveals sharp contrasts in leadership style and attitude toward people. Their positions on party and
socio-political development were not merely competitive but often diametrically opposed. Only
Kunaev’s flexibility, tact, and diplomacy allowed them to coexist and cooperate at the summit of
power.

A revealing episode occurred during discussions of mass livestock losses in the Alma-Ata
region in winter—spring 1960 at the June 1960 plenum. Kunaev devoted seven pages to analyzing the
situation; Yusupov only three—but his accusations against local party and Soviet officials were much
harsher. His denunciations targeted alleged ‘“private-property tendencies,” which he claimed
undermined collective agriculture (APRK, F. 708, Op. 33, D. 58, L. 21-23). Such rhetoric aligned
closely with Khrushchev’s ideological campaign against private interests and in favor of collectivism.

Yusupov’s later initiative to transfer parts of the South Kazakhstan region to the Uzbek SSR—
ostensibly for more rational cotton cultivation—may have carried a significant military-strategic
dimension. Cotton was a crucial component in the production of gunpowder and explosives. Soviet
leadership’s special attention to Central Asia may have reflected not only personal ties but also
strategic priorities. In the case of Kazakhstan, this strategic complex included uranium mining and
enrichment, nuclear testing, intercontinental missile deployment, the Baikonur Cosmodrome, and
chemical and biological weapons research.

Did Kunaev understand this? Undoubtedly. From 1942 onward, he was connected with defense-
related administration. Yet even strategic imperatives could not compel him to accept territorial
losses. The preservation—and when necessary, restoration—of republican territory was one of his
constant priorities.

Despite his objections in December 1962, territorial transfers proceeded (Kunaev, 2022: 150).
Khrushchev, prepared in advance, relied on the more compliant Yusupov. Strategic cotton interests
outweighed arguments about interethnic tensions. After the Cuban Missile Crisis (1961) and the
Novocherkassk events (1962), Khrushchev was increasingly unwilling to heed dissenting views.

On December 25, 1962, a plenum removed Kunaev as First Secretary, appointing Yusupov in
his place. The “Dauletov case” was used to justify the move, with accusations of “nationalism”
directed against both S.D. Dauletov and Kunaev (APRK, F. 708, Op. 35, D. 14, L. 282-284).

However, Kunaev was not allowed to withdraw into scientific work (Kunaev, 2022: 152). His
abilities were too valuable. Khrushchev recognized that Kunaev as Chairman of the Council of
Ministers guaranteed effective fulfillment of both economic and strategic objectives. Perhaps
Brezhnev and Kosygin, already maneuvering politically, also saw in him a reliable ally in the
republics.

For D.A. Kunaev, everything was only beginning. Two productive years as head of government
lay ahead, followed by his triumphant return as First Secretary in December 1964—and twenty-two
more years of effective leadership at the helm of Soviet Kazakhstan.

Conclusion. An analysis of the party-state activity of D.A. Kunaev in 1955-1962 demonstrates
that this period became transitional and, in many respects, decisive both for the politician himself and
for the Kazakh SSR as a whole. By the mid-1950s, Kazakhstan—while formally a Union republic—
continued in practice to function as a colonial appendage: a raw-material base, a military-strategic
territory, and an all-Union experimental testing ground. The demographic catastrophes of the 1920s—
1930s, mass repressions, war, deportations of entire peoples, and the Virgin Lands campaign radically
transformed the republic’s ethnic structure, turning the indigenous Kazakh population into a relative
minority and significantly narrowing the sphere of use of the Kazakh language.

Under these conditions, the elevation of D.A. Kunaev—first to the post of Chairman of the
Council of Ministers of the Kazakh SSR and then to that of First Secretary of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan—became a crucial factor in the republic’s internal
stabilization. Possessing managerial experience in key sectors (non-ferrous metallurgy, the defense
complex) and maintaining close ties with the Union leadership, including Leonid Brezhnev and
Alexei Kosygin, Kunaev emerged as a figure capable of simultaneously implementing the center’s
line and defending the republic’s fundamental interests—territorial, economic, and symbolic.

A study of his speeches and editorial revisions (including materials from plenums of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan) shows that, while remaining a loyal product of
the Soviet system and a proponent of internationalism, he consistently attached greater importance to
the category of “Kazakhstan” rather than the impersonal “republic,” emphasized the “people” rather
than only the “party,” and underscored the significance of national policy and the “friendship of
peoples” as a counterweight to great-power chauvinism. In the context of Khrushchev’s
administrative-territorial experiments (the creation of territorial economic councils, the Virgin Lands
Territory, and the Central Asian Bureau) and the potentially dangerous attempts to blur the borders of
Union republics, Kunaev sought to preserve the territorial integrity and subjectivity of Soviet
Kazakhstan—albeit within the framework of a rigidly centralized Union system.

Thus, the period 1955-1962 may be regarded as the formative stage of the “Kunaev era”—a
long phase in the history of the Kazakh SSR during which a leader, fully Soviet in worldview,
gradually transformed into an advocate of the republic’s interests and those of its people within the
broader Union state structure.
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
